de Lalande, and Rene Goupil were French Jesuit mis-
sionaries. They preached the gospel to the Hurons and
the Iroquois in what is now part of Quebec Prov-
ince and New York State. Father Jogues suffered tor-
ture and mutilation. After escaping from his captors he
later returned to minister to the Iroquois. These Jesuits,
priests and lay assistants, were martyred by the Iro-
quois between 1642 and 1649. The official seal of the
Society of Jesus contains symbols for Christ crucified
(upper panel). Ships that sailed to New France flew
flags with a white cross on a blue field (lower panel).
