The first Getting Ready Day for second graders pre-
paring to receive First Reconciliation and First Eucha-
rist will be held on Saturday 02 November 2019 
from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. in the Church.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION:  Following the 
policy of the Archdiocese of Washington,  the Sacra-
mental  Programs for Baptism, Confirmation, Eucha- 
rist and Penance are parish and family based.  For 
youth, Confirmation is a three-year program that be-
gins in the sixth grade; Eucharist/Penance is a two-
year program  that begins in the first grade.  Through-
out this period of preparation, children are to be partic- 

ipating in a formal religious education program in our 
parish or in a Catholic school.  Registration in our par-
ish Faith Formation Program is separate from registra-
tion in our Sacramental Preparation Program.  For in-
formation, call the parish office, (301) 948-5536. 
 

MATRIMONY POLICY:  It is Archdiocesan and  
parish policy that couples seeking to be married in the  

ORDINARY TIME:   Apart from those seasons hav-
ing their own distinctive character, there remain in the 
yearly cycle those weeks (33 or 34) that do not cele-
brate a specific mystery of Christ.  Rather, especially 
on Sundays, they are devoted to the mystery of Christ 
in all its fullness.  This period is known as Ordinary 
Time (General Norms, 43).  Ordinary Time  resumed 
when the Easter Season ended on Monday 10 June 
2019, the day following Pentecost.  
 

SALVE REGINA:  The Marian antiphon, Salve Regi-
na, is sung from Trinity Sunday to the First Sunday of  
Advent.  The text of the antiphon is the familiar pray-
er, “Hail Holy Queen.”  It was used as a processional 
chant at Cluny as early as 1135.   At Visitation Parish 
we use it as a processional chant during the presenta-
tion of the gifts.
