We 
need to remember that the apostles were in the Upper Room, a place of fear and uncertainty. This is the 
place that Jesus chose to empower them, not in a place of bravery and victory. Jesus seeks to empower 
us, especially in our lowest moments, because we believe in a God who recognizes our fears and uncer-
tainties and despite them empowers us.
