Reflection ~ Rev. Jose Montepeque 

Now that we are praying the Novena to Saint Thomas Aquinas, it is appropriate to remember the beautiful hymns he 
composed in honour of the Holy Eucharist. Reality is full of challenges and enigmas and contradictions which keep us 
busy dealing with our shadows, darkness and fears. To love the Holy Eucharist, we need to allow God's own light to 
make our shadows flee. St. Thomas Aquinas helps us.  

St. Thomas Aquinas, as evidenced by his many moving hymns, possessed a limitless, profound devotion to the Holy 
Eucharist. For St. Thomas, the Eucharist was the only adequate way to approach reality, replete as it is with its       
challenges and enigmas and contradictions. The ineffable power of the Eucharist to enlighten, to enable, to animate, 
to renew, cannot be overstated. St. Thomas wrote: “No one can fully express the sweetness of this Sacrament in 
which spiritual delight is tasted at its very source, and in which we renew the memory of that surpassing love for us 
which Christ revealed in his Passion. It was to impress the vastness of this love more firmly upon the hearts of the 
faithful that our Lord instituted this Sacrament at the Last Supper.” We can feel the heart of St. Thomas in his hymn 
“Lauda Sion”: I leave you with the curiosity to search, learn and practice this hymn.   

Réflection ~ Rev. Jose Montepeque

Saint Thomas d'Aquin, comme en témoignent ses nombreux hymnes émouvants, avait une dévotion profonde et sans 
limite pour la Sainte Eucharistie. Pour lui, l'Eucharistie était le seul moyen adéquat d'approcher la réalité, pleine de 
défis, d'énigmes et de contradictions. Le pouvoir ineffable de l'Eucharistie d'éclairer, de permettre, d'animer, de   
renouveler, ne peut être surestimé. Saint Thomas a écrit : "Personne ne peut exprimer pleinement la douceur de ce 
sacrement dans lequel le plaisir spirituel est goûté à sa source même, et dans lequel nous renouvelons le souvenir de 
cet amour surdimensionné pour nous que le Christ a révélé dans sa passion. C'est pour mieux imprimer l'immensité de 
cet amour dans le cœur des fidèles que notre Seigneur a institué ce sacrement lors de la dernière Cène". Nous           
pouvons sentir le cœur de saint Thomas dans son hymne "Lauda Sion" : Je vous laisse la curiosité de chercher,           
d'apprendre et de pratiquer cet hymne. 

Odbicie ~ Rev. Jose Montepeque  

Obecnie, gdy odmawiamy Nowennę do św. Tomasza z Akwinu, warto przypomnieć sobie piękne pieśni, które ułożył na 
cześć Najświętszej Eucharystii. Rzeczywistość jest pełna wyzwań, zagadek i sprzeczności, które sprawiają, że            
jesteśmy zajęci radzeniem sobie z naszymi niepewnościami, ciemnościami czy lękami. Aby miłować Najświętszą            
Eucharystię, musimy pozwolić, aby światło Boga rozproszyło nasze ciemności. Pomaga nam św. Tomasz z Akwinu.  

Św. Tomasz z Akwinu, o czym świadczą jego liczne poruszające hymny, które odznaczają się nieograniczoną, głęboką 
pobożnością do Najświętszej Eucharystii. Dla św. Tomasza Eucharystia była jedyną odpowiednią drogą zbliżenia się do 
rzeczywistości, pełnej wyzwań, zagadek i sprzeczności. Nie da się przecenić niewysłowionej mocy Eucharystii, która 
oświeca, uzdolnia, ożywia i odnawia. Św. Tomasz pisał: „Nikt nie jest w stanie w pełni wyrazić słodyczy tego           
Sakramentu, w którym zakosztujemy duchowej rozkoszy u samego jej źródła i w którym odnawiamy pamięć o tej 
niezrównanej miłości do nas, którą Chrystus objawił w swojej męce. Aby mocniej wyryć ogrom tej miłości w sercach 
wiernych, nasz Pan ustanowił ten sakrament podczas Ostatniej Wieczerzy”. Serce św. Tomasza możemy odczuć w 
jego hymnie „Lauda Sion”: pozostawiam was z ciekawością, abyście szukali, poznawali i praktykowali ten hymn.  

Reflexión ~ Rev. Jose Montepeque  

Ahora que estamos rezando la Novena a Santo Tomás de Aquino, es oportuno recordar los hermosos himnarios que 
compuso en honor de la Sagrada Eucaristía. La realidad está llena de desafíos, enigmas y contradicciones que nos 
mantienen ocupados lidiando con nuestras sombras, oscuridad y miedos. Para amar la Sagrada Eucaristía, necesita-
mos permitir que la propia luz de Dios haga huir nuestras sombras. Santo Tomás de Aquino nos ayuda.  

Santo Tomás de Aquino, como lo demuestran sus muchos himnos conmovedores, poseía una devoción profunda e    
ilimitada a la Sagrada Eucaristía. Para Santo Tomás, la Eucaristía era la única forma adecuada de acercarse a la    
realidad, repleta de desafíos, enigmas y contradicciones. No se puede exagerar el poder inefable de la Eucaristía  
para iluminar, capacitar, animar, renovar. Santo Tomás escribió:  "Nadie puede expresar plenamente la dulzura de 
este sacramento en el que se saborea el deleite espiritual en su misma fuente, y en el que renovamos el recuerdo de 
ese amor incomparable por nosotros que Cristo reveló en su pasión. Fue para imprimir la inmensidad de este amor 
más firmemente en los corazones de los fieles que Nuestro Señor instituyo este Sacramento en la Última Cena".     
Podemos sentir el corazón de Santo Tomás en su himno "Lauda Sion": Os dejo con la curiosidad de buscar, aprender y 
practicar este himno.
