El Poder Liberador de la Ley.- El orden del que aqui hablamos no es una imposicion exterior. No es algo lejano que cae
sobre nosotros como un simple agregado. Moisés nos dice en la primera lectura de hoy: "todos mis mandamientos estan
muy a tu alcance: en tu boca y en tu corazon, para que puedas cumplirlos. "La ley del Sefior no se parece entonces a las
leyes que nosotros conocemos 0 aprobamos en las camaras legislativas; no es un acuerdo entre intereses humanos ni el
resultado de los nimeros de una votacion, que hoy ordenan algo y mafana lo contrario, dependiendo del juego de los
partidos politicos o incluso de las campafas de publicidad. Podemos decir que la ley del Sefior brota de lo que somos: de
hecho, él mismo la ha puesto en nosotros, y podemos sentir su imperativo si hacemos silencio y buscamos con total
honestidad escuchar eso que llamamos la voz de la conciencia. Una ley asi entendida es un camino de libertad, cuya unica
obligacion es la fidelidad a lo mejor de lo que hay en nosotros, y que viene de Dios. Cabeza y Corazon.- Dios, pues, quiere
reinar no so6lo externamente, como decir en las obras que hacemos, sino sobre todo, interiormente: en el "corazon," segun
la terminologia comdn de la Biblia.

Este "primer lugar" lo expresa Pablo
con otra imagen tomada del cuerpo humano. Esta vez es Cristo como "cabeza," del cual escribe este apdstol: "El existe
antes que todas las cosas, y todas tienen su consistencia en éL."
