Significado profundo del banquete.- Un banquete no es solamente una comida: no se limita al acto de alimentarse; va
mucho mas alld del simple placer del paladar. El banquete incluye un motivo, unos invitados, un ambiente de cantos y
probablemente bailes o danzas. EI ambiente prolonga y expresa el motivo; por su parte, el motivo congrega y da un
mismo lenguaje a los invitados. Un banquete, pues, es una manera vivencial de profundizar y hacer resonar una buena
noticia: nace del pasado y quiere hacerlo actual, quiere sostenerlo, hacerlo eterno. Los banquetes son momentos de
particular libertad. Como la justificacion del encuentro esta en el motivo, que es algo ya establecido y puesto en firme, un
banquete no requiere una justificacion externa o posterior. No sirve para algo; su finalidad, como decia san Bernardo
refiriéndose al amor, esta en si mismo. También en esto habla de eternidad.

Un banquete lleno de sorpresas.- De banquetes nos hablan la primera lectura y el evangelio de hoy. La Eucaristia,
ademas, ha sido llamada “Banquete Sagrado.” Mas en los textos de hoy se trata de banquetes llenos de sorpresas: gente
que creia tener asegurado su puesto se ve rechazada mientras que algunos que nadie creeria que podian asistir son muy
bienvenidos. Dos cosas podemos aprender de estas sorpresas, que como vemos seran buenas o malas. En primer
término, una sana desconfianza de nuestras virtudes o bienes. La entrada al Reino no se compra ni puede uno creerse
seguro por cierta cercania a las cosas de Dios 0 de su servicio. En segundo lugar, apertura de la mente. A menudo
queremos excluir a otros para asegurar que nuestras opciones son las correctas y que por lo tanto nuestros derechos
estan en firme. Excluimos para asegurarnos de ser incluidos. El que es duro con otros quiere asegurarse de estar
pagando lo debido para asegurar su plaza en los cielos. No es una buena idea. Dios no piensa asi. Por el contrario:
