Lucas 14,25-33. La Sabiduria como Regalo.- La primera lectura de
hoy nos invita a apreciar la necesidad de la sabiduria, asi como su
valor incomparable. Es tan valiosa que finalmente llegamos a concluir
que no la podemos alcanzar con nuestras solas fuerzas y que sélo
g podemos poseerla si llega a nosotros como regalo.

Con una influencia platonica reconocible, esta primera lectura,
tomada del libro de la Sabiduria, expresa una realidad que todos
conocemos: nuestro pensamiento no vuela libre; bien sentimos el
peso de nuestro "cuerpo" y de las cosas "terrenales." Nuestras
reflexiones son inseguras y de hecho, si leemos la historia de la
filosofia, vemos que los grandes pensadores no terminan de ponerse
de acuerdo ni siquiera en los elementos basicos de su reflexion.

Esto no significa que todo filosofar sea perder el tiempo, sino que ese no sera el camino que nos lleve a las
respuestas mas hondas. Las respuestas mas bien nos van llegando como un don: Dios se deja conocer, revela
su plan, nos habla como amigo, nos deja sentir su amor. De este modo nuestro pensamiento se habitia a su
escala, a su estilo, a su manera de obrar. La sabiduria que él nos concede no es simplemente conocimiento sino
camino de vida y fuente de gozo.

La sabiduria como Opcion.- El evangelio de hoy prolonga el tema de la sabiduria desde una 6ptica diferente: lo
mismo que el rey que evalla si conviene 0 no entrar en combate, el discipulo de Cristo debe evaluar con gran
sabiduria y ponderacion si quiere entrar en la batalla. ;Cual batalla? No se trata tanto de un combate exterior
cuanto de esa serie de opciones intimas y de renuncias profundas que vamos encontrando a medida que todos
nuestros afectos y valores se confrontan con Cristo.

Es facil proclamar que Jesus es el Sefior pero para que ello sea una realidad es preciso que cada cosa y cada
persona, cada afecto y cada recuerdo, cada pensamiento y cada proyecto que tenemos, comparezca ante
Jesucristo. A menudo esto implica renuncias y division interior. La victoria sin embargo es incomparable: la
amistad con Cristo, la paz del corazon, la verdadera e imperecedera luz.
