CLHIJO DEL HOMBRE
JIENE QUE SERLEVANTADO

Juan 3, 13-17. El Papa Juan Pablo nos regal6 en abril de 1999 una preciosa reflexion
sobre el valor de la Cruz como insignia para el mundo. De ese mensaje entresacamos
nuestra reflexion de este dia. La numeracion aqui es nuestra.

“Padre, a tus manos encomiendo mi espiritu” Estas son las palabras, este es el Gltimo grito
de Cristo en la cruz. Con esas palabras se cierra el misterio de la pasion y se abre el
misterio de la liberacion a través de su muerte, que se realizara en la Resurreccion. Son
palabras importantes. La Iglesia, consciente de su importancia, las ha asumido en la
liturgia de las Horas, que cada dia se concluye asi: “Padre, a tus manos encomiendo mi
espiritu”. Hoy queremos poner estas palabras en labios de la humanidad. Hoy queremos
poner estas palabras de Cristo en labios de todos estos hombres, porque estas palabras,
este grito de Cristo sufriente, sus ultimas palabras no solamente cierran; también abren.
Significan una apertura al futuro. Padre, en tus manos encomiendo mi espiritu. Estas
palabras abren. Esperamos que estas palabras sean también las ultimas palabras para
cada uno de nosotros, las que nos abran a la eternidad.

La Cruz, lugar de amor y profecia.- Cristo por nosotros se hizo obediente hasta la muerte, y muerte de cruz» (Flp 2, 8).
Con estas palabras, la liturgia resume lo que acontecié en el Golgota, hace ahora dos mil afios. El evangelista Juan,
testigo ocular, narra los acontecimientos dolorosos de la pasion de Cristo. Cuenta su dura agonia, sus ultimas palabras:
“Todo se ha consumado” (cf. Jn 19, 30) y como un soldado romano traspasd su costado con una lanza. Del pecho
atravesado del Redentor sali6 sangre y agua, prueba inequivoca de su muerte (cf. Jn 19, 34) y don extremo de su amor
misericordioso. “Despreciado y evitado” como dijo Isaias, esta Cristo en el hombre afrentado y aniquilado en la guerra'y
en cualquier lugar donde triunfe la cultura de la muerte; “triturado por nuestros crimenes” esta el Mesias en las victimas
del odio y del mal de todos los tiempos y en cualquier lugar. "Como ovejas errantes” parecen a veces los pueblos
divididos y marcados por la incomprension y la indiferencia.

Luz de esperanza.- Sin embargo, en el horizonte de este escenario de sufrimiento y de muerte, brilla para la humanidad la
esperanza: “A causa de los trabajos de su alma, vera y se hartara (...); mi Siervo justificara a muchosK. La cruz, en la
noche del dolor y del abandono, es antorcha que mantiene viva la espera del nuevo dia de la resurreccion. Miramos con
fe hacia la cruz de Cristo, mientras por medio de ella queremos proclamar al mundo el amor misericordioso del Padre por
cada hombre. Si, hoy es el dia de la misericordia y del amor, el dia en el que se ha llevado a cabo la redencion del
mundo, porque el pecado y la muerte han sido derrotados por la muerte salvifica del Redentor.

Oracion.- Divino Rey crucificado, que el misterio de tu muerte gloriosa triunfe en el mundo. Haz que no perdamos el valor
y la audacia de la esperanza ante los dramas de la humanidad y ante cada situacion injusta que mortifica a la criatura
humana, redimida con tu sangre preciosa. Al contrario, haz que con renovada fuerza proclamemos: Tu cruz es victoria y
salvacion, porque con tu sangre y tu pasion has redimido al mundo. Fr. Nelson Medina, O.P
