COME TO THE BANQUET 
 

A message from Sister Chris:  

I had the privilege of serving at the Casa del Refugiado (House of 

the Refugee) in El Paso for the past two weeks.  It was truly an 

exhausting experience, but such a blessing!  During that time we 

probably met more than 1500 immigrants on their way to join 

family or friends in almost every state.  Most came from Mexico 

(mostly the states of MIchoacán, Zacatecas,  Oaxaca and 

Guerrero), El Salvador, Guatemala and Brazil.  They walked, rode 

buses, hitched rides when they could and some came by plane.  

What they all shared in common was that they were fleeing from 

life-threatening situations - each story unique but unfortunately 

the same. 
 

Annunciation House is a Catholic organization that operates 

several hospitality houses in El Paso, but the number of arriving 

immigrants has decreased since the peak in April, when there 

were more than 500 arriving each day.  The reason is that many 

are now waiting on the Mexican side of the border for a court 

date - many of whom live on the street, surviving  by begging.  

What courage, what love for their children, what risk-takers! 
 

I was proud to tell people of the drive we had last month to 

collect supplies to send to Laredo, TX and what a generous 

response we received from our parishioners!   
 

Today’s gospel challenges us to reach out to those who are in 

the margins.  In Luke’s gospel we hear Jesus say, “...when you 

hold a banquet, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind; 

blessed indeed will you be because of their inability to repay you.  

For you will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous."

La Casa de La Anunciación es una organización católica que opera 

varias casas de hospitalidad en El Paso, pero el número de 

inmigrantes que llegan ha disminuido desde abril, cuando había 

más de 500 que llegaban cada día.  La razón es que muchos ahora 

están esperando en el lado mexicano de la frontera para una cita 

en la corte - muchos de los cuales viven en la calle, sobreviviendo 

por la mendicidad.  ¡Qué valor, qué amor por sus hijos, qué 

arriesgados! 
 

Estaba orgullosa de decirle a la gente de la unidad que tuvimos el 

mes pasado para recoger materiales para enviar a Laredo, TX y de 

la respuesta tan generosa que recibimos de nuestros feligreses!   
 

El Evangelio de hoy nos desafía a tender la mano a los que están al 

margen.  En el evangelio de Lucas oímos a Jesús decir: "... cuando 

des un banquete, invita a los pobres, a los lisiados, a los cojos y a 

los ciegos; y así serás dichoso, porque ellos no tienen con qué 

pagarte.
