We are the people of God uniting in the heart of Jesus Christ

Happy Grandparent’s Day

No, that's not a line [intentionally] taken from some Hallmark Greeting Card cover — this weekend [July 26th] is the
memorial of Saints Anne and Joachim, the parents of the Blessed Virgin Mary, and the grandparents of Jesus Christ!
Even the secular calendar identifies July 27th as ‘World Grandparent's Day".

Although they are not mentioned in the canonical Bible, we know of Saints Joachim and Anne through church
tradition, and the mention of them in some of the apocryphal texts later discovered, particularly the 'Protoevangelium
of James/, the "Gospel of the Nativity of Mary' and the 'Gospel of Pseudo-Matthew’. Although these books are not
included in the Bible, they contain elements which help fill in’ some of the details surrounding some of the people and
events described in the books of Sacred Scripture. It's through these writings and interpretations by the early Church
Fathers that their names are even known to us.

Though we factually know very little about these people, the Church holds the parents of Mary in great esteem
because they were the ones who taught her the faithfulness that she demonstrated in accepting God’s invitation to
bear lesus to the world. Her heroism and holiness, the strong character of Mary in making decisions, her continuous
practice of prayer, her devotion to the laws of her faith, her steadiness at moments of crisis, and her devotion to her
relatives all lend themselves to the indication that her upbringing was seeped in the stability and steadfastness of a
family dedicated to following God's laws and commandments.

Whether we rely on the legends about Mary’s childhood or make guesses from the information in the Bible, we can
infer that these grandparents of Jesus made a home and raised a family that was immersed in the religious traditions of
her people. Joachim and Anne represent that entire quiet series of generations who faithfully perform their duties,
practice their faith, and establish an atmosphere for the coming of the Messiah, but remain obscure. This feast also has
a message for the younger generation as well. It reminds the young
that older people's greater perspective, depth of experience, and
appreciation of life's profound rhythms are all part of a wisdom not to
be taken lightly or ignored.

Therefore kids, if you still have a grandmother or grandfather, call
them up or visit them today, give them a hug, and tell them that you love them.
They already know it, but it always gives them a “pinch’ of pleasure to hear
you say it. That, my friends, is the voice of experience talking.
