The Creed

Here’s a little more on our upcoming ‘Creed’ presentation that is planned to take place this
coming Advent. The first Sunday of Advent this year falls on November 30. With that being
the Sunday of the Thanksgiving Holiday weekend, we're hopeful that the timing of these
events won't have a negative impact on attendance. We're also planning to present our
talks from 11:15 to noon — immediately after Mass. The Pastorate Council felt that this time
would be most convenient for those attending the 10:00 AM Liturgy.

Our planis to roll the conclusion of Mass directly into adoration and exposition of the
Blessed Sacrament. This will give those attending a few minutes to spend in quiet prayer
before the Lord, while Father Sean or I change out of our vestments and prepare to speak.
I will cover the 1st and the 3rd segments of the Creed [‘The Father’ on 11/30, and ‘The
Holy Spirit’ on 12/14]. Father Sean will speak on ‘The Son’ on 12/7, and of our ‘One, Holy,
Catholic, and Apostolic Church’on 12/21. If you are not able to attend the presentation,
we hope that you will at least stay for a few moments after Mass in adoration of our Lord.

With the Creed being such a foundational part of who we are and what we believe in as
Catholic Christians, our hope is that we can provide you with sufficient background and
understanding of this most elegant and succinct statements of our Christian belief. In an
age of secularism, skepticism, and disaffiliation, we hope to enkindle a desire to embrace
our faith and identity as Catholics, to deepen your love of Christ and His Church, and to
know and understand the individual components of which the Creed is comprised. Please
plan to join us in our Catechetical study this Advent. I honestly feel you'll be glad you
attended, and you might just come away with an even better grasp on what being
Catholic is all about...
