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The Storm on the Lake

Years ago | attended a seminar on religious experience where a woman
shared the following story:

A few years before this incident occurred her life had been rather
settled. She had been happily married, her children were grown and on
their own, and she and her husband were running a successful business
together. Then it all fell apart. Her husband, a recovering alcoholic,
began to drink. Within two years, they had lost everything, includin
each other. Their business went bankrupt, they lost their house, an
their marriage fell apart. She moved to a new city and took a new job,
but the pain of what she had lost lingered and she found herself
constantly depressed and joyless as she sought to sink new roots, meet
new people, and begin over again in mid-life.

Her frustration culminated one evening when, having worked late, she
was driving home and stopped for a red light. While waiting for the
light to change she was hit from behind by a drunken driver. (The
irony wasn’t lost on her.) Her car was badly damaged and she,
suffering from whiplash and a series of cuts and bruises, was taken to
hospital by ambulance. After several hours of x-rays, examinations,
and medical treatment, near midnight, she was released, to be driven
home by a policeman. As they drove up to her townhouse she noticed
that the front door was wide open. Getting out of the car she realized
that her home had been ransacked and vandalized. It was the last
straw: all that penned up frustration, anﬁer, loss, and grief finally burst,
and she lost control, began to scream hysterically, and ran across the
lawn shouting curses at God and life in general—the policeman
chasing her.

As she recalled this, she told us that she remembered exactly
what was running through her mind as she ran across that lawn at
midnight, hysterical, cursing, a policeman giving chase. Her anger and
her questions were about God: “Where is God in all of this? Why is
God letting this happen? Why is God asleep?”

Then, just as she heard her own curses as an answer, suddenly, in one
instant, everything became calm. She ceased running, stopped
shouting, because she felt inside of herself a flood of calm and a peace
such as she had never experienced before in her life. No magic lights
went on, no divine voices were heard, and she made no claims of
“miracle” afterwards, but, for one second she realized that, no matter
the storm, no matter the loss, and no matter death itself, God is still in
charge of this universe. One second of realization was all it took. Calm
returned. She sent the policeman home and began cleaning up her
house. She has essentially remained in that calm since.

The Synoptic gospels record the story of Jesus calming the waters
during a storm on the lake. As Mark has it:

On that day, as evening drew on, Jesus said to his disciples:
“Let us cross to the other side.”

Leaving the crowd, they took Jesus with them in the boat just
as he was.
And other boats were with him.
A violent squall came up and waves were breaking over the
boat, so that it was already filling up.
Jesus was in the stern, asleep on a cushion.
They woke him and said to him,

“Teacher, do you not care that we are perishing?”

H? woke up, rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Quiet! Be
still!”

The wind ceased and there was great calm.

Then he asked them, “Whoy are you terrified?

Do you not yet have faith?”

They were filled with great awe and said to one another,

“Who then is this whom even wind and sea obey?” (Mark 4:35-41).

The parallel between these two stories is clear. The deeper lessons

contained within them though are perhaps less obvious, at least during

the more stormy moments in our lives. In essence, both stories tell us

that God is still in charge of this universe, every counter-indication

ILlotv(;f'ithstanding. The first Christian creeds had only one line: Jesus is
ord!

Ultimately that says enough, says it all.

God still rules, even in death and darkness. But, as these stories also
make clear, during the stormy moments of life, when our very souls
are in fear of drowning, it will seem like God is asleep, comfortable,
his head on cushion. But, and this is the real challenge of these stories,
calm is only a second of realization away.

What calms the storm in life is not that all of our problems suddenly
disappear but that, within them, we realize that, because God is still in
charge, all will be well—whiplash, bruises, ransacked houses,
alcoholic spouses, lost houses, lost jobs, loneliness, and the shadow of
death itself notwithstanding.

All will be well because, even asleep with his head on a cushion, God
is still Lord. Fr. Rolheiser, OMI

La Tormenta en el Lago

Hace afos asisti a un seminario sobre experiencia religiosa donde una
mujer compartio la siguiente historia:

Unos afios antes de que ocurriera este incidente, su vida estaba muy
bien. Habia estado fe(ilizmente casada, sus hijos eran adultos y estaban
solos, y ella y su esposo tenian un negocio exitoso. Luego todo se vino
abajo. Su esposo, un alcohdlico en recuperacion, comenzo a beber. En
dos afos, lo habian ci),f:rdido todo, incluyendo los unos a los otros. Su
negocio quebro, perdieron su casa y su matrimonio se vino abajo. Se
mud¢ a una nueva ciudad y tomé un nuevo trabajo, pero el dolor de lo
que habia perdido persistid y se encontrd constantemente deprimida y
sin alegria mientras buscaba echar raices nuevas, conocer gente nueva y
comenzar de nuevo en la mediana edad.

Su frustracion culminé una noche cuando, habiendo trabajado hasta
tarde, conducia a casa y se detuvo en un semaforo en rojo. Mientras
esperaba que cambiara el semaforo, un conductor ebrio la choco por
detrés. (La ironia no pasé desapercibida para ella). Su automgvil result6
muy danado y ella, que sufria dafio en la vertebra cervical, varias
cortadas y magulladuras, fue llevada al hospital en ambulancia. Después
de varias horas de radiografias, exdmenes y tratamiento médico, cerca
de la medianoche, fue dada de alta para que un policia la llevara a su
casa. Mientras conducian a su casa, noto6 que la puerta principal estaba
abierta de par en par. Al salir del coche se dio cuenta de que su casa
habia sido saqueada y destrozada. Fue la gota que colmo el vaso: todo lo
que contenia frustracion, ira, pérdida y dolor finalmente estallo, y ella
perdi6 el control, comenz6 a gritar histéricamente, y corri6 por el pasto
gritando maldiciones a Dios y a la vida en general—-el policia la seguia.

Mientras recordaba esto, nos dijo que recordaba exactamente lo que
estaba pasando por su mente mientras corria por el césped a la
medianoche, histérica, maldiciendo, un policia siguiéndolo. Su enojo y
sus preguntas eran sobre Dios: “;Dénde estd Dios en todo esto? ;jPor
qué permite Dios que esto suceda? ;Por qué Dios esta dormido?"

Entonces, djusto cuando escuchd sus propias maldiciones como
respuesta, de repente, en un instante, todo se calmd. Dej6 de correr, dejo
de gritar, porque sentia en su interior un torrente de calma y una paz
como nunca antes habia experimentado en su vida. No se encendid
ninguna luz mégica, no se oyeron voces divinas, y ella no hizo ninguna
afirmacion de un "milagro" después, pero, por un segundo, se dio cuenta
de que, sin importar la tormenta, sin importar la pérdida, y sin importar
la muerte misma, Dios esta todavia a cargo de este universo. Un
segundo de comprension fue todo lo que necesitd. La calma volvio.
Envio al policia a casa y comenzd a limpiar su casa. Ella basicamente ha
permanecido en esa calma desde entonces.

Los evangelios sindpticos registran la historia de Jesus calmando las
aguas durante una tormenta en el lago. Como lo dice Mark:

Al atardecer de aquel mismo dia, Jesus dijo a sus discipulos:
“Crucemos a la otra orilla del lago;”

Despidieron a la gente y lo llevaron en la baraca en que estaba.
También lo acompafiaban otras barcas.

De pronto se levanto un gran temporal y las olas se estrellaban contra
la barca, que se iba llenando de agua. Mientras tanto Jests dormia en
la popa sobre un cojin.

Lo despertaron diciendo:
Maestro, ;no te importa que nos hundamos?

El entonces se despertd. Se encaro con el viento y dijo al mar:
“Callate, calmate.”

El viento se apaciguo y siguié una gran calma. Desp)ués les dijo:
“¢Por qué son tan miedosos? ;Todavia no tienen fe?”

Pero ellos estaban muy asustados por lo ocurrido y se preguntaban
unos a otros:

“;Quién es este, que hasta el viento y el mar le obedecen?”
(Marcos 4: 35-41).

El paralelo entre estas dos historias es claro. Sin embargo, las lecciones
mas profundas contenidas en ellos son quizas menos obvias, al menos
durante los momentos mas tormentosos de nuestras vidas. En esencia,
ambas historias nos dicen que Dios todavia estd a cargo de este
universo, a pesar de todas las contraindicaciones. Los primeros credos
cristianos tenian una sola linea: jJesus es el Sefior!

En Gltima instancia, eso dice suficiente, lo dice todo.

Dios todavia gobierna, incluso en la muerte y la oscuridad. Pero, como
también dejan en claro estas historias, durante los momentos
tormentosos de la vida, cuando nuestras mismas almas tienen miedo de
ahogarse, parecerd que Dios estd dormido, comodo, con la cabeza
apoyada en un cojin. Pero, y este es el verdadero desafio de estas
historias, la calma est4 a solo un segundo de la realizacion.

Lo que calma la tormenta en la vida no es que todos nuestros problemas
desaparezcan de rqunte, sino que, dentro de ellos, nos damos cuenta de
que, debido a que Dios estd a cargo, todo estara bien: dafio de vertebra
cervical, moretones, casas saqueadas, conyuges alcohdlicos, perdidas de
casas, pérdida de trabajos, en la soledad, y en la sombra de la muerte.

Todo ira bien porque, aun dormido con la cabeza sobre un cojin, Dios
sigue siendo el Senor.

Faith Formation for 2021-22

The FBRE/Sacramental Prep program will have the
following format:

1. Families will attend One session per month for Seven
months with a limit of about 40 families per session.

2. Sessions will be held at the church on Hanford Rd.

3. Session choices will be Tuesdays or Wednesdays during
the first three full weeks of the month, with adjustments made
to accommodate Holy Days. Families will be grouped
according to parent language preference and year of
preparation for Sacraments.

Group 1 - Second year families in Spanish - September,
October, November, January, February, March, and April.
Group 2 - First year families in Spanish - October,
November, January, February, March, April, and May.
Group 3 - English/Bilingual first and second year
families (2nd year families begin in September, 1st year
families begin in October).

4. Sessions will be from 5:45 to 8:00PM with a snack served
from 5:45-6:15.

5. Materials will be provided each month for an additional 2-3
hours of formation at home. Parents and children will be
coached to use The Gospel Weeklies religious education
materials.

6. Families will return monthly assessments to follow growth
in the faith.

7. Families with children preparing to celebrate Sacraments
in 2022 will be given additional materials to use in the
home. Optional classes will be offered in Spanish on other
nights of the month.

8. There will be two Sacramental Prep workshops for
second year families - one in January for Reconciliation and a
second in April for 1st Communion.

9. A HomeSchool Option is also available.

A show of hands, ladies and gentlemen. Have any of you been
given the silent treatment and had absolutely no idea why?

On the flipside, have any of you have sworn you’re not going to
demean yourself by explaining, for the thousandth time, that you
need extra help with the kids before soccer practice, or that you
feel ignored when your spouse doesn’t ask how your day went?

But sadly, love doesn’t give you the ability to read minds. And
in the end, we learn the lesson again and again, we have to
verbalize our feelings, our needs, our wants. Expecting your
partner to anticipate your needs is guaranteed to end badly.

It’s the same with God, even though, oddly enough, He does
have the ability to read minds. But He still desires us to explain
ourselves to Him, doesn’t He? “I’m feeling scared of this.” “I’'m
really worried about that.” “God, I think I need x, y and z. Help
me. Please.”

Jesus slept on that boat, as it was tossed and turned by the
waves, until his disciples woke him. “Why were you sleeping?”’
they ask. Well, geniuses, he was sleeping because they hadn’t
woken him up yet. They had wasted time cowering in fear,
waiting for him to act. They gave him the silent treatment and
they didn’t even know it.

God doesn’t desire us to verbalize our needs as a way of keeping
us submissive. He’s not that petty. What He desires is the
communication — that’s what really counts. That act of opening
yourself up, of becoming vulnerable, of relying on Him, trusting
Him. If it feels like God is asleep in your life, ask yourself this,
have you tried waking Him up?

Live the Liturgy — Inspiration for the Week

Do we trust that God will take care of us and has things under control? When
life gets difficult, shaky or painful, we may find ourselves wondering what we
may have done to deserve this fate. Often, we go to great lengths to explain
suffering away, as if it has no purpose and ought not to exist. In an attempt to
get God on our side in our battle against suffering, our prayer can mirror a
question asked by the disciples: do you not care that we are perishing? As we
are asking that question of God, God is asking of us: do you not yet have
faith? It is for certain that God does not intentionally inflict pain upon us. God
has no sinister plot to test our faith or trip us up. Rather, the unconditional,
restorative and rejuvenating power of God’s love can bring light out of the
greatest darkness and gives hope in the midst of deep despair. We have to be
patient and ride out the storm. It is our task to deepen our faith that God will
calm the wind and draw meaning out of that which seems senseless.
