 INTENTION IS A LONG-STANDING 

TRADITION IN THE CATHOLIC CHURCH. 
It is usually considered that special graces are obtained for 
whom the Mass is said. This is because the Church considers 
the Mass as the greatest possible prayer of intercession insofar 
as it is the perfect offering of Christ to the Father by making 
present the paschal mystery of His death and Resurrection. 
Because of the particular role of the priest as mediator 
between God and man, acting “in persona Christi” when 
offering the holy sacrifice of the Mass, it is usually considered 
that special graces may be obtained when he applies the Mass 
to a particular intention. Masses are offered for many reasons, 
such as:
•	 A deceased loved one
•	 A living person who is sick or suffering
•	 A living person who is celebrating a birthday, anniversary, 

or other special moment in their life
•	 In thanksgiving to God (including the Lord Jesus or the 

Holy Spirit)
•	 In thanksgiving for a favor granted through the intercession 

of a Blessed or a Saint
•	 For a prayer intention (so long as the intention does not 

contradict Church teaching).
The recommended stipend for a Mass Intention is $10.00.
