01.01.23 -  The Octave Day of Christmas Solemnity of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the Mother of God 

 
Reading I—Nm 6:22-27  

The LORD said to Moses: “Speak to Aaron and his sons and tell them: This is how you shall bless the  
Israelites. Say to them:  The LORD bless you and keep you!  The LORD let his face shine upon you, and be 
gracious to you! The LORD look upon you kindly and give you peace! So shall they invoke my name upon the 
Israelites, and I will bless them.”  

 

Responsorial Psalm—Ps 67:2-3, 5, 6, 8  
R. (2a) May God bless us in his mercy. 
• May God have pity on us and bless us; may he let his face shine upon us. So may your way be known 

upon earth; among all nations, your salvation.

Reading II—Gal 4:4-7  
Brothers and sisters: When the fullness of time had come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under 
the law, to ransom those under the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons. As proof that you are 
sons, God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying out, “Abba, Father!” So you are no longer a slave 
but a son, and if a son then also an heir, through God.  

 
Gospel—Lk 2:16-21  

The shepherds went in haste to Bethlehem and found Mary and Joseph, and the infant lying in the manger. 
When they saw this, they made known the message that had been told them about this child. All who heard it 
were amazed by what had been told them by the shepherds. And Mary kept all these things, reflecting on 
them in her heart. Then the shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all they had heard and seen,   
just as it had been told to them.  When eight days were completed for his circumcision, he was named Jesus, 
the name given him by the angel before he was conceived in the womb.

January 5—Memorial of St. John 
Nepomucene Neumann, bishop 
(1811-1860).  
 

John was born in Bohemia (current 
Czech Republic). While in the  
seminary he felt a desire to help in 
the American missions. After coming 
to the United States he was ordained in New York in 
1836.  
 

Entering the Congregation of the Most Holy  
Redeemer (Redemptorists) in 1840, he worked in 
establishing parishes and parish schools. In 1852  
he was consecrated Bishop of Philadelphia and  
prescribed the Forty Hours devotion.

January 4—Memorial of  
St. Elizabeth Ann Seton,  
religious (1774-1821).  
 

Born in New York, Elizabeth Ann 
Bayley married William Seton 
and they had five children.  

After her husband's death from  
tuberculosis, she converted to  
Catholicism.  

 

St. Elizabeth Ann Seton founded the American  
Sisters of Charity, a community of teaching sisters 
which began Catholic schools throughout the United 
States, especially helping with the education of  
underprivileged children.  
 

Mother Seton laid the foundation of the American 
parochial school system and was the first  
native-born American to be canonized.
