Lenten Reflections and the Oblate Charism

The Lenten season is a grace filled time to reflect on how well, or poorly, we are following Christ and His way of love.                 
In particular, it is a season to reflect on how we are loving the strangers we encounter each day and/or those who have been   
neglected or abandoned by society, by ourselves. Giving God’s love and care to the poor and most abandoned is the special 
charism of the Oblates Fathers.   
 
Take time out this coming week before Holy Week begin to listen and pray with Fr. Sal as he leads us in a meditation and              
examination on the Oblate’s founder, St. Eugene, and his call to grow more like Christ in seeing, loving and caring for those 
most in need.  
 
 
Lenten Spiritual Disciplines to Consider:  
 
Some of the most abandoned people in our society are children and seniors who struggle with food insecurity.                                 

SNAP (the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program) states that the majority of people living in  
       poverty live on a food budget of approximately $4 a day.   

 
For (at least) one week, try living on a $4 a day (per person) food budget.  What is that like?  What would you and/or your 

family have to give up?  What kinds of choices do you have to make?  What if I had to live on this budget for a month? 
A year?  What is the lessons or wisdom in this exercise for me?  

 
Give the food money you save following this budget to the next St. Vincent de Paul collection.  ( If you need food assistance, 

please contact our Food Pantry coordinator through the parish office.)  
 
Low, or fixed, income seniors in our communities often struggle to decide how to distribute their limited incomes: rent,                  

utilities, medications, food?   Other needed items can be even more difficult to pay for such as toiletries (soap, shampoos, 
conditioners, toothpaste & brushes, combs, shaving items, etc.)  and adult diapers.  

 
Focusing on and praying for these vulnerable people, please bring a gift baggie with various toiletries, or a box of                   

adult diapers, to mass next weekend. Boxes to put them in will be available in the back of the Church.  
 
(These items have been requested by Immaculate Conception for their food pantry visitors and will be distributed

En particular, es una temporada para reflexionar sobre cómo estamos amando a los extraños  
que encontramos cada día y/o aquellos que han sido desatendidos o abandonados por la sociedad, por nosotros mismos.  
Dar el amor y el cuidado de Dios a los pobres y más abandonados es el carisma especial de los Oblatos de Maria Immaculata.  
 
Tómese un tiempo en la próxima semana antes de que comience la Semana Santa para escuchar y orar con el Padre Sal  
mientras nos guía en una meditación y examen sobre el fundador de los Oblatos, San Eugenio, y su llamado a crecer más  
como Cristo al ver, amar y cuidar a los más necesitados.

¿A qué tendrían que renunciar usted y/o su familia? ¿Qué tipo de elecciones tienes que hacer? ¿Y si tuviera que vivir 
con este presupuesto durante un mes? ¿Un año? ¿ Cuáles son las lecciones o la sabiduría de este ejercicio para mí?

Centrándose en estas personas vulnerables y orando por ellas, traiga una bolsita de regalo con varios artículos de tocador   

o una caja de pañales para adultos a la misa del próximo fin de semana. Cajas para ponerlos estarán disponibles en              
la parte de atrás de la Iglesia.
