It is hoped you will read other books of your own choice besides the required two.

2. Journal Writing: Write a personal reflection of each summer week.  Begin June 27. 
Your journal entries should include the following:
· Date: The title for each entry should be the date of the week you are writing about:  For example: The Week of June 27, 2022
· A record of the week’s prominent activities, i.e., problems or challenges encountered during the week, how they were solved, new friends made, old friends’ reunions, etc.
· A record of your thoughts or ideas and feelings about the week
· A record of your reading experience, i.e., what new things you learned, what you hope to learn.
· Entries should be written in the First Person narrative, i.e., I saw…I visited…etc.
· Poems, sketches, or pictures may be included for illustrative purposes.
Further instructions/information:
· Journal entries as well as chapter summaries should be typed in Cambria or Times New Roman, font size 12.
· Journal entries as well as chapter summaries must be printed and stapled.
· All assignments must be turned in on the first day of school in September 2022.  Failure to do so will be consequential.
· Students will present their work to their peers and field questions from them.
