INDULGENCES
(Part 2)

All the faithful, who are truly repentant and free
from any affection for sin who are moved by a spirit
of charity and who, during the Holy Vear, purified
through the sacrament of penance avd refreshed
by Holy Comwmunion, pray for the intentions of +he
Suprewme Pontiff, will be able to obtain from +he
treasury of the Church a plenary indulgence, with
remission and forgiveness of all their sins, which can
be applied in suffrage +o the souls in Purgatory:

DECREE ON THE GRANTING OF THE INDULGENCE

I.- PILGRIMAGES

to any sacred Jubilee site: by devoutly participating in Holy
Mass; a ritual Mass for the conferral of the sacraments of
Christian Initiation or the Anointing of the Sick; or any of the
following: a celebration of the Word of God; the Liturgy of the
Hours (office of readings, lauds, vespers); the Via Crucis; the
Marian Rosary; the recitation of the Akathist hymn; a penitential
celebration, which ends with the individual confessions of the
penitents, as established in the Rite of Penance (form II);

Il.- PIOUS VISITS TO SACRED PLACES

Likewise, the faithful can obtain the Jubilee Indulgence if,
individually or in a group, they devoutly visit any Jubilee site
and there, for a suitable period of time, engage In Eucharistic
adoration and meditation, concluding with the Our Father,

the Profession of Faith in any legitimate form, and invocations
to Mary, the Mother of God, so that in this Holy Year everyone
"will come to know the closeness of Mary, the most
affectionate of mothers, who never abandons her children"
(Spes non confundit, 24).

The faithful who are truly rePentant of sin but who cannot
participate in the various solemn celebrations, pilgrimages and
pious visits for serious reasons (e_sEemaIIy cloistered nuns and
monks, but also the elderly, the sick, prisoners, and those
who, through their work in hosEitals or other care facilities,
Frowde continuous service to the sick), can obtain the Jubilee
ndulgence, under the same conditions if, united in spirit with
the faithful taking part in person, (especially when the words of
the SuEreme Pontiff or the diocesan Bishop are transmitted
through the various means of communication), they recite the
Our Father, the Profession of Faith in any approved form, and
other praKers in conformity with the objectives of the Holy
Year, In their homes or wherever they are confined (e.g. in the
chapel of the monastery, hospital, nursing home, prison...)
offering up their sufferings or the hardships of their lives;

111.-WORKS OF MERCY AND PENANCE

In addition, the faithful will be able to obtain the Jubilee
Indulgence if, with a devout spirit, they participate in poRuIar
missions, spiritual exercises, or formation activities on the
documents of the Second Vatican Council and the Catechism
of the Catholic Church, held in a church or other suitable
place, according to the mind of the Holy Father.

Despite the rule that only one ﬁlenary indulgence can be
obtained per day the faithful who have carried out an act of
charity on behalf of the souls in Purgatory, if they receive Holy
Communion a second time that day, can obtain the plenary
indulgence twice on the same day, applicable only to the

deceased. Through this double act, a praiseworthy exercise of
supernatural charity is carried out, through that bond by which
the faithful still journeying on this earth are united in the
mystical Body of Christ, with those who have already
pomFIeted their journey, by virtue of the fact that “the Jubilee
indulgence, thanks to the power of prayer, is intended in a
particular way for those who have gone before us, so that they
may obtain full mercy” (Spes non confundit, 22).

In a special way "durin? the Holy Year, we are called to be
tangible signs of hope for those of our brothers and sisters
who experience hardshlr)s of any kind" (Spes non confundit,
10). Therefore, the Indulgence is also linked to certain works
of mercy and penance, which bear witness to the conversion
undertaken. The faithful, following the example and mandate of
Christ, are encouraged to carry out works of charity or mercy
more frequently, especially in the service of those brothers and
sisters who are burdened by various needs. More especial{y,
they should rediscover these “corporal works of mercy: to feed
the hungry, give drink to the thirsty, clothe the naked, welcome
the stranger, heal the sick, visit the imprisoned, and bury the
dead " 1 isericordiae vultus, 15) and rediscover also "the
spiritual works of mercy: to counsel the doubtful, instruct the
ignorant, admonish sinners, comfort the afflicted, forgive
offences, bear patiently those who do us ill, and pray for the
living and the dead" (ibid.)

In this way, the faithful will be able to obtain the Jubilee
Indul%ence if they visit, for an appropriate amount of time,
their brothers and sisters who are in need or in difficulty (the
sick, prisoners, lonely elderly people, disabled people...), in a
sense making a pilgrimage to Christ present in them (cf. Mt
25, 34-36) ac_cordinﬁ to the usual spiritual, sacramental and
prayer conditions. The faithful can repeat these visits
throughout the Holy Year, even daily, acquiring a plenary
indulgence each time.

The Jubilee Plenary Indulgence can also be obtained through
initiatives that put into practice, in a concrete and generous
way, the spirit of penance which is, in a sense, the soul of the
Jubilee. In particular the penitential nature of Friday can be
rediscovered through abstaining, in a spirit of penance, at least
for one day of the week from futile distractions (real but also
virtual distractions, for example, the use of the media and/or
social networks), from superfluous consumption (for example
by fast/ng or practising abstinence according to the general
norms of the Church and the indications of the Bishops), as
well as by donatm% a proportionate sum of money to the poor;
by supporting works of a re|IéJIOUS or social nature, especially
in suPport of the defence and protection of life in all its phases,
but also by supportm? the quality of life of abandoned
children, young people in difficulty, the needy or lonely elderly
Eeople, or migrants from various countries “who leave their

omelands behind in search of a better life for themselves and
for their families” (Spes non confundit, 13); it can also be
obtained by dedicating a reasonable portion of one’s free time
to voluntary activities that are of service to the community or to
other similar forms of personal commitment.

This Decree is valid for the entive Ordinary Jubilee of 2025,
notwithstanding any provision to the contrary.

Pero, de manera mas peculiar, precisamente “en el Afio jubilar
estamos llamados a ser signos tangibles de esperanza para
tantos hermanos y hermanas que viven en condiciones de
penuria” (Spes non confundit, 10): por lo tanto, la Indulgencia
esta unida también a las obras de misericordia y de penitencia,
con las cuales se testimonia la conversion emprendida.
Los fieles, siguiendo el ejemplo y el mandato de Cristo, sean
estimulados a realizar més frecuentemente obras de caridad o
misericordia, principalmente al servicio de aquellos hermanos
%ue se encuentran agobiados por diversas necesidades.
edescubran mas precisamente “las obras de misericordia
corporales: dar de comer al hambriento, dar de beber al
sediento, vestir al desnudo, acoger al forastero, asistir los
enfermos, visitar a los presos, enterrar a los muertos”
(Misericordiae vultus, 5I) y redescubran asimismo “las obras
de misericordia espirituales: dar consejo al que lo necesita,
ensefar al que no sabe, corregir al qué yerra, consolar al tris-
te, Perdonar las ofensas, soportar con paciencia las personas
molestas, rogar a Dios por los vivos y por los difuntos” (ibid.).

Del mismo modo, |os fieles podran conseguir la Indulgencia
hubllar si se dirigiran a visitar por un tiempo adecuado a los

ermanos que se encuentran en necesidad o en dificultad
(enfermos, encarcelados, ancianos en soledad, personas con
capacidades diferentes. ..), como realizando una peregrinacion
hacia Cristo presente en éllos (cfr. Mt 25, 34-36) y siguiendo
las habituales condiciones espirituales, sacramentales'y de
oracion. Los fieles, sin duda, podran repetir tales visitas en el
curso del Afio Santo, obteniendo en cada una de ellas la
Indulgencia plenaria, incluso cotidianamente.

La Indulgencia plenaria jubilar podré ser conseguida también
mediante iniciativas que ayuden en modo concreto y generoso
al espiritu penitencial que’es como el alma del Jubileo,
redescubriendo en particular el valor penitencial del viernes:
absteniéndose, en espiritu de penitencia, al menos durante un
dia de distracciones banales (reales y también virtuales,
inducidas, por ejemplo, por los medios de comunicacion y por
las redes sociales) y de consumos superfluos (por ejemplo

necesitados o solos, de los migrantes de diversos Paises
“que abandonan su tierra en busca de una vida mejor para
ellos y sus familias” (Spes non confundit, 13); dedicando una
adecuada parte del propio tiempo libre a actividades de
voluntariado, que sean de interés para la comunidad u otras
formas similares de compromiso personal.

El presente Decreto tiene validez durante todo el Jubileo
Ordinario del 2025, independientemente de cualquier
disposicion en contrario.
