THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD.

Dear brothers and sisters, buongiorno!

Today in Italy and in many countries, the Ascension of
the Lord, that is, his return to the Father, is being
celebrated. In the Liturgy, the Gospel according to
Luke narrates the final apparition of the Risen Christ to
the disciples (cf. 24:46-53). The earthly life of Jesus
culminates precisely with the Ascension, which we also
profess in the Creed: “He ascended into heaven and is
seated at the right hand of God the Father”. What does
this event mean? How should we interpret it? To
answer this question, let us focus on two actions that
Jesus performs before ascending into Heaven: first of
all, he announces the gift of the Spirit, and then

he blesses the disciples. He announces the gift of the
Spirit, and he blesses.

First of all, Jesus says to his friends: “I send the promise
of my Father upon you” (v. 49). He is talking about the
Holy Spirit, the Comforter, he who will accompany
them, guide them, support them in their mission,
defend them in spiritual battles. We thus understand
something important: Jesus is not abandoning the
disciples. He ascends to Heaven, but he does not leave
them alone. Rather, precisely by ascending towards the
Father, he ensures the effusion of the Holy Spirit, of his
Spirit. On another occasion he had said: “It is to your
advantage that I go away, for if I do not go away, the
Counsellor will not come to you”, — that is, the Spirit
— (Jn 16:7). In this too, we see Jesus’ love for us: his is a
presence that does not want to limit our freedom. On
the contrary, he leaves space to us, because true love
always generates a closeness that does not stifle, is not
possessive, is close but not possessive; Indeed, true

love makes us protagonists. And in this way, Christ
reassures, “I will go to the Father, and you will be
clothed with power from on high: I will send you my
Spirit and with his strength, you will continue my work
in the world!” (cf. Lk 24:49). Thus, ascending to
Heaven, instead of remaining beside a few people with

his body, Jesus becomes close to all with the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Spirit makes Jesus present in us, beyond the
barriers of time and space, to make us his witnesses in
the world.

Straight afterwards — it is the second action — Christ

raises his hands and blesses the apostles (cf. v. 50). Itis a
priestly gesture. Ever since the times of Aaron, God had
entrusted the task of blessing the people to priests (cf.
Nm 6:36). The Gospel wants to tell us that Jesus is the
great priest of our life. Jesus ascends to the Father

to intercede on our behalf, to present our humanity to
him. Thus, before the eyes of the Father, with the
humanity of Jesus, there are and always will be our lives,
our hopes, our wounds. So, as he makes his “exodus” to
Heaven, Christ “makes way” for us. He goes to prepare
a place for us and, from this time forth, he intercedes for
us, so that we may always be accompanied and blessed

by the Father.

Brothers and sisters, let us think today of the gift of the
Spirit we have received from Jesus to be witnesses of the
Gospel. Let us ask ourselves if we really are; and also, if
we are capable of loving others, leaving them free and
making room for them. And then: do we know how to
make ourselves intercessors for others, that is, do we
know how to pray for them and bless their lives? Or do
we serve others for our own interests? Let us learn this:
intercessory prayer, interceding for the hopes and
sufferings of the world, interceding for peace.

And let us bless with our eyes and our words those we
meet every day!

Now let us pray to Our Lady, blessed among women,
who, filled with the Holy Spirit, always prays and

intercedes for us.

LA ASCENSION DEL SENOR.

“Pilgrims of Hope”

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, jbuenos dias!

Hoy en Italia y en muchos paises celebramos la
Ascensién del Sefior, es decir, su regreso al Padre.

En la Liturgia, el Evangelio segin Lucas narra la Gltima
aparicién del Resucitado a los discipulos (cf. 24,46-53).
La vida terrenal de Jests culmina precisamente con la
Ascensién, que también profesamos en el Credo:

"Ha subido al cielo, estd sentado a la derecha del Padre".
¢Qué significa este acontecimiento? ;Cémo debemos
entenderlo? Para responder a esta pregunta,
detengdmonos en dos acciones que Jesus realiza antes
de subir al cielo: primero anuncia el don del Espiritu y
luego bendice a los discipulos. Anuncia el don del
Espiritu y bendice.

En primer lugar, Jests dice a sus amigos: "Les envio al
que mi Padre ha prometido” (v. 49). Est4 hablando del
Espiritu Santo, el Consolador, el que los acompanard,
los guiard, los apoyard en su misién, los defenderd en las
batallas espirituales. Entonces comprendemos algo
importante: Jesds no abandona a los discipulos. Sube al
cielo, pero no nos deja solos. Por el contrario, precisa-
mente al ascender al Padre asegura la efusién del
Espiritu Santo, de su Espiritu. En otra ocasién habia
dicho: "Les conviene que me vaya, porque si no me voy,
el Pariclito no vendrd a ustedes” (Jn 16,7), es decir, el
Espiritu. El amor de Jestis por nosotros también se
puede ver en esto: la suya es una presencia que no quiere
restringir nuestra libertad. Al contrario, nos hace un
espacio, porque el verdadero amor siempre genera una
cercanfa que no aplasta, no es posesivo, es cercano,

pero no posesivo; es mds, el verdadero amor nos hace
protagonistas. Por eso, Cristo asegura: "Voy al Padre, y
serdn revestidos de un poder de lo alto: les enviaré mi
propio Espiritu, y con su poder continuardn mi obra en
el mundo” (cf. Lc 24,49). Por eso, al subir al cielo, Jests,
en lugar de permanecer cerca de unos pocos con su
cuerpo, se hace cercano a todos con su Espiritu.

El Espiritu Santo hace presente a Jests en nosotros,

mis alld de las barreras del tiempo y del espacio, para
que seamos sus testigos en el mundo.

Inmediatamente después —es la segunda accién—

Cristo levanta las manos y bendice a los apédstoles (cf. v.
50). Es un gesto sacerdotal. Dios, desde los tiempos de
Aardn, habia confiado a los sacerdotes la tarea de
bendecir al pueblo (cf. Nm 6,26). El Evangelio quiere
decirnos que Jests es el gran sacerdote de nuestra vida.
Jests sube al Padre para interceder por nosotros, para
presentarle nuestra humanidad. Asi, ante los ojos del
Padre, estdn y estardn siempre, con la humanidad de
Jests, nuestras vidas, nuestras esperanzas, nuestras
heridas. Asf, al hacer su "éxodo" al Cielo, Cristo "nos
abre camino”, va a preparar un lugar para nosotros y,
desde ahora, intercede por nosotros, para que siempre
estemos acompafados y bendecidos por el Padre.

Hermanos y hermanas, pensemos hoy en el don del
Espiritu que hemos recibido de Jesus para ser testigos
del Evangelio. Preguntémonos si realmente lo somos;
y también si somos capaces de amar a los demds,
dejdndolos libres y dejdndoles espacio. Y luego:
¢sabemos hacernos intercesores por los demds,

es decir, sabemos rezar por ellos y bendecir sus vidas? ;O
servimos a los demds por nuestros propios intereses?
Aprendamos esto: la oracién de intercesin, interceder
por las esperanzas y los sufrimientos del mundo,
interceder por la paz. Y bendigamos con la mirada y las
palabras a quienes encontramos cada dfa.

Ahora recemos a la Virgen, la bendita entre las mujeres,
que, llena del Espiritu Santo, siempre reza e intercede
por nosotros.
