“Pilgrims of Hope”

THE MOST HOLY TRINITY.

Dear brothers and sisters, buongiorno!

Today is the Solemnity of the Holy Trinity, and in the
Gospel of the celebration Jesus presents to us the other
two divine Persons, the Father and the Holy Spirit. He
says of the Spirit: “He will not speak on his own authority,
but whatever he hears he will speak, and he will declare to
you the things that are to come”. And then, regarding the
Father, he says: “All that the Father has is mine” (Jn 16:14-
15). We notice that the Holy Spirit speaks, but not of
himself: he announces Jesus and reveals the Father. And
we also notice that the Father, who possesses everything
because he is the origin of all things, gives to the Son
everything he possesses: he keeps nothing for himself

and he gives himself fully to the Son. That is, the Holy
Spirit speaks not of himself; he speaks about Jesus, he
speaks about others. And the Father does not give himself,
he gives the Son. It is open generosity, one open to the
other.

And now let us look at ourselves, at what we talk about
and what we possess. When we speak, we always want
others to say something good about us, and often, we only
speak about ourselves and what we do. How often! “I have
done this and that...”, “T had this problem...”. We always
speak like this. How different this is from the Holy Spirit,
who speaks by announcing others, and the Father the Son!
And how jealous we are of what we possess. How hard it is
for us to share what we possess with others, even with
those who lack the basic necessities! It is easy to talk about
it, but difficult to practice.

This is why celebrating the Most Holy Trinity is not so
much a theological exercise, but a revolution in our way of
life. God, in whom each Person lives for the otherin a
continual relationship, in continual rapport, not for
himself, provokes us to live with others and for others.
Open. Today we can ask ourselves if our life reflects the
God we believe in: do I, who profess faith in God the
Father, Son and Holy Spirit, truly believe that I need
others in order to live, that I need to give myself to others,
that I need to serve others? Do I affirm this in words or do
I affirm it with my life?

The Triune God, dear brothers and sisters, must be
manifested in this way — with deeds rather than words.
God, who is the author of life, is transmitted not so much
through books as through witness of life. He who, as the
evangelist John writes, “is love” (1 Jn 4:16), reveals himself

through love. Let us think about the good, generous,
gentle people we have met; recalling their way of thinking
and acting, we can have a small reflection of God-Love.
And what does it mean to love? Not only to wish them
well and to be good to them, but first and foremost, at the
root, to welcome, to be open to others, to make room for
others, to give space to others. This is what it means to
love, at the root.

To understand this better, let us think of the names of the
divine Persons, which we pronounce every time we make
the sign of the cross: each name contains the presence of
the other. The Father, for example, would not be such
without the Son; likewise, the Son cannot be considered
alone, but always as the Son of the Father. And the Holy
Spirit, in turn, is the Spirit of the Father and the Son. In
short, the Trinity teaches us that one can never be without
the other. We are not islands; we are in the world to live in
God’s image: open, in need of others and in need of
helping others. And so, let us ask ourselves this last
question: in everyday life, am I too a reflection of the
Trinity? The sign of the cross I make every day — the
Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit — is that sign of
the cross we make every day a gesture for its own sake, or
does it inspire my way of speaking, of encountering, of

responding, of judging, of forgiving?

May Our Lady, daughter of the Father, mother of the Son
and spouse of the Spirit, help us to welcome and bear
witness in life to the mystery of God-Love.

LA SANTISIMA TRINIDAD.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, jbuenos dias!

Hoy es la solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad, y en el
Evangelio de la celebracién Jesus nos presenta a las otras
dos Personas divinas, al Padre y al Espiritu Santo. Dice del
Espiritu: «No hablard de sf mismo, sino que recibird de lo
mio y os lo comunicard a vosotros». Y luego, respecto al
Padre, dice: «Todo lo que tiene el Padre es mio» (Jn 16,14
-15). Vemos que el Espiritu habla, pero no de si mis-

mo: anuncia a Jesds y revela al Padre. Y vemos también
que el Padre, que posee todo porque es el origen de todo,
le da al Hijo todo lo que posee, no se queda con nada para
sf mismo y se dona enteramente al Hijo. Es decir, el
Espiritu Santo no habla de si mismo, habla de Jesus. Y el
Padre, no da si mismo, da el Hijo. Es la generosidad
abierta, uno abierto al otro.

Pasemos ahora a nosotros, a las cosas de las que hablamos y
alo que poseemos. Cuando hablamos, queremos siempre
que se hable bien de nosotros y a menudo hablamos de
nosotros y de lo que hacemos. jCudntas veces! “Yo he
tenia este problema...”. Se habla
siempre asf. jQué diferencia respecto al Espiritu Santo, que
habla anunciando a los otros, el Padre, el Hijo! Y, sobre lo
que poseemos, jqué celosos somos y cudnto nos cuesta
compartirlo con los demis, incluso con los que carecen de
lo necesario! De palabra es ficil, pero luego en la prictica
es muy dificil.

hecho esto, y eso...”,

Por ello, celebrar la Santisima Trinidad no es solo un
ejercicio teoldgico, sino una revolucién de nuestra manera
de vivir. Dios, en quién cada Persona vive parala otra en
continua relacién, no para si misma, nos estimula a vivir
con los demds y para los demds. Abiertos. Hoy podemos
preguntarnos si nuestra vida refleja el Dios en el que
creemos: yo, que profeso la fe en Dios Padre e Hijo y
Espiritu Santo, écreo verdaderamente que para vivir
necesito a los demds, necesito entregarme a los demds,
necesito servir a los demds? ¢Lo afirmo de palabra o lo
afirmo con la vida?

Dios trino y uno, queridos hermanos y hermanas, hay que
mostrarlo asi, con los hechos antes que con las palabras.
Dios, que es el autor de la vida, se transmite menos a través
de los libros y mds a través del testimonio de vida. El que,
como escribe el evangelista Juan, «es amor» (1 Jn 4,16),

se revela a través del amor. Pensemos en las personas
buenas, generosas, mansas que hemos conocido:
recordando su manera de pensar y actuar podemos tener
un pequefio reflejo de Dios-Amor. Y, ¢qué quiere decir
amar? No s6lo apreciar y hacer el bien, sino antes incluso,
en la rafz, acoger, estar abierto a los otros, hacer sitio a los
otros, dejar espacio a los otros. Esto significa amar, en la
rafz.

Para entenderlo mejor, pensemos en los nombres de las
Personas divinas que pronunciamos cada vez que hacemos
la senal de la cruz: en cada nombre estd la presencia del
otro. El Padre, por ejemplo, no serfa tal sin el Hijo; del
mismo modo el Hijo no puede ser pensado por si solo,
sino siempre como Hijo del Padre. Y el Espiritu Santo, a su
vez, es Espiritu del Padre y del Hijo. En resumen, la
Trinidad nos ensefia que no se puede estar nunca sin el
otro. No somos islas, estamos en el mundo para vivir a
imagen de Dios: abiertos, necesitados de los demds y
necesitados de ayudar a los demds. Asi pues, hagimonos
esta tltima pregunta: ¢Soy un reflejo de la Trinidad en la
vida de todos los dias? La sefia de la cruz que hago cada dfa
—Padre e Hijo y Espiritu Santo—, esa sefial de la cruz que
hago todos los dias, ¢se queda en un mero gesto ocioso o
inspira mi manera de hablar, conocer, responder, juzgar,
perdonar?
