Eucharistic Miracle of Glotowo
Poland | 1290 AD

“In 1290, due to the invasion of the Lithu-
anians, a priest from the village of Glo-
towo butried in a field a silver ciborium
plated in gold with a consecrated Host still
in it which he missed by mistake. The
Lithuanian’s troops destroyed the village
and the church. None of the survivors
knew about the hidden Host. Only a num-
ber of years later, while plowing the field
in the spring, a farmer found it by chance,
thanks to the strange behavior of his oxen.
They had bowed to the ground in adora-
tion of the Host which was emanating a
very bright light.”
