Eucharistic Miracle of Breda-
Niervaart 

Netherlands|1300 AD 
 

“The Eucharistic miracle of Breda-
Niervaart occurred on June 24, 1300. At 
the time, the Netherlands was occupied by 
Spanish army troops, and during [the] pil-
lag[ing] a soldier stole a consecrated Host, 
which was found a short while later by a 
farmer named Jan Bautoen; it was hidden 
under a lump of dirt and in perfect condi-
tion. One of the most authoritative and 
complete documents describing the events 
connected with this miracle is the investi-
gation conducted by the Bishop of Link. 
Traces of the miracle remain the church’s 
paintings as well as in the documents.”
