MIRACLES OF THE EUCHARIST

Eucharistic Miracle of Amsterdam
Netherlands | 1345 AD

“The Eucharistic miracle of Amsterdam
regards a consecrated Host that was pre-
served from flames [multiple times].
Ysbrand Dommer was gravely sick and
vomited a Communion Host he received.
His maid threw it into the lit fireplace.
The consecrated Host was found the next
day completely intact and suspended in air
in the middle of the fireplace. There are
many witnesses to the miracle, and the
bishop of Utrech... immediately author-
ized devotion. Even today in Amsterdam
every year, there is a procession in honor
of the miracle.”
