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Gregorian Chant, Explained!

Gregorian chant is an ancient form of sacred music used in liturgical
worship and prayer. Defined by a monophonic (meaning a single melody
without harmony or chords), unaccompanied song, this type of chant
focuses the singer’s mind on the content of the prayer being sung, which
makes it uniquely suited for use in the Mass.

Dating to the first millennium, it derives its name from Pope St. Gregory
the Great, though scholarship is unclear on when exactly this type of chant
originated. Prior to the Second Vatican Council, it was standard to use
Gregorian chant in the Roman Rite Mass. Sacrosanctum Concilium, the
Constitution on Divine Worship promulgated by Pope Paul VI in 1963,
asserts that Gregorian chant is “specially suited to the Roman liturgy...
(and) should be given pride of place in liturgical services.”

iCanto Gregoriano, Explicado!

El canto gregoriano es una antigua forma de musica sagrada utilizada en
el culto litargico y la oracion. Definido por una cancion monofénica (es
decir, una sola melodia sin armonia ni acordes), este tipo de canto enfoca
la mente del cantante en el contenido de la oracion que se canta, lo que lo
hace especialmente adecuado para su uso en la Misa.

Data del primer milenio y su nombre deriva del Papa San Gregorio Magno,
aunque la erudicion no esta clara sobre cuando se origind exactamente
este tipo de canto. Antes del Concilio Vaticano II, era estandar usar el
canto gregoriano en la Misa de Rito Romano. Sacrosanctum Concilium, la
Constitucion sobre el Culto Divino promulgada por el Papa Pablo VI en
1963, afirma que el canto gregoriano es "especialmente adecuado parala
liturgia romana... (y) se le debe dar un lugar de honor en los servicios
litargicos".
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
