QUESTION:
WHERE DID THE FEAST OF DIVINE MERCY COME
FROM?

Answer:

If you were born well before the year 2000, you know
the feast of Divine Mercy has not always been celebrated
in the Church. In the early 1900s, a young Polish nun
began receiving private revelations. Jesus appeared to
her during her times of prayer, speaking a message of
mercy and love for the world. She received a set of
prayers —the Divine Mercy Chaplet —and the request
to have a feast day established to remind the Church of
the mercy of God. St. Faustina died in 1938, on the cusp
of war and in the midst of one of the most violent
centuries in the history of the world.

Her story and her diaries began circulating in Poland
and beyond. It quickly became apparent that this was a
holy young women, and the cause for her canonization

opened. In the year 2000, she was canonized by the
first-ever Polish pope, St. John Paul IL. On her
canonization day, he established the second Sunday of
Easter as Divine Mercy Sunday, “a perennial invitation
to the Christian world to face, with confidence in divine
benevolence, the difficulties and trials that mankind
with experience in the years to come.”

PREGUNTA:
:DE DONDE VINO LA FIESTA DE LA DIVINA
MISERICORDIA?

Respuesta:

Sinaciste mucho antes del afio 2000, sabes que Ia fiesta
dela Divina Misericordia no siempre se ha celebrado en
la Iglesia. A principios de la década de 1900, una joven
monja polaca comenzé a recibir revelaciones privadas.
Jestis se le aparecié durante sus momentos de oracién,
hablando un mensaje de misericordia y amor para el
mundo. Recibi6 un conjunto de oraciones, lIa Coronilla
dela Divina Misericordia, y la solicitud de que se
estableciera un dia festivo para recordarle ala Iglesiala
misericordia de Dios. Santa Faustina murié en 1938, en
la cspide de la guerray en medio de uno de los siglos
mas violentos de Ia historia del mundo.

Su historia y sus diarios comenzaron a circular en
Polonia y mas alla. Ripidamente se hizo evidente que se
trataba de una joven santa, y se abri6 la causa de su
canonizacién. En el afio 2000, fue canonizada por el
primer papa polaco, San Juan Pablo I1. El dia de su
canonizacién, estableci6 el segundo domingo de Pascua
como el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia, "una
invitacién perenne al mundo cristiano a enfrentar, con
confianza en la benevolencia divina, las dificultades y
pruebas que la humanidad experimentara en los afios
venideros".
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EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP

Due to the constant unchecked flow of data and information through the Internet, it can be hard to
know when a story is real news or rubbish. It never ceases to amaze me when someone I know has
bought into some crazy fake news story. Sometimes the story is just so unbelievable: celebrities who
gained two hundred pounds in a month, women having babies who were never pregnant, or people
actually being seen who are dead! Like Elvis!

The apostle Thomas found the news that Jesus was alive just too far-fetched to believe. But he didn't
first hear the news on the Internet or read it standing in the grocery store checkout line. His friends
told him. His fellow apostles told him they had actually seen the Lord with their own eyes. Their
testimony was not enough. He needed proof.

The resurrection of Jesus gives us not only hope, but also a reason to be his disciples. We have not seen
with our own eyes but, like Thomas, we have a community, the Church, that has relayed the truth to us.
This same Jesus now calls us to go forth to spread the Gospel. More unbelievable than that, we have,
through the gifts we have been given, a chance to change and even save lives. The day may come that
you, moved by this news of the risen Lord, will be an agent of his love to the point where someone will
tell the tale that you, a follower of Jesus, actually helped to change his or her life. Pretty unbelievable,
right?
