Queridos feligreses de la Inmaculada Concepción, 
La gracia y la paz de Dios Padre y del Señor Jesucristo estén con ustedes. 
El domingo 12 de diciembre, el obispo Edward Burns celebró la misa de aper-
tura de un nuevo sínodo diocesano. El obispo Joseph P. Lynch convocó el 
último sínodo en 1934. Este sínodo abre una oportunidad sobre cómo la Dióce-
sis de Dallas puede continuar la misión de la Iglesia en nuestros días y re-
sponder a eventos como la pandemia. "Un sínodo diocesano no aborda direc-
tamente cuestiones doctrinales ni las enseñanzas de la Iglesia, sino que se 
enfoca en un plan pastoral, tocando todos los elementos de la Iglesia local". 
(Obispo Edward Burns, Plan Pastoral Post-Pandemia para la Diócesis de Dal-
las, p. 12). El sínodo se desarrollará en diez años para conmemorar el 500 
aniversario de la aparición de Nuestra Señora de Guadalupe y tendrá algunas 
etapas. 
Ha habido una fase de preparación previa en la que he designado al Dr. Carey 
Ford para que sea el enlace de la parroquia en el sínodo. Estamos en el sigui-
ente paso, en el que habrá sesiones de escucha en toda la Diócesis. El más 
cercano para nosotros será el sábado 8 de enero en la iglesia de St. Joseph en 
Waxahachie. Puede registrarse en https://www.cathdal.org/synod-cs. La 
Comisión Preparatoria, integrada por diferentes representantes de la Diócesis 
entre laicos, sacerdotes y religiosos, recogerá la información y elaborará un 
documento de trabajo. Este documento será la base para el sínodo mismo que 
tendrá lugar en 2024. La última etapa será la implementación de las conclu-
siones del sínodo que el obispo decida adoptar. 
Existe la oportunidad de servir como voluntarios en diferentes roles para las 
sesiones de escucha si desea saber más sobre estop puede escribir al correo 
electrónico synodinfo@cathdal.org. Por favor oren por esta iniciativa para que 
el Espíritu Santo mueva a la Diócesis a un mayor celo apostólico.

Dear parishioners of Immaculate Conception, 
The grace and peace of God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ be with you. 
On Sunday, December 12, Bishop Edward Burns celebrated the opening Mass 
for a new diocesan synod. Bishop Joseph P. Lynch convened the last synod in 
1934. This synod opens an opportunity on how the Diocese of Dallas can con-
tinue the mission of the Church in our days and respond to events like the 
pandemic. “A diocesan synod does not directly address doctrinal questions or 
Church teaching, but is focused on a pastoral plan, touching on all elements of 
the Local Church.”  (Bishop Edward Burns, A Post-Pandemic Pastoral Plan for 
the Diocese of Dallas, p. 12). The synod will unfold in ten years to conclude 
commemorating the 500th anniversary of the apparition of Our Lady of Guada-
lupe and will have some stages. 
There has been a pre-preparatory phase in which I have appointed Dr. Carey 
Ford to be the liaison for the parish in the synod. We are in the next step, in 
which there will be listening sessions throughout the Diocese. The closest one 
for us will be on Saturday, January 8, at St. Joseph Church in Waxahachie. 
You may register at   https://www.cathdal.org/synod-cs. The Preparatory Com-
mission, made up of different representatives of the Diocese that include laity, 
priests, and religious, will gather the information and make a working docu-
ment. This document will be the basis for the synod itself that will take place in 
2024. The last stage will be the implementation of the conclusions of the synod 
that the bishop decides to adopt.  
There is the opportunity to serve as volunteers in different roles for the listening 
sessions if you would like to know more about that email  synodin-
fo@cathdal.org. Please pray for this initiative that the Holy Spirit may move the 
Diocese for a greater apostolic zeal.
