A group of youth from our parish attended the
Dallas Youth Catholic Conference (DCYC) last
weekend. At this event, hundreds of youth from
around the Diocese gather to celebrate and share
their faith. Thank you for your support.
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Dear parishioners of Immaculate Conception,
 The grace and peace of God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ be with
you. At the beginning of Lent, the Church gives the Gospel of Jesus'
temptations in the desert (Matthew 4: 1-11). I would like to discuss several
aspects of that passage. This year, we hear Matthew's account of the event.
Jesus's temptations are a summary of all our temptations. According to the
evangelist Matthew, Jesus's first temptation is to transform the stones into
bread since Jesus was hungry after fasting for 40 days. The devil defies
Jesus to seek security. We often look for security in things or people we
trust more than God. In the second temptation, the devil challenges Jesus
to perform a visible miracle so that people can believe him (Mt 4: 5-6).
Who would believe in Jesus if he was the son of a carpenter and Mary and
did not get a great education? (Mt 13:55) This temptation appeals to our
past because, deep down, the devil tells us that God's plan for us is wrong,
and we have to change it. The third temptation is to worship the devil in
exchange for all the world's kingdoms (Mt 4: 8-9). This temptation refers
to idols. We are tempted to exchange God's worship for the worship of
things or people whom we think can give us life. But Jesus has defeated
the devil's temptations so that we can beat our temptations in him, through
him, and with him. Our Lady, refuge of sinners, pray for us

Queridos feligreses de la Inmaculada Concepción,
 La gracia y la paz de Dios Padre y del Señor Jesucristo estén con ustedes.
Al comienzo de la Cuaresma, la Iglesia presenta el Evangelio de las
tentaciones de Jesús en el desierto (Mateo 4:1-11). Quiero analizar algunos
aspectos de ese pasaje. Este año, escuchamos el relato de Mateo sobre el
evento. Las tentaciones de Jesús son un resumen de todas nuestras
tentaciones. Según el evangelista Mateo, la primera tentación de Jesús
consiste en transformar las piedras en pan, ya que tenía hambre después de
ayunar 40 días. El diablo desafía a Jesús a buscar seguridad. A menudo
buscamos seguridad en cosas o personas en las que confiamos más que en
Dios. En la segunda tentación, el diablo desafía a Jesús a realizar un
milagro visible para que la gente pueda creerle (Mt 4:5-6). ¿Quién creería
en Jesús si fuera hijo de un carpintero y María y no tuviera una excelente
educación? (Mt 13:55) Esta tentación apela a nuestro pasado porque, en el
fondo, el diablo nos dice que el plan de Dios para nosotros está equivocado
y que debemos cambiarlo. La tercera tentación consiste en adorar al diablo
a cambio de todos los reinos del mundo (Mt 4:8-9). Esta tentación se
refiere a los ídolos. Nos sentimos tentados a cambiar el culto a Dios por el
culto a cosas o personas que creemos que pueden darnos vida. Pero Jesús
ha vencido las tentaciones del diablo para que podamos vencer las nuestras
en él, por él y con él. Nuestra Señora, refugio de los pecadores, ruega por
nosotros.
