Happy Fourth Sunday of Advent - but it isn’t Christmas yet! It might seem it is from the radio, television,
and other social media but we still have 5 days till Christmas! | am hopeful that our beautifully decorated church
will be the place where many come from the local neighborhood to worship the Christ child, born in Bethlehem
centuries ago, and pray God born in our hearts anew this Christmastime!

Dear Brothers and Sisters, let us remember that there may be many who come to worship with us for the
Mass(es) on Christmas Eve and Day - | ask of you; let us be forgiving, patient and as gentle as possible with our
many guests and parishioners we do not see so often. Hopefully our warm welcome and patience will be a
reminder that our doors are always open and welcoming to all who wish to worship Jesus on Sundays. May we
pray that more people are inspired this Christmas to place Christ into their hearts and their families, and may they
leave God-with-us there not just for a couple days in December, but hopefully for many days and months ahead!

On this Fourth Sunday of Advent, our Gospel Reading permits us to begin our contemplation of the
mystery of the Incarnation we will celebrate on Christmas Day, in the words of the great cousin of our Blessed
Mother, Mary - Saint Elizabeth: “Blessed are you among women and blessed is the fruit of your womb.” In the case of
our Blessed Mother, Mary - she had to set out for the hill country of Judah, a journey by foot that might take some
time. Women of her time would have never traveled alone. But she, believing the angel’s description of her child as
holy and a gift from above, may have set out with the certainty that she would be protected by the holy child in her
womb. She possessed a faith that was stronger than the world would have conceived.

The faith of Mary is God’s strength. She believes in the words of the Angel Gabriel. Her faith seems
“ridiculous” only because we have become more disbelieving, or we have come to rely on ourselves. The faith of
Mary will always stand out sharply as naive against the backdrop of a technologically driven and self-sufficient
scientific culture that denies the existence of a power greater than ourselves. Even as we hope for the Herald’s
outcome, we are left with a sinking feeling that we will lose out anyway because we have not “done” enough. You
can discern how faith is related to what we do but often our action is not because we have faith. Mary teaches us
that our faith is God'’s strength. She beckons us today not to give up hope because God can be relied upon and the
only way we can be sure that God can be relied upon is that we, like Mary, say yes to God and like her, we act
believing that God will help us because we allow Him the ability to come into our hearts and homes. Christmas is
not the celebration that God needs to come - but it is the solemn announcement that we as a people still need a
Savior to fix our brokenness and sinfulness. Faith is our call from God and faith is the reason for our actions in the
world. Mary’s generous faith gave the Father the permission to send the Son into the world. In these next few days,
may Mary’s example encourage us to do likewise: to be generous in believing in the power of God working in each
of our mundane lives. We will never be confounded and if we permit God in, He can do the impossible! May the
Lord richly bless you and your families this Christmas and into the New Year!
