The review period
is for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2024 and the calendar year
ended December 31, 2023. The AUP engagement will be per-
formed by Baker Tilly US, LLP which is the same firm that per-
formed our reviews for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022. Prior
to the review, Internal Control Questionnaires were completed
and submitted to Baker Tilly for both Parish and School.

SSPJ will provide a reply to the Archdiocesan Office for Parish
Services and Support that will address all findings and recommen-
dations for strengthening internal controls and operating efficien-
cy. Our reply will be signed by the Chair of our Parish Finance
Council and School Board Chair.
