A Low-Salt Faith

Jesus uses two different examples of a good
disciple—salt of the earth and light of the world. While
these images seem to have little in common, there are
similarities, the most obvious being that a little of either
goes a long way. Just a pinch of salt can change the taste
of food. Similarly, when we wake up in a dark room, one
light bulb can be blinding. So also, a little faith can make
a big difference. The faith of little children can bring
their parents back to the Church. The way we live our
faith can speak even louder.

St. Josephine Bakhita (c. 1869-1947) February 8

“Save Darfur!” That cry
echoes around the world and in the
heart of the Church, where a child of
Darfur is one of our newest saints:
Josephine (her baptismal name)
Bakhita (“Lucky One,” the slave-
traders’ nickname). Kidnapped at
nine, sold in Sudan’s slave-markets,
flogged daily till covered with scars,
Bakhita was finally bought by Ital-
ians and taken to Italy. There Bakhi-
ta discovered a “Master” who had
himself been flogged to redeem her
from slavery! “l am truly loved,” she thought, “and awaited by this
Love.” Baptized, she often kissed the baptismal font, exclaiming, “Here |
became a daughter of God!” For fifty years as a Daughter of Charity,
Bakhita provided cheerful hospitality to all who knocked at the convent
door. In her final iliness, she relived slavery’s horror: “Please, loosen
these chains,” she begged the nurse. “They are so heavy!” Her last
words were: “Our Lady! Our Lady!” John Paul Il canonized her in the Ju-
bilee Year 2000, praising God for leading her “from abject slavery to the
dignity of being your daughter and the Bride of Christ.”

Isaiah gives us some hints in the first reading
when he writes about feeding the hungry and giving
shelter to the homeless and clothes to the poor. When
someone has so much faith that it shows in their ac-
tions, as Isaiah puts it, “Your light shall break forth like
the dawn.” But we sometimes get things backwards. If
we do the things Isaiah tells the people to do, we might
think that the deeds will give us faith. But faith is the
source of those actions, not the result. If we truly be-
lieve in God’s love for us, and we believe that God lives
in the people around us, especially the poor, then we
will want to show our love by caring for each other.

When we do have faith, we don’t have to worry
about how people react to us. Like St. Paul in the second
reading, we don’t need to be dramatic or full of worldly
wisdom. As he preached the wisdom of Christ who died
on the cross and was raised from the dead by the power
of the Spirit, he let people see that power in the lives of
other believers as well as his own life.

But if we don’t have faith, then we are like the
salt that has lost its flavor. A low-salt diet may be good
for us; but a low-salt faith, instead of making things
better, would make them worse. Without faith in God’s
love for us, we would not respond with love of our own.
We could still be a good person, but we would not be a
very good disciple. We could not spread the faith if we ¥
didn’t have it ourselves. G AU
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
