Bishop Tyson invites us to
pray for vocations to the
priesthood and consecrated
life. John Washington is
currently studying at Mun-
delein Seminary, in Munde-
lein Illinois. Please keep
him and those who are con-
sidering their vocation in
your prayers.
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I know of several Catholics today who refuse to go to confession because they feel that the priest might be a worse
sinner than they are. But if they get sick, they want their parish priest to come immediately to give them a bless-
ing. How can I explain to them their inconsistency? ("'Confused" in Johnstown, Pennsylvania)

ANSWER: I am sure that your question is prompted -- in part, at least -- by the current crisis in the church over
clergy sexual abuse of minors. Since 2002, when the U.S. bishops adopted a policy of "zero tolerance," no cleric
credibly accused of this crime is ever allowed to remain in ministry. Thank God, the number of such cases has declined
sharply since then, so it is unlikely that the priest hearing your confession today has ever been guilty of such a horrific
act.

Does this guarantee that a confessor is spiritually and morally perfect? Of course not; human beings are not perfect
people, so if perfection were a prerequisite, there would be no confessors at all. (Didn't Pope Francis say of himself in
2013 that "even the pope goes to confession every two weeks because the pope, too, is a sinner?")

A priest, of course, should always strive to be a worthy minister of the sacraments -- in the state of grace and trying his
best to reflect the sanctity of Christ. But perhaps it might comfort you to know that the efficacy of a sacrament does not
depend on the state of soul of the priest who administers it.

The teaching of the church is that the sacraments act -- to use a technical expression — "ex opere operato," that is to say
by the very fact of the rituals being performed. So if a priest in a state of mortal sin were to hear a confession, the
penitent's sins would still be absolved because it is really Christ who forgives sins in the sacrament and not the priest
himself.

As the Catechism of the Catholic Church states, "From the moment that a sacrament is celebrated in accordance with
the intention of the church, the power of Christ and his Spirit acts in and through it, independently of the personal
holiness of the minister" (No. 1128).

PREGUNTA: Sé de varios catélicos hoy en dia que se niegan a confesarse porque sienten que el sacerdote po-
dria ser un pecador peor que ellos. Pero si se enferman, quieren que su parroco venga inmediatamente a darles
una bendicion. ;Como puedo explicarles su inconsistencia? (" Confundido' en Johnstown, Pensilvania)

RESPUESTA: Estoy seguro de que su pregunta es motivada, al menos en parte, por la crisis actual en la iglesia sobre
el abuso sexual de menores por parte del clero. Desde 2002, cuando los obispos de los Estados Unidos adoptaron una
politica de "tolerancia cero", a ninglin clérigo acusado creiblemente de este crimen se le permite permanecer en el mi-
nisterio. Gracias a Dios, el nimero de tales casos ha disminuido drasticamente desde entonces, por lo que es poco pro-
bable que el sacerdote que escucha su confesion hoy haya sido culpable de un acto tan horrible.

(Garantiza esto que un confesor es espiritual y moralmente perfecto? Claro que no; Los seres humanos no son personas
perfectas, por lo que si la perfeccion fuera un requisito previo, no habria confesores en absoluto. (;No dijo el Papa Fran-
cisco de si mismo en 2013 que "incluso el Papa se confiesa cada dos semanas porque el Papa también es un pecador?")

Un sacerdote, por supuesto, siempre debe esforzarse por ser un digno ministro de los sacramentos, en estado de gracia 'y
haciendo todo lo posible para reflejar la santidad de Cristo. Pero tal vez te consuele saber que la eficacia de un sacra-
mento no depende del estado del alma del sacerdote que lo administra.

La ensefianza de la iglesia es que los sacramentos actuan -para usar una expresion técnica- "ex opere operato”, es decir,
por el hecho mismo de que los rituales se realizan. Entonces, si un sacerdote en un estado de pecado mortal escuchara
una confesion, los pecados del penitente aun serian absueltos porque es realmente Cristo quien perdona los pecados en
el sacramento y no el sacerdote mismo.

Como dice el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica: "Desde el momento en que se celebra un sacramento seglin la intencion
de la Iglesia, el poder de Cristo y su Espiritu actiia en y a través de él, independientemente de la santidad personal del
ministro" (No. 1128).



Sunday Connection / Conexion Dominical

Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time

First Reading
Malachi 3:19-20
The day of justice is coming, says the Lord.

Responsorial Psalm

Second Reading

Gospel Reading

Luke 21:5-19

Jesus predicts the destruction of the Temple in Jerusalem
and warns his followers that persecution will come before
the end time.

Background on the Gospel Reading

In the context of Luke, today's Gospel appears near the
end of Jesus' teaching in Jerusalem, just prior to the
events that will lead to his crucifixion. His warnings and
predictions are ominous but can be read in many ways.

To those who first heard Luke's Gospel, those may have
been words of encouragement. The destruction of the
Temple in Jerusalem by the Romans was history

(70 A.D.); Luke's Gospel, Catholic scholars propose, was
written between 80 and 90 A.D. His audience was proba-
bly Gentile Christians. Luke here tries to interpret the fall
of Jerusalem for them and to locate it in God's plans for
humankind (salvation history). At the same time, Luke is
suggesting to his audience that there will be a considera-
ble elapse of time before Jesus' final coming. Luke's lis-
teners have likely seen much upheaval and are anxious to
know if these are the signs of Jesus' coming. Luke is urg-
ing greater patience.

In the second part of today's Gospel, Jesus warns that his
followers will face persecution for their beliefs. Luke pre-
sents persecution as an opportunity for the followers of
Jesus for “It will lead to your giving testimony” (Luke
21:13). In persecution God's wisdom and power will be
shown in the example of followers of Jesus. Perseverance
in the face of persecution will lead to their salvation.

Here Jesus is assuring his followers that God is present to
all believers, even in times of trouble. Ultimately, Jesus
will witness to this with his own death. As disciples of
Jesus, we try to follow his example, trusting in God's
mercy and protection, even when we are facing difficul-
ties.

Antecedentes de la Lectura del Evangelio

En el contexto de Lucas, el Evangelio de hoy aparece cerca del
final de la ensefianza de Jesus en Jerusalén, justo antes de los
eventos que conduciran a su crucifixion. Sus advertencias y
predicciones son ominosas, pero se pueden leer de muchas ma-
neras.

Para aquellos que escucharon por primera vez el Evangelio de
Lucas, esas pueden haber sido palabras de aliento. La destruc-
cion del Templo de Jerusalén por los romanos fue historia (70
d.C.); El Evangelio de Lucas, proponen los eruditos catdlicos,
fue escrito entre el 80 y el 90 d.C. Su audiencia era probable-
mente cristianos gentiles. Lucas aqui trata de interpretar la cai-
da de Jerusalén para ellos y ubicarla en los planes de Dios para
la humanidad (historia de salvacion). Al mismo tiempo, Lucas
esta sugiriendo a su audiencia que habra un considerable lapso
de tiempo antes de la venida final de Jests. Los oyentes de Lu-
cas probablemente han visto mucha agitacion y estan ansiosos
por saber si estas son las senales de la venida de Jests. Luke
esta instando a una mayor paciencia.

En la segunda parte del Evangelio de hoy, Jesus advierte que
sus seguidores enfrentaran persecucion por sus creencias. Lucas
presenta la persecucion como una oportunidad para los segui-
dores de Jesus porque "conducira a vuestro testimonio" (Lucas
21:13). En la persecucion, la sabiduria y el poder de Dios se
mostraran en el ejemplo de los seguidores de Jests. La perseve-
rancia frente a la persecucion conducira a su salvacion.

Aqui Jesus esta asegurando a sus seguidores que Dios esta pre-
sente para todos los creyentes, incluso en tiempos de dificultad.
En ultima instancia, Jests sera testigo de esto con su propia
muerte. Como discipulos de Jesus, tratamos de seguir su ejem-
plo, confiando en la misericordia y proteccion de Dios, incluso
cuando enfrentamos dificultades.

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3 t happens fairly often. A person asks, “Father, do you think we’re living in the end times?” It

. is not an easy question to answer. When [ watch the news, I sometimes wonder myself. Floods,
heat domes, volcanic eruptions, tornadoes, droughts, melting ice caps -- you can draw up the list as well as I can. Think
about these things against the background of a text like today’s Gospel reading, and you can see why people raise the ques-
tion.

Consider this also: Jesus gave this teaching 2,000 years ago, and people seem to have had no trouble finding examples in
their own time and place that made them question whether the world was coming to an end even then. And people have
done the same in every century since. Tragedy and suffering abound in every time and place. And apocalyptic literature —
that is, religious literature dealing with the end times and the “last things” — is not usually very precise about timelines. Even
Jesus seems to waffle on the details: “When you hear of wars and insurrections it will not immediately be the end” (Lk
21:9).

The question of the week you and your family: Do you worry about the end times? How might the second coming of Christ
and the end of the world be good news for those living a saintly life? What does the second reading this weekend (from 2nd
Thessalonians) have to say about complacency in living out one’s faith?

On another very important point, we celebrated this last week National Vocation Awareness Week. Understandably, and
most correctly, there is much concern expressed by the laity, the religiously professed as well as the ordained as to the great
need for a greater number male and females, older and younger, to respond with their fiat, their great amen or "so be it" to
the call by the Holy Spirit to serve Mother Church either as professed persons or ordained men. Let none of us, most espe-
cially parents and grandparents, be shy in speaking out in support of their family members discerning a call to ministry. Our
concern for more people (younger and older) should move beyond words to the action of encouraging and supporting those
(sons, daughters, and grandchildren...) who may be considering a call to spend and give their lives in ministry for Mother
Church. If we are not willing to do this, then we should consider carefully those remarks that we may be inclined to make
regarding the shortage of priests and religious to serve Mother Church.

Finally, I give a great shout out to all of my fellow veterans as we close the week in which we celebrated all of our veterans;
whether living or deceased. We particularly remember those who paid the highest price. Let us never forget their dedication
and the sacrifice. Defensor Fortis

\ %\ erupciones volcanicas, tornados, sequias, derretimiento de los casquetes polares, pueden elaborar la lista lo mejor que
de su pastor  yo. Piense en estas cosas en el contexto de un texto como la lectura del Evangelio de hoy, y podra ver por qué la gente
" plantea la pregunta.

Considere esto también: Jesus dio esta ensefianza hace 2.000 afios, y la gente parece no haber tenido problemas para encontrar ejemplos
en su propio tiempo y lugar que les hicieron preguntarse si el mundo estaba llegando a su fin incluso entonces. Y la gente ha hecho lo
mismo en cada siglo desde entonces. La tragedia y el sufrimiento abundan en todo momento y lugar. Y la literatura apocaliptica, es decir,
la literatura religiosa que trata sobre el fin de los tiempos y las "ultimas cosas", no suele ser muy precisa sobre las lineas de tiempo. In-
cluso Jesus parece hablar de los detalles: "Cuando oigais hablar de guerras e insurrecciones, no sera inmediatamente el final" (Lc 21,9).

La pregunta de la semana usted y su familia: ;Se preocupan por el fin de los tiempos? ;Cdmo podrian la segunda venida de Cristo y el
fin del mundo ser buenas nuevas para aquellos que viven una vida santa? ;Qué tiene que decir la segunda lectura de este fin de semana
(de 2° Tesalonicenses) sobre la complacencia en vivir la fe de uno?

En otro punto muy importante, celebramos esta semana pasada la Semana Nacional de Sensibilizacion Vocacional. Comprensiblemente,
y mas correctamente, hay mucha preocupacion expresada por los laicos, los profesos religiosos asi como los ordenados en cuanto a la
gran necesidad de un mayor niimero de hombres y mujeres, mayores y jovenes, para responder con su fiat, su gran amén o "asi sea" al
llamado del Espiritu Santo a servir a la Madre Iglesia, ya sea como personas profesas u hombres ordenados.
