Old Business:
Report from Parish Council
· Constitution will be completed following some minor revisions and formatting pending approval by the Council and subsequently the parish.
· Parish election will be held this year in a hybrid format, detail to come.
Lenten Alms for Haiti
· Linda Hansmeier has been navigating issues with the web host, however, articles are going out and the virtual tour is proceeding as planned.
· Linda Hansmeier reported social media traffic as being above average and Linda Noll indicated that she has received positive feedback.
· Everything will be due on Holy Thursday, Loraine will keep track of revenue generated, there will be no need to count money as a committee following Mass.
Earth Day (Laudato Si) Project
· Jessica has started the draft of a flyer to send out to introduce Laudato Si to parishioners
· Committee reviewed and discussed progress
· The plan will be to distribute the flyer via social media and email on Wednesday April 21st, just prior to Earth Day.
· The prayer activity will be distributed through the same channels as the flyer on Wednesday April 28th.
· Pictures will be taken around the Mount Vernon, Lisbon area and compiled into a video format
· A variety of parishioners will recite the prayer, creating a collage of voices that will be placed over top the presentation of pictures
· The committee will look to find approximately 33 people to provide voice over including younger members as well
· The current plan is to start recording March 24th (evening), 26th (after Friday Mass), and the 28th
· Members of the committee will send their list of potential participants to Jessica and she’ll compile a master list to send back out to the group in order to begin contacting parishioners.
New Business
· Run for Pie (Formerly Run for the Least)
· Will be similar to years past.
· It’s anticipated that more pies will be needed as everyone will be getting a slice this year.
· Will revisit what role the Social Justice committee will have and what will be needed for volunteers once organizing committee meets.
· Summer backpack program
· Haven’t started any programs for the summer.
· Cindy has a meeting next Tuesday to learn more.
· Budget
· Current budget is at $3,000
· Includes supplies for church functions that is shared jointly by all committees.
· Linda will review expenses and a new budget will be discussed and purposed for next meeting
· Prayer for Life
· Sarah Covington requested to put a link to “Pray for Life” a website distributed by the USCCB
· Discussion followed exploring the idea of building out links with information on all 7 Catholic social teaching as well as potentially distributing a monthly highlight via social media channels and email on each teaching.	
· Development of a calendar and planning for monthly social teaching information tabled until after Lent for future discussion following some brainstorming from the group
· Will begin posting links to websites informing on Catholic social teaching including Laudato Si and Pray for Life as a start to building out the St. John’s Social Justice webpage.
