Joseph of Arimathea, a member of the Sanhedrin, and Nicodemus, a
Pharisee, bury the dead Jesus in a tomb that Joseph had thought
would be his own. Both at first fear to follow the Lord publically, but
together, these learned men perform for him an office of love. The
Gospels describe Joseph of Arimathea as “a rich man” (Mt 27:57); a
“respected member of the council,” or Sanhedrin (Mk 15:43), the
governing body of the Jewish people that would have been the legal
and religious reference point for the inhabitants of Jerusalem; and as
a “good and righteous man” (Lk 23:50). “He was a disciple of Jesus,
but secretly” (Jn 19:38); after all, Jesus was a controversial rabbi who
disturbed the religious sensibilities of many of Joseph’s colleagues in
the Sanhedrin. But it is Nicodemus, a Pharisee — the party of the
strict observers and teachers of the Jewish law — who grants us
deeper insight into the drama that unfolded in the lives of both these
learned Israelites.Chapter 3 of the Gospel of John describes “a man
of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews,” coming to
Jesus under the cover of night, drawn to him and yet fearful that this
small movement of his heart might be seen. The teacher of the Law
tells the Lord what he intuits: “Master, we know that you are a
teacher come from God.” But Jesus points out that this is not yet true
knowledge: “Unless one is born anew, one cannot see the kingdom of
God.”“How can a man be born when he is old?” asks the learned man,
taken aback. Jesus, too, marvels: “Are you a teacher of Israel and you
do not understand this?” That there is a kind of knowledge that does
not come from studying, that one can only receive like a child,
welcoming the gift of God’s love? Nicodemus left that night with
something in his heart like a crack in his great edifice of learning,
but it was a fissure of light. Both men ruminate on the Lord’s words
and deeds until that small fissure in the heart becomes a wider
opening. Their eyes begin to open and, as the net of malice that
surrounds Jesus is woven thicker by their colleagues in the Sanhedrin
and among the Pharisees, their secretiveness gives way to small acts
of courage. When the Pharisees debate what to do with this Jesus,
whom they cannot abide, Nicodemus asks in the Lord’s defense, “Does
our law judge a man before giving him a hearing?” (Jn 7:51), earning
the derision of all.Finally, the events themselves provide the catalyst
that makes those small fissures in the heart open into an abyss of
light. Jesus is crucified, his heart is opened with a spear, and Joseph
of Arimathea no longer cares if people find out that he is a disciple.
He goes to Pilate and asks for the body of the condemned man, so
that he might give it a proper burial. He even knows where, a tomb he
had bought for himself: “After this, Joseph of Arimathea ... asked
Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus.... Nicodemus also

. came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about a hundred
pounds’ weight.” The teachers of Israel anoint the King of Israel.
Their hands gently wrap in clean linen the greatest visitation of God
their people had ever known. Together, “they took the body of Jesus
and bound it in linen cloths with the spices,” and laid it in Joseph’s
newly hewn tomb (Jn 19:38-42). Both men had once been afraid to
confess that they were disciples, or afraid to be seen questioning the
Lord. But in this labor of love, their hands confess more than words
ever could. Their hearts have broken open. These learned teachers of
Israel have become like children born anew. Silently, they anoint,
shroud, bury and bless the body of the Son of God, from whom, for
them and for the world, a new kind of knowledge has come.

José de Arimatea, miembro del Sanedrin, y Nicodemo, fariseo, sepultan
al Jesus muerto en una tumba que José habia pensado que seria la suya.
Ambos, al principio, temen seguir al Seflor publicamente, pero juntos,
estos hombres sabios realizan para El un acto de amor.

Los Evangelios describen a José de Arimatea como “un hombre rico” (Mt
27,57); un “miembro respetado del consejo”, o Sanedrin (Mc 15,43), el
organismo de gobierno del pueblo judio que habria sido el referente
legal y religioso para los habitantes de Jerusalén; y como “un hombre
bueno y justo” (Lc¢ 23,50). “Era discipulo de Jesus, pero en secreto” (Jn
19,38); al fin y al cabo, Jesis era un rabino controvertido que perturbaba
la sensibilidad religiosa de muchos de los colegas de José en el Sanedrin.
Pero es Nicodemo, un fariseo —el partido de los estrictos observadores y
maestros de la ley judia— quien nos concede una vision mas profunda del
drama que se desarrollo en la vida de estos dos sabios israelitas. El
capitulo 3 del Evangelio de Juan describe a “un hombre de los fariseos,
llamado Nicodemo, un dirigente de los judios”, que va a Jesus en la
oscuridad de la noche, atraido por El y, sin embargo, temeroso de que
este pequeilo movimiento de su corazon sea descubierto. EI maestro de la
Ley le dice al Sefior lo que intuye: “Maestro, sabemos que has venido de
Dios como maestro”. Pero Jesus le seflala que esto aun no es verdadero
conocimiento: “En verdad, en verdad te digo: el que no nazca de nuevo no
puede ver el Reino de Dios”. “;Como puede un hombre nacer siendo
viejo?”, pregunta sorprendido el sabio. Jesus, también, se maravilla:
“(Eres maestro de Israel y no entiendes esto?” ;Que existe un tipo de
conocimiento que no proviene del estudio, que solo se puede recibir como
un nifio, acogiendo el don del amor de Dios?

Nicodemo se marcho esa noche con algo en su corazon, como una grieta
en su gran edificio de saber, pero era una fisura de luz. Ambos hombres
meditan sobre las palabras y acciones del Sefior hasta que esa pequeila
grieta en el corazon se convierte en una apertura mas amplia. Sus ojos
comienzan a abrirse y, a medida que la red de malicia que rodea a Jesus se
va tejiendo con mas fuerza por sus colegas del Sanedrin y entre los
fariseos, su secretismo da paso a pequefios actos de valentia. Cuando los
fariseos debaten qué hacer con ese Jesis al que no pueden soportar,
Nicodemo pregunta en defensa del Sefior: “jAcaso nuestra Ley juzga a un
hombre sin haberle oido primero?” (Jn 7,51), gandndose la burla de
todos.

Finalmente, los acontecimientos mismos proporcionan el catalizador que
hace que esas pequedas fisuras del corazon se abran en un abismo de luz.
Jests es crucificado, su corazon es atravesado por una lanza, y José de
Arimatea ya no se preocupa si la gente descubre que es discipulo. Va a
Pilato y pide el cuerpo del condenado para poder darle sepultura digna.
Incluso sabe donde: en una tumba que habia comprado para si mismo:
“Después de esto, José de Arimatea... pidio a Pilato que le permitiera
llevarse el cuerpo de Jesis... Nicodemo también... vino trayendo una
mezcla de mirra y aloe, como unas cien libras de peso”. Los maestros de
Israel ungen al Rey de Israel. Sus manos envuelven con suavidad, en lino
limpio, la mayor visita de Dios que su pueblo habia conocido. Juntos,
“tomaron el cuerpo de Jests y lo envolvieron en lienzos con los aromas™y
lo depositaron en la tumba recién excavada de José (Jn 19,38-42).

Ambos hombres, en otro tiempo, habian tenido miedo de confesar que
eran discipulos, o miedo de ser vistos cuestionando al Seflor. Pero en esta
labor de amor, sus manos confiesan mas de lo que jamas podrian expresar
las palabras. Sus corazones se han abierto. Estos sabios maestros de
Israel se han vuelto como nifios nacidos de nuevo. En silencio, ungen,
amortajan, sepultan y bendicen el cuerpo del Hijo de Dios, de quien,
para ellos y para el mundo, ha surgido un nuevo tipo de conocimiento.
