The federal TAKE IT DOWN Act was recently signed into law. It criminalizes
the publication of nonconsensual intimate images, including AI-generated
images. Anyone who publishes or threatens to publish such images online
can be charged with a crime and prosecuted. Websites are also required to

take down nonconsensual intimate images, if a victim asks, within 48
hours of the request. This new law is important for protecting minors and
all potential victims of sexual abuse or violence. To learn more, read the
