We especially welcome 
those living with physical, medical, mental, or 
other disabilities along with those who may 
care for them.  

After a family meal, personal and deep conversations are 
sometimes held.  Today is one of those times, especially after 
partaking of the Eucharist Meal.

(Psalm 40:1-3a  RSVCE)
