[image: ]What is a Children’s Rosary?  It is simply a rosary led by children!  
Who can participate in the Children’s Rosary?  Anyone, this is an activity for anyone who desires to pray the rosary whether you are 4 or 94!  The only requirement is that children (under 18 y/o) lead the prayers.
Can I volunteer to help?  Yes!  We need children to lead the rosary and adults to volunteer to setup and assist with the program.  Find the Signup Genius link on the Church’s Website.
Can I volunteer if I have never prayed the Rosary?  Yes!  We have books available with step-by-step directions (including all the prayers) for children and adults.  
What if I do not have a rosary?  We have a huge selection of rosaries for you to borrow (or keep) if you wish.
Can I bring mom, dad or grandma?  Yes!  The goal of this rosary is to encourage families to pray together.  It would be great if your whole family could join you!  We are providing the opportunity and place for that to happen.    
How often do you say the Rosary?  We pray on the 2nd Wednesday of each month at 6:45 PM at Sacred Heart Church in Boone.
If I can’t stay am I able to drop my child off?  While we understand the busyness of families, we cannot expect our adult volunteers to be responsible for monitoring other children.  Typically, the rosary should only last about 20 minutes.
