2 PETER BLOWICK was born at Belcarra, Co. Mayo, in 1894.
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He died suddenly at the parochial residence, Islandeady, Co. Mayo, on 2 September 1968. Peter, a younger brother of Columban John Blowick, was educated at St. Jarlath’s College, Tuam, before going to St. Patrick’s College, Maynooth, in 1911 to study for priesthood in the archdiocese of Tuam. He was ordained priest at Maynooth in 1918 and served as curate in Louisburgh, Co. Mayo, for three years before joining the Society in 1921. His life as a missionary was spent wholly in Ireland in teaching [philosophy] and in administration. He was rector of Dalgan [1936-1947]. Peter is buried at Dalgan.
2 DANIEL BOLAND was born at Buffalo, NY, in 1919.

He died at Buffalo on 2 September 1967. Dan did his studies at St. Columban’s, Buffalo [1932-35]; St. Columban’s, Silver Creek[1935-37]; St. Columban’s, Bristol [1937-38]; St. Columban’s, 

Silver Creek [1938-40]; and St. Columban’s, Nebraska [1940-44]. He was ordained priest in 1943. For the

next 20 years he was involved in the formation of Columban students in the U.S. He was Director of the U.S. Region from 1962 to 1967. Dan died at the age of 48 from cancer and is buried at Silver Creek, NY.
2 THOMAS HANAHOE was born on 29 July 1914 and died in the Dalgan Nursing Home on 2 September 2011. He was educated at Richmond (now Kilmurry) NS, Crossmolina, and St Muredach’s College, Ballina,

Co. Mayo. He came to Dalgan, Shrule, Co. Galway in 1932 and was ordained priest on 21 December 1938.
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Assigned to study Canon Law in Rome, ‘Tommy’ stayed there from 1939 to 1942. On returning to Ireland he taught in the Kiltegan Fathers’ seminary for the next five years. He was assigned in 1947 to St Columbans, Omaha, Nebraska, USA, where he was spiritual director and later taught dogmatic theology. From 1950

 to 1961 he was Procurator General with residence in Rome. His next appointment was to St Columban’s College, North Turramurra, NSW, where he taught dogmatic and moral theology and Church history until 

1968. From 1968 to 1972 he was on the staff of St Columban’s, Navan. In 1972 he was appointed secretary to CA in Killiney, and then house bursar. Five years later he was requested to do some historical investigations 

into the Society’s origins, and was involved in editing the 1978 version of our Constitutions.  His last 

assignment was as assistant to the Regional Bursar until he finally retired to the Nursing Home. We will remember him as a well-rounded, pleasant person, with a good sense of humour and a child-like simplicity 

in spite of his vast erudition. Tommy is buried at Dalgan.
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3 PATRICK O’DWYER was born at Skeard, Holycross, Co.Tipperary, in 1930. He died at Dalgan 

on 3 September 1986. Paddy received his secondary education at C.B.S., Thurles, before coming to 

Dalgan in 1949. He was ordained priest there in 1955 and assigned to Japan where he worked in the 

Archdiocese of Tokyo. Ill health forced him to return to Ireland in 1986. Paddy was a brother of Columban Michael O’Dwyer  and a nephew of Dr. Michael O’Dwyer, second Superior General of the Society. Paddy is buried at Dalgan.
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5 ANTHONY HASSETT was born in Wexford town in 1929. He died on 5 September 1999 of a massive heart-attack while undergoing tests at a hospital in Dunkirk, NY. Having completed his studies at the local St. Peter’s College, Tony went to Dalgan in 1947 and was ordained there in December 1953 and appointed to
Korea. There he served in administration and as pastor of Mukho, Kangwondo, before being assigned to 

Ireland in 1969. For the next eleven years he promoted vocations and helped in parish ministries until his assignment to USA. There he served in Omaha and Bristol until his semi- retirement to Silver Creek, where 

he is buried.
5 Hubert Hunter was born at Windsor, Melbourne, on 7 February 1925. He was the youngest of three 

brothers, the eldest being Frank, also a Columban. Hub joined the Columbans in 1943 and, after initial studies at 
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St. Columban’s, Essendon, he completed his preparation for priesthood at Werribee diocesan college. Hub was ordained priest by Archbishop Mannix at St. Patrick’s Cathedral in 1949 and assigned to Japan in the following year. There he spent the next 18 years and, though of fine physique, Hub had indifferent health for the duration of his time in that country. In 1969 he spent 3 years in Australia for treatment, after which he returned to Japan where he spent another 12 years. In 1992 he finally returned home and assisted in light pastoral work in Melbourne Archdiocese and then retired to the care of The Little Sisters of the Poor, Northcote, where he died on 5 September 2010. Burial was at Melbourne General Cemetery. “Hub was a gentleman like his brother, Frank. He was a gentle giant.”
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6 PATRICK CAHILL was born at Knockanes, Headford, Co. Kerry, in 1924. He died suddenly in

 Kilgarvan, Co. Kerry, on 6 September 1974. Having completed his secondary studies at St. Brendan’s College, Killarney, Pat came to Dalgan in 1942. He was ordained priest there in 1948 and assigned to the Philippines. After twenty-two years working in Mindanao he returned to Ireland in 1971 for health reasons and worked in 

the parish of Kilgarvan. Pat is buried at Rathmore, Co. Kerry.
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6 PHILIP GRAHAM was born in Cork City in 1923. He died on his 77th birthday at Singalong, Manila. Having completed his secondary education at C.B.S., North Monastery, Cork, he entered Dalgan and was ordained their work from Milton, MA, [1947-48], he went to Japan where he served as secretary to the bishop 
of Fukuoka, and later was pastor of Mobara, near Tokyo. He was appointed to the U.S. in 1956 and did promotion work in Boston, Los Angeles and Houston, Texas. He went to the Virgin Islands in 1971. In 1978 Charlie became Superior at St. Columban’s, Milton, and later at St. Columban’s, Quincy. He went to the Philippines in 1984 and worked in the Malate parish, Manila. Charlie, who was a brother of James Roddy, is buried at East Providence, RI.
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7 DANIEL CARRIGAN was from Ballinacleragh, Co. Cavan, where he was born in 1914. He died in the Priests’ Retirement Home, St. Petersburg, Florida, on 7 September 1981. Dan studied at St. Patrick’s 

College, Cavan, before coming to Dalgan in 1934. He was ordained priest in 1940 and worked in the diocese 

of Salford,England. In 1946 he left for Hanyang, China. With the pending take-over by the Chinese Communists, Dan was transferred to Japan where he worked for the next ten years [1949-59]. In 1959 he went to the U.S. and worked in the dioceses of St. Augustine and St. Petersburg, both in Florida. Dan is buried at Silver Creek, NY.
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7 JOHN WALSH was born in 1923 of Irish immigrant parents at Okaiawa in the archdiocese of Wellington, N.Z. He died at Manor Park Private Hospital, near Lower Hutt, on 7 September 2007. Having studied at St. Patrick’s High School, Silverstream, he worked on the home farm for three years before beginning his
studies for Columban priesthood at N. Essendon. Ordained in 1950 with Chris Baker and John Griffin at Werribee, John was assigned to the Philippines and worked in Zambales. In 1958 he was appointed to act as Bursar in Sydney and then Spiritual Director. After another term in the Philippines [1974-‘87] he served as Superior at Lower Hutt [1987-‘91]. From 2000 onwards he lived at Lower Hutt with deteriorating health until

 his final move to hospital. John is buried with his own folk at Hawera, Taranaki.
7 THOMAS FAY was born at Ballyjamesduff, Co. Cavan, in 1917. He died at St. James’ Hospital, 
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Dublin, on 7 September 2006. In 1935 he joined the Columbans having completed his secondary 
education at St. Patrick’s College, Cavan, and was ordained priest in Dalgan Park in 1940. Due to 
wartime travel restrictions, Tomtook up parish work in the diocese of Clifton before joining the British 
Army as Chaplain for the duration of the war. In 1948 he was assigned to Japan but three years later he transferred to the Philippines for reasons of health. He worked in Zambales, which included the role 
of secretary to Bishop Harry Byrne. Tom retired to Dalgan in 1990 and is buried there.
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7 LAWRENCE HICKEY was from Huntly, in the diocese of Auckland, New Zealand, where he was

 born in 1911. He died in Hastings, New Zealand on 7 September 1979. Larry studied with the Marist 

Brothers, Hamilton. He then worked briefly with the New Zealand Dairy Board and the Government 

Loans Dept before coming to Essendon in 1931. He came to Dalgan in 1934 where he was ordained

priest in 1937. An accident while playing rugby delayed his ordination to major orders. Larry went to 

Bhamo, Burma, in 1938 and was there for the duration of World War II. In 1953 he returned to Australia 

on sick leave and worked in the office at St. Columban’s, Essendon. He had a leg amputated in 1970.

Larry is buried at Taita, near Lower Hutt.
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7 CHARLES RODDY was born at St. Patrick’s Parish, Roxbury, MA, in 1919. He died in Bristol, 
RI, on 7 September 1987. After studying at Silver Creek, Bristol and St. Columban’s, Nebraska, 
Charlie was ordained priest in St. Clement’s Church, Boston, on 21 December 1946. After promotion  

work from Milton, MA, [1947-48], he went to Japan where he served as secretary to the 
bishop of Fukuoka, and later was pastor of Mobara, near Tokyo. He was appointed to the U.S. in 1956 
and did promotion work in Boston, Los Angeles and Houston, Texas. He went to the Virgin Islands in 
1971. In 1978 Charlie became Superior at St. Columban’s, Milton, and later at St. Columban’s, Quincy. 
He went to the Philippines in 1984 and worked in the Malate parish, Manila. Charlie, who was a brother of James Roddy, is buried at East Providence, RI.

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7 JOHN WALSH was born in 1923 of Irish immigrant parents at Okaiawa in the archdiocese of 

Wellington, N.Z. He died at Manor Park Private Hospital, near Lower Hutt, on 7 September 2007. 

Having studied at St. Patrick’s High School, Silverstream, he worked on the home farm for three

 years before beginning his studies for Columban priesthood at N. Essendon. Ordained in 1950 with 

Chris Baker and John Griffin at Werribee, John was assigned to the Philippines and worked in Zambales.

 In 1958 he was appointed to act as Bursar in Sydney and then Spiritual Director. After another term in the Philippines [1974-‘87] he served as Superior at Lower Hutt [1987-‘91]. From 2000 onwards he lived at

Lower Hutt with deteriorating health until his final move to hospital. John is buried with his own folk at Hawera, Taranaki.
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8 Kevin Devine was born in 1925 at Derrykerrib, Portadown, Co. Armagh He died peacefully in the Dalgan Nursing Home on 8 September 2009. Having completed his early education at Armagh CBS, Kevin came to Dalgan in 1943 and was ordained there in 1949. He was then appointed to Japan, which was his only overseas assignment. There, his first assignment was to the Diocese of Yokohama where he was responsible for the building of Hiratsuka church. In the 1960s and 1970s he worked in the Diocese of Fukuoka. After a renewal course in 1980 Kevin again returned to the Diocese of Yokohama where he served as pastor of Kozu. Despite indifferent health for most of his time in Japan – even in 1958 he received a very qualified medical report in regard to his suitability for missionary work – Kevin remained active on mission until October 2004, when he returned to Dalgan Park and retirement. Kevin is buried at Dalgan Park.
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8 JOSEPH WHELAN was born in Dublin in 1901. He died at Blanchardstown Hospital, Dublin, on 8 September 1993. Joe was one of three Columban brothers, the others being Frank and Fintan who pre-deceased him. Joe began his studies for Columban priesthood in 1919 and was ordained priest on 22 December 1924.
His first and only appointment was to the regional offices, first at the Old Dalgan and then at St. Columban’s, Navan, when the offices were transferred there in 1926. He was a genial and obliging servant to all during 
those fifty-three years. His retirement in 1978 was spent at Dalgan. Joe is buried at Dalgan.
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9 DENIS EGAN was born at Ferbane, Co. Offaly in 1924. He died at Dalgan on 9 September 2002. Having completed his secondary studies at St. Joseph’s College, Ballinasloe, Denis went to Dalgan in 1944 and was ordained priest there in December 1950. Assigned to the Philippines, he spent the following fifty years
in Zambales ministering in various parishes. In Olongapo “his special ministry was to the poor to whom he channelled millions of pesos, and to victims of prostitution to whom he brought compassion, dignity and the love of God
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9 THOMAS McELLIGOTT was born at Newtownsands, Co. Kerry, in 1907. He died as a result of an accident at St. Columban’s Major Seminary, Milton, MA, on 9 September 1967. Having done his secondary studies at St. Michael’s College, Listowel, he went to University College, Cork, and obtained a
B.A. and a B.Comm. He worked for a short period with the Agricultural Credit Corp., Dublin, until he went to Dalgan in 1929 to study for priesthood. He was ordained priest in 1934 and went to Rome for post-graduate studies [1935-39] where he obtained a Doctorate of Divinity. Assigned to the U.S. he taught at St. Columban’s, Nebraska, and at St. Columban’s Major Seminary, Milton. Tom is buried at Malden, MA.
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10 JOHN A. BURKE was born at Inisbofin, Co. Galway, in 1922. He died in Kushimoto, Japan, on 10 September 2000. His catechist had cared for him for the last six years of his life as he fought cancer. Having studied at St. Jarlath’s, Tuam, John came to Dalgan where he was ordained priest in December 1946 and then
assigned to Shanghai to study Japanese in preparation for missionary work in Japan. He served in Kanagawa, Kumamoto and Wakayama. “John bore his illness with great courage and patience....a kind and courteous host to all who visited him.” He is buried at Chigasaki, Kanagawa, Japan.
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10 Norbert Feld died in Silver Creek Nursing Home, Bristol, R.I. on 10 September 2012. Norb 

was born January 25, 1925, in St. Louis, Mo. After elementary school in St. Louis, he went to 

Silver Creek, N.Y. In 1943 he joined the Columbans in Bristol and then went on to St. Columban’s 

in Omaha to study philosophyand theology where he was ordained in 1949. He did postgraduate 

studies in St. Louis, MO where he graduated with a B.Sc. in math and a doctorate in philosophy. 

He was assigned to Fiji in 1954 and taught there till 1960 when he was appointed to the major seminary

 in Milton, MA. In 1967 he was assigned to teach philosophy in Oconomowoc, WI. In 1974 he went to 

Australia and worked as bursar in Turramurra and Hayes Park. He returned to the U.S. in 1987 and was 

assigned to San Francisco on promotion and mission awareness until 1992 when he retired to Bristol, R.I. 

Norb died there on September 10, 2012 and is buried at St Mary’s cemetery in Bristol.
10 Michael A. Healy was born in Clonmoyle, Coachford, Co. Cork on 2 February 1921. He was educated at Aghabullogue NS, Rylane NS, and Presentation Brothers, College Road, Cork. He came to Dalgan Park,
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 Galway in 1937, moved to Dalgan Park Navan in 1941 and was ordained priest on 21 December 1943. He did parish work in the Diocese of Minevia, Wales, until 1946 when he was appointed to China. In China he served as part of a new team under Fr Jerry Piggott in the district of Huzhou in Zhejiang Province. After six years, he was expelled from China; one of his alleged crimes was the introduction of the “secret counter-revolutionary Legion of Mary” in his parish. Six months later he was appointed to Burma.  While waiting for a visa, he spent from 1954 to 1958 on promotion work in England. When he finally arrived in Burma, he served for eight years among the Kachin and later the Shan peoples in the far north-east of the country, practically on the border with China. On 31 December 1966 he was expelled from Burma. There followed thirty-four years driving the roads 

of England, Scotland and Wales on mission promotion work. Michael finally retired to Cork  in December 2001 and to the Dalgan Retirement Home in 2003. He suffered a great deal of pain in his final illness but his patient endurance to the end was truly impresssive. He died in the Dalgan Retirement Home on September 10th, 2012.
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11 MALACHY MURPHY was from Ballycastle, Co. Mayo, where he was born in 1920. He died in Omaha on 11 September 1971. Malachy studied at St. Muredach’s College, Ballina, before coming to Dalgan in 1938. He was ordained priest in 1944 and assigned to China where he was Vice-Director and Regional Bursar in Shanghai until he was expelled in 1952. He was assigned to Peru in 1954 and was Superior in Lima. In 1962 he went to Guatemala where he and Robert Ross staffed the parish of San Antonio La Paz, El Progreso. He was seriously ill in 1971 with a viral infection and came to Omaha for treatment, where he died. Malachy is buried 
at Omaha.
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12 WILLIAM CASEY was born at Donoghmore, Co. Cork, in 1905. He died on 12 September 1966 at Our Lady’s Hospital, Cashel, as a result of injuries he received in a car accident. He received his secondary education at St. Colman’s College, Fermoy, and  Presentation  College,  Cork,  before  going  to  St.  Senan’s College, Cahiracon, in 1924. He was ordained priest at Dalgan in 1930. Assigned to China in 1931, he worked in Hanyang  and later in Nancheng. Ill health forced him to return to Ireland in 1933. He worked in the diocese of Portsmouth, England, and later [1953-56] was chaplain to the St. John of God Brothers, Drumcar, Co. Louth. He was assigned to the U.S. in 1956 and lived at St. Columban’s, Los Angeles. Bill is buried at Dalgan.
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12 EDWARD A. DePERSIO was born in 1916 at Brooklyn, NY. He died on 12 September 1990 at his home in Deming, New Mexico. Having studied at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, he went on to St. Columban’s, Nebraska [1937-41] and was ordained priest in 1940 at the Cathedral in Providence, RI. Ed was appointed Assistant Editor of THE FAR EAST [1942], becoming its Editor in 1946. He was appointed to the Philippines [1955] and served there as the Society’s correspondent, as well as being NCWC correspondent for the Philippines. Much of his ministry was in schools. In 1979 he was assigned to the U.S. Region and worked in New Mexico. He retired to Deming due to persistent eye trouble and a heart condition. Ed is buried at Mountain View Cemetery, Deming, NM.
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12 JOSEPH GRIMLEY was born at Skerries, Co. Dublin, in 1907. He died in a Manila hospital on 12 September 1951. Joe was educated at St. Vincent’s Orphanage, Glasnevin, Dublin, before going to 

St. Senan’s College, Cahiracon, to study for priesthood. He was ordained priest at Dalgan in 1931.

 He was appointedto Hanyang, China, where he worked until 1939. He was assigned to the Philippines
 for health reasons and was there during the Japanese occupation. Joe is buried at Clarin, Misamis 
Occidental, Philippines.
14 EDWARD J. McCARTHY was born at Ovens, Co. Cork, in 1890. An uncle of Columbans 
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Michael and Olan Healy, he died in Los Angeles on 14 September 1957. He studied at C.B.S., North 
Monastery, Cork, and at St. Finbarr’s College, Farranferris, Cork, before going to St. Patrick’s College, Maynooth, in 1911 to study for priesthood in the diocese of Cork. He was ordained priest in 1915 and 

joined the Society at its foundation in 1916. For the next two years he was engaged in a variety of 
apostolates - promotion, editing and managing THE FAR EAST, teaching. He went to the U.S. in 1918 
where he was editor and manager of THE FAR EAST office, as well as being Regional Director. In 
1935 he went to the Philippines where he founded Student Catholic Action. Sickness [nervous exhaustion] overtook him and he went to Australia for two years [1939-41] to recuperate. He went to Burma to 
do visitation on behalf of William McGoldrick, Regional Director of Asia and residing in Shanghai.
 E.J. was forced to remain there until 1945 when he was released from Japanese internment. 
While in Burma he undertook the writing of the history of the Church in Burma. E.J. and Michael 
Barry left Bangalore hospital in 1945 and went to England for medical treatment. In 1947 he was 
appointed to the U.S. and for the next 10 years he resided at St. Columban’s, Los Angeles, keenly 
interested in all Society matters. While standing at a city intersection two cars collided and one was 
thrown to the sidewalk, hitting him. His skull and collar-bone were fractured but he survived for 

two weeks after the accident. E.J. is buried at Calvary Cemetery, Los Angeles.
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14 BRENDAN O’CONNELL was born in 1932 at Tuam, Co. Galway. He died on 14 September 
1996 in Blanchardstown Hospital, Dublin. He was a brother of Columban Conal O’Connell. Having 
completed his secondary education in St. Jarlath’s College, Tuam, Brendan came to Dalgan in 1950 and 

was ordained priest there on 21 December 1956. Appointed to the Philippines in 1956, he was to spend 
almost forty years working in Negros. He was assigned to Ireland [1964-69] on vocation and promotion 
work. In 1967 he went to Chile and Peru to obtain photos for THE FAR EAST. Back in Negros he became engaged in the Bacolod diocese’s Media/TV production. In 1995 he was diagnosed as having a serious liver disorder, and was appointed to Ireland. Though unwell he continued his apostolate of the media by editing the Irish Newsletter. Brendan is buried at Dalgan.
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16 THOMAS CALLANAN was born in Moylough, Co. Galway, in 1912. He died at Dalgan on 16 September 1987. Tom received his secondary education at St. Jarlath’s College, Tuam, and St. Joseph’s College, Ballinasloe, before coming to Dalgan in 1931. He was ordained priest there in 1937. He went to the Philippines in 1938 and spent World War II there. He was among the first group of Columbans to work in Mindanao. In all, he spent 49 years on mission in the Philippines. His last years there were spent as chaplain to Reyes Memorial Hospital, Manila. At the time of his death in Dalgan his bags were packed in readiness for catching a flight to 
the Philippines after a vacation in Ireland. Tom is buried at Dalgan.
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16 FRANCIS HOZA was born in Uniontown, PA, in 1916. He died on 16 September 1987 at Brooks Memorial Hospital, Silver Creek, NY. Having studied at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, Bristol and Nebraska he was ordained priest in 1941. He was the first pastor of the Filipino parish in Los Angeles. In 1949 he was
appointed bursar at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, and in 1959 he became pastor of Blessed Sacrament parish, Westminster, CA. In 1967 he did promotion work in St. Paul, Minn., and in 1969 he went to the Philippines where he worked in Ozamis. Returning to the U.S. in 1973 in poor health he worked in various ministries until he retired to St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, in 1984. He was a brother of Columban Rudy Hoza. Frank is buried at Silver Creek, NY.
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16 JAMES McCASLIN was born at Omaha in 1927. He died in Hospice House, Omaha, on 16 September 2003. Having graduated from Creighton University, Jim served with the U.S. army in Japan [1946-48] and joined the Columbans in 1950. Ordained in Omaha in 1954, he was assigned to the Philippines where he
worked briefly in S.C.A. and then in parish work. Having done a year’s course in spirituality at Washington D.C., he was appointed to a variety of roles - Socius and Probation Director at Bristol, Retreat Master and Vicar at Derby and retreat work in Omaha. Returning to the Philippines in 1980, he continued his retreat work in Manila ‘til 1985 when he went to Dalgan to do research on our founders’ spirituality and then went back to the Philippines. From 1995 he worked with the Hong Kong Filipino community until his health failed. Jim is buried at Omaha.
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17 JAMES J. DUNNE was born in 1923 at Kilcloon, Co. Meath. He died on 17 September 2003 at 
Hastings, MN, U.S.A. Having completed his secondary studies at St. Finian’s College, Mullingar, he 
came to Dalgan in 1941 and was ordained priest there in December 1947. His appointment to Burma 
was changed to Korea due to entry difficulties. This too was changed to Japan because of the Korean War. 
Due to a heart condition, Jim spent only one term in Japan and in 1960 he was appointed to the U.S. 
Region where he ministered as chaplain in Salve Regina Hospital, Hastings, for forty-two years despite
 severe health limitations. Jim is buried at Hastings, MN.
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18 MICHAEL BARRY was born at Cliffoney, Co. Sligo, in 1913. He  died  in  Park  House  nursing  

home,  Liverpool,  on  18 September 1946. Michael moved with his family to Liverpool after his confirmation. He studied at St. Edward’s College, Liverpool, and at Mount Melleray, Co. Waterford, before entering Dalgan

 in 1931. He was ordained priest in 1937. Assigned to Bhamo, Burma, he was interned in Mandalay by the Japanese during World War II, during which time his health failed. When the war ended he was flown to 

India and thence to England for treatment. The chaplain at Park House wrote to Dr. Michael O’Dwyer, then Superior General: “I would like you to know what a source of edification the life and death of Father Barry 

has been to all of us at Park House...His only regret was that he had given so much trouble when he might 

have left his poor body among the natives in Burma”. Michael is buried at St. Augustine’s, Liverpool.
18 + JOHN DOOLEY was born in 1906 in Shrule, Co. Galway. He died on 18 September 1997 in 
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Dalgan. Prior to his joining the Society in 1925 he had studied at Multifarnham and at St. Mary’s

 College, Galway. He was ordained priest in Omaha on 20 December 1931. After receiving his L.C.L. 

in Rome, in 1934 he returned to St. Columban’s, Nebraska, where he taught Philosophy and English. In 

1936 John became Rector of San Colombano, Rome, and Procurator General. He was appointed Regent 

of the Apostolic Delegation in Indo-China [1950] and the following year he became Apostolic Delegate 

for Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos and Thailand, having been consecrated Archbishop of Macra on 21 

December 1951. In poor health, he was expelled from Vietnam in 1959 and lived in San Colombano, 

Rome, until 1983 when he retired to Dalgan, where he is buried.
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18 JAMES FANNING [Brother Aloysius] was born in Dublin in 1900. He died at Dalgan on 18 

September 1963. He worked at a business in O’Connell Street, Dublin, before coming to Dalgan in
1927. He spent his life on the staff of Dalgan, chiefly as an assistant to the college bursar. He died 
after an illness of a few hours. Brother Aloysius is buried at Dalgan.
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18 BERNARD HEGARTY was  born  at  Glencolumbcille,  Co. Donegal, in 1925. He died at the Richmond Hospital, Dublin, on 18 September 1983. Brian entered Dalgan in 1944 after doing his secondary studies at St. Eunan’s College, Letterkenny. After his ordination in 1950 he was assigned to the Philippines where he worked in Pangasinan and Negros. In 1968 he was appointed to the District of Britain where he served as bursar for the District. In 1975 he retired to Dalgan due to failing health and is buried at Dalgan.
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18 HENRY J. McDERMOTT was born in Derry City in 1928. He died suddenly at Dumfries, 
Scotland, on 18 September 1976. Harry did his secondary studies at St. Columb’s College, Derry, before coming to Dalgan in 1946. He was ordained priest there in 1952. Owing to ill health he did not get an overseas assignment. Instead he went to Scotland where he served in the diocese of 
Galloway. He was for many years chaplain at the Marist Brothers’ school,Dumfries. Harry is buried at Dalgan.
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18 JOHN MEANEY was born at Newport, Co. Mayo, in 1920. He died at St. Columban’s, Singalong, Manila, on 18 September 2006. Having completed his secondary education at Westport Christian Brothers’ School in 1940, John came to Dalgan and was ordained there in 1946. The Philippines was to be his only mission appointment, where he served for approximately fifty-eight years. Wherever he ministered, “John will be remembered as a kind, gentle, non-judgmental man who lived a life of simplicity and poverty. His understanding of and care for the poor will be long remembered…., one who understood their plight and gave 

of his best to alleviate their situation.” John is buried at the Columban Plot, Bulua, Cagayan de Oro
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19 PATRICK J. REIDY was born in 1931 at Knightstown, Valentia Island, our only Columban representative from there. He died on 19 September 1998 at Dalgan. When Paddy had completed his studies at St. Brendan’s College, Killarney, he entered Dalgan in 1949 and was ordained priest there on 21 December 1955. Assigned to the Philippines,he spent his whole missionary life in Mindanao where he will be remembered for his kindness and selfless service to his people and Columban colleagues. He was Pro-Director there for two terms. Some few months before his death he had returned to Ireland for medical attention. Paddy is buried at Dalgan.
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20 ROBERT DEGNAN was born in Chicago in 1913. He died at St. Columban’s, Chicago, on 20 

September 1965. Bob came to St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, in 1927. He was ordained priest at the 

Cathedral, Buffalo, NY, in 1937. Assigned to China, he studied Chinese in Shanghai and went to Nancheng [1939-47]. He was appointed to promotion work at St. Columban’s, Chicago, in 1948. He developed a bad 

heart condition and was invalided for some years before his death. Bob was one of three Columban 

brothers; the others being Charles and Francis. Bob is buried at Worth, Illinois.
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20 FRANCIS GLYNN was born at Kilchreest, Co. Galway, in 1917. He died suddenly on 20 
September 1963 in the cathedral rectory, Baker, Oregon. Frank completed his secondary studies at 
Garbally Park, Ballinasloe, Co. Galway, before coming to Dalgan in 1935. He was a member of the 
first class to be ordained priest atDalgan, Navan, in 1941. Due to World War II he was unable to go 
on mission overseas so he became a chaplain to the British Forces, serving in Northern Ireland, Burma 
and India. In 1947 he went to Hanyang, China. He was assigned to promotion work in the U.S. in 1951. 
He died while on a promotion tour through Salt Lake and Montana. Frank is buried at Omaha.
20 Des Quinn was born at Quignashee, Ballina, Co. Mayo on 14 December 1931. Ordained on 21

 December 1954 he studied agriculture in Louisiana before going to Negros where he served in 
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Cawayan, La Castellana and Binalbagan until November 1956. Ten years promotion in Britain followed including a term as rector of theColumban House in Hampstead. He was even invited to do mission 

appeals in US bases in Germany. Back in Negros in October 1973 he worked in Isabela, Himamaylan 

and Binalbagan before Vocations Ministry in the US in 1979. He was pastor of Hinoba-an from 

1981-1987 and District Superior, Negros from 1987 to 1991. Mission Awareness and Promotion in 

Manila was next and two terms as Vice-Director of the Philippine Region beginning in 1993. He was 

Regional Bursar in Ireland from 2000 to 2008, combining efficiency with obliging courtesy. Des suffered 

a couple of small strokes yet the suddenness of his final illness took all by surprise. He died in Our 

Lady’s Hospital, Navan on 20 September 2015 and is buried in Dalgan.
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21 JOHN DOYLE was born at Carrig, Enniscorthy, Co. Wexford, in 1925. He died at Dalgan on 

21 September 1998. Having completed his secondary studies at St. Peter’s College, Wexford, he 

entered Dalgan and was ordained there on 21 December 1950. He was a member of the first group of 

Columbans that went to Fiji in 1952. His entire missionary life was spent in Fiji. John was well known 

for his knowledge of and respect for Fijian language and culture. He is credited with making primary 

education available to children in many rural villages. Early in 1998 he returned to Ireland critically ill 

and died peacefully, supported by family, friends and some grateful Fijian admirers. John is buried at 

Dalgan.
21 Raymond McNicholas was born in 1924 at St. Gabriel’s Parish in the Archdiocese of Chicago. 

He died at the Mercy Nursing Facility in Lackawanna, New York, on 21 September 2009. After his 
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time in grade school he went to Quigley Prep. Seminary, then joined the Columbans in 1939 and studied 

at Silver Creek in preparation for priesthood. Ray was ordained at St. Cecilia’s Cathedral, Omaha,

 in December 1949 and appointed to the Philippines. He was given chaplaincy work in Manila and

then  appointed priest-in-charge of Malate until his return to the U.S. in 1957. There he worked in 

Mission Education for a year and was then appointed Spiritual Director in Silver Creek, and later in 

Silver Creek and Derby until 1971, when he was appointed Superior in Derby. Assigned to 

Westminster parish in 1976, Ray went to the Virgin Islands in 1978. Returning to the U.S. he 

assumed the role of superior in Bristol in 1980 and in 1994 he was appointed to St. Bernadette’s 

parish, Buffalo. He retired to Silver Creek in 2008, where his burial took place on 25 September 2009.
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21 + James Michaels was born on 30 May 1926 in Chicago IL. He died on 21 September 2010 in Silver Creek, NY. Jim’s studies for priesthood began with the Columbans at Silver Creek in 1940 and were completed with them when he was ordained in 1951 at St. Colmbanus Church, Chicago.  His first assignment was further studies – in Rome where he acquired a Doctor of Missiology in 1955. In 1956 he was appointed dean of the college at Milton and in 1957 he was assigned to Korea, specifically Kwangju Archdiocese, where in 1965 he was to become the Vicar General. When Archbishop Henry resigned in 1971 and was succeeded by a native Korean bishop, Bishop Jim resigned his duties as auxiliary bishop and returned as pastor to the leper colony of Sorokdo where he had previously worked. Two years later, he was appointed auxiliary bishop of  Wheeling-Charleston, WV, and spent 14 years there before retiring to Silver Creek in 2005. Bishop Jim is buried at Clinton, MD.
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22 JOHN ROCHE was born in 1934 at Clondrohid, Macroom, Co. Cork. He died on 22 September 2008 at Derrinagree, Co.Cork. Having completed his secondary studies at St. Colman’s, Fermoy, he came to Dalgan in 1953 and was ordained priest there on 21 December 1959. Assigned to Korea, Jack’s fluency with th Korean language and his bright

personality made him very acceptable wherever he worked – the dioceses of Chun Chon, Inchon, Suwon and in Seoul. For ten years he served in hospital ministry before returning to Ireland in 2000 where he occasionally assisted in his home diocese of Cloyne and entertained with many stories from Korea. He is buried at Dalgan.
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23 PATRICK O’REILLY was from Kingscourt, Co. Cavan, where he was born in 1880. He died at San Diego, CA, on 23 September  1942.  Paddy  studied  at  C.B.S.,  Richmond  Street, Dublin, before going to St. Patrick’s College, Maynooth, to study for priesthood in the diocese of Meath. He was ordained priest in 1906
and served as curate in the diocese until 1915 when he received permission to join Edward Galvin to work 

with the French Vincentians in Zhejiang, China. He was one of the founding members of the Society. He was appointed Spiritual Director at St. Senan’s College, Cahiracon, in 1920. Paddy returned to China in 1921 and worked in Hanyang where he remained until 1935. Due to indifferent health he returned to Ireland and later went to the U.S. Paddy is buried at Holy Cross Cemetery, San Diego, CA.
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24 PATRICK BRENNAN was born in Chicago in 1901. He was killed in Korea, presumably on 24 September 1950. He was educated at St. Rita’s High School, Chicago [1915-17], Quigley Prep. Seminary, Chicago [1917-22], Mundelein Seminary, Chicago, [1922-28]. Ordained priest for the archdiocese of 
Chicago in 1928, he joined the Society in 1936 and went to Korea in 1937. In 1942 he was repatriated to 

the U.S. as “an enemy alien”. He joined the U.S. Army as chaplain, served in Europe and was awarded the Soldiers’ Medal for bravery. Pat returned to Korea in 1946. In 1947 he was appointed Regional Director of 

Asia and resided in Shanghai, China. A year later he was appointed Prefect Apostolic of Kwangju, Korea. 

He was taken into custody along with Tom Cusack and Jack O’Brien by North Korean troops on 24 July 

1950 at Mokpo. They were taken to Taejon prison and are presumed to have perished in the general 

massacre of prisoners there on the night of 24 September 1950. His body was never found.
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24 THOMAS CUSACK was born at Ballycotton, Co. Clare, in 1910. He is presumed to have died in 

Taejon, Korea, on 24 September 1950. After secondary education at St. Mary’s College, Galway, Tom 

came to Dalgan in 1928 and was ordained priest there in 1934. He was assigned to Korea where he remained until his firstholiday home in 1947. In 1949 he was appointed Vice-Director of the Region of Korea. 
He was stationed in Mokpo when the North Korean army overran most of South Korea, including Mokpo. 
He was taken into custody along with Monsignor Pat Brennan and Jack O’Brien. All three are presumed 
to have perished in the general massacre of prisoners at Taejon on the night of 24 September 1950. 
Their bodies were never found
24 DANIEL McGEOWN was born near Lurgan, Co. Armagh, in 1911. He died in Burma on 24 
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September 1947 after an operation for appendicitis. Dan received his secondary education at St. Colman’s College, Newry [1928-33], before coming to Dalgan in September 1933. He was ordained priest there 

in 1939. World War II prevented him from going on overseas mission so he took temporary work in his 

home diocese of Dromore. In 1946 he went to Burma and worked in the Bhamo area. He died in 

Burma on 24 September 1947 after an operation for appendicitis. He was brought on a stretcher over the 

hills from his parish to Bhamo hospital but by the time he got there it was too late. Dan is buried at Bhamo.
.
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24 JOHN O’BRIEN was born at Donamon, Co. Roscommon, in 1918. He is presumed to have been killed in Korea on 24 September 1950. Jack received his secondary education at St. Nathy’s  College,  Ballaghaderreen,  Co.  Roscommon  [1931-36], before coming to Dalgan in 1936. He was ordained priest in 1942. Due to World War II he was unable to go on overseas mission so he served as a chaplain to the British Army until 1948 when he went to Korea. Jack stayed on in Mokpo with Monsignor Pat Brennan and Tom Cusack when the North Korean Army captured the town. The three were taken to Taejon and imprisoned there. They are presumed to have died in the general massacre of prisoners of war and civilians on 24 September 1950. Jack’s brother, Vincent, was also a Columban Father. Jack’s remains were never located.
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24 RICHARD STOKES was born in 1908 at Thurles, Co. Tipperary. He died on 24 September 1995 at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, NY. Having studied at Christian Brothers College, Thurles, Dick went to Dalgan, in 1925 and studied Latin for a year prior to entering St. Columban’s, Cahiracon. He returned to Dalgan in 1927 where he was ordained priest on 21 December 1932. In 1936 he received a D.C.L. in Rome and was appointed manager of the U.S. FAR EAST. In 1949 he joined the teaching staff at St. Columban’s, Nebraska, where he taught philosophy, canon law, Latin and English. In 1953 he was named first rector of Milton seminary. He continued to teach in Milton until 1967 when, at the age of 60, he went to Korea to act as canon law advisor and secretary to Bishop Tom Stewart. Returning to the U.S. in 1984 he resided at Silver Creek, where he is buried.
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25 ROBERT J. CULLEN was born in 1916 in St. Peter’s Parish, Glasgow. His family moved to Ireland and, at the age of six, Bob emigrated to Chicago. He died on 25 September 1994 at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, NY. Bob began his studies for priesthood at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, in 1931. He was ordained priest
on 18 December 1943. He worked in Los Alamitos, CA, and in 1945 he went to the Philippines, working first 
in Malate Parish before going to Mindanao where he spent more than forty years. He was noted for his building skills and he supervised the building of a number of churches and schools. Ill health led to his return to the U.S. in 1992 and to retirement at Silver Creek. 

Bob is buried at Silver Creek, NY.
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25 John Griffin was born in Timaru, New Zealand in 1927, joined the Columbans in 1944, and was 

ordained at Dunedin in 1950. Assigned to the Philippines, to the Diocese of Iba, Zambales, he learned 

Ilokano and worked in parishes for twenty years. In 1970 he returned to New Zealand to have his right leg amputated due to cancer. With an artificial limb, and his fiddle, he joined the mission education team based in Lower Hutt. The Bishops’ Conference nominated him to head the National Missions Office in 1974. For ten years he enthusiastically promoted mission in all corners of the country. He volunteered to go to Chile in 1985, learned Spanish, and ministered in Santiago, making a tremendous contribution in pastoral work and on promotion, publishing the Columban Calendar and sending it to every parish in the country. Returning to New Zealand he aroused mission awareness in the Diocese of Auckland. Ageing and a loss of mobility led to dedicated healthcare at the Aroha Centre for the Elderly. He died peacefully in Wellington on 25 September 2014.
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26 BERNARD MURTAGH was born at Arva, Co. Cavan, in 1900. He died at St. Joseph’s Hospital, Trim, Co. Meath, on 26 September 1974. Barney was engaged in farming when he decided to become a priest. He went to St. Mary’s College, Moyne, Arva [1921-24], and to St. Kieran’s College, Kilkenny [1924-26], where
he studied philosophy before coming to St. Senan’s College, Cahiracon [1926-27]. He was ordained priest at Dalgan in 1930. Barney went to China in 1931 and worked in Jiangxi under Bishop Cleary. In 1948 he was appointed to do promotion work in Ireland. He went to the Philippines in 1954 and worked mostly in the Lingayen area. Failing health forced him to return to Ireland in 1972. Barney is buried at Dalgan.
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26 M. KEVIN O’DOHERTY was born in Derry City in 1913. He died at Our Lady’s Hospital, Navan, 
on 26 September 1965 after a brief illness. When he was quite young, Kevin’s family emigrated to the U.S. 
He was educated for priesthood at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, and St. Columban’s, Nebraska. Ordained 
priest in 1940 he took his Doctorate in theology at the Catholic University of America, in 1944 and was appointed to the teaching staff of St. Columban’s Seminary, Milton, where he was rector from 1959 to 1962. Kevin was a member of the Superior General’s Council at the time of his death. He is buried at Dalgan.
27 MICHAEL ACTON was born in 1921 in the parish of Milltown, Co. Galway. He died unexpectedly 
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on 27 September 1996 at his residence in Belmount, Milltown. When Mick had completed his secondary
 studies at St. Jarlath’s College, Tuam [1934-40], he entered Dalgan where he was ordained priest on 21 December1946. His first assignment - China - was a brief one, having to depart from there after one 
year’s language study in Peking due to the Communist take-over. For the next twenty-two years [1950-72]
 he worked in Mindanao, Philippines. He then returned to Ireland and did pastoral work in Tuam 
Archdiocese, mainly in his home parish of Milltown, where he is buried.
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27 PATRICK BASTABLE was born in 1918 at Blackrock, Co. Dublin. He died of cancer at his home in Blackrock on 27 September 1992. Paddy came to Dalgan in 1939 having done graduate studies at Holy Cross College, Clonliffe [1935-38], and at U.C.D. [1938-39]. He was ordained priest at Dalgan on 21
December 1943 and then continued post-graduate studies in U.C.D. He was appointed professor of 

philosophy in Maynooth [1947-49]; All Hallows [1949-50]; St. Columban’s, Dalgan [1950-53] and 

Milton, MA [1953-59]. In 1959 he became rector at St. Columban’s, Templeogue, Dublin, and 

remained there until 1972. From 1960-88 he was also lecturing in philosophy at U.C.D. In his final 

years he gave much time to the preparation for publication of Dan Conneely’s manuscripts on St. 

Patrick. Paddy is buried at Dalgan.
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27 PATRICK CASHMAN was born at Bayonne, New Jersey, in 1917. He died on 27 September 2002 at Silver Creek, NY, where his formation for Columban priesthood began seventy-one years earlier. From Silver Creek he went to Bristol in 1936, to Nebraska in 1939 and was ordained in Providence, RI, in December
1942. Assigned to promotion work, Pat worked from Perryville, Silver Creek, Nebraska and Chicago before being assigned to the Philippines in 1950. From 1972 to 1978 he did promotion work in Australia and then returned to the U.S. where he was Guest Master at St. Columban’s, San Francisco. The Virgin Islands was his next assignment. Eight years later [1987] he was assigned to the U.S and lived in semi-retirement in Bristol, RI. From 1990 he resided at Silver Creek, in indifferent health. Pat is buried at St. Columban’s, Silver Creek, NY.
27 THOMAS HENAGHAN was  born  in  1911  at  Hazelwood, Pittsburg, PA. He died after heart surgery 
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on 27 September 1992 in Omaha. After studies in St. Rosalia High School, Pittsburg [1924-27]; St. Columban’s, Silver Creek [1927-28]; and St. Columban’s, Nebraska [1928-35], Tom was ordained priest on 21 December
1934. He was assigned to promotion work in the U.S. and worked out of Omaha and San Diego. In 1943 he was appointed to the teaching staff at Silver Creek. He went to Fiji in 1956, teaching at Xavier College, Ba, and being headmaster there from 1958-62. Reassigned to Silver Creek in 1965 he remained there until it closed in 1968, when he was transferred to St. Columban’s, Oconomowoc. From 1971 until his final illness he served in the General Mission Office in Omaha. Tom is buried at Holy Sepulchre Cemetery, Omaha.
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28 JOSEPH MURTAGH was born at Drumcree, Mullingar, Co. Westmeath in 1928. He died at Our Lady’s Hospital, Navan, on 28 September 2007. Joe came to Dalgan Park in 1946 having completed his secondary studies at St. Finian’s College, Mullingar, and was ordained there in December 1952. He was initially appointed
to study agriculture in Louisiana, USA and then in 1954 to the Philippines where he worked in Mindanao. In 1978 he accepted an assignment to the Filipino Chaplaincy in London but, though he loved to work with Filipinos, he was unhappy there and requested that he be reassigned to the Philippines, which was granted. Having been diagnosed with multiple sclerosis he eventually [2001] returned to Ireland, and to Dalgan where 
his ministry of presence comforted many of his fellow-Columbans and all who confided in him. Joe is buried at Dalgan.
28 W. BERNARD WAY was born at Brunswick, a suburb of Melbourne, Australia, in 1912. He 
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died at Royal Perth Hospital, WA,  on  28  September  1993.  When  Berny  had  completed  his
secondary education at St. Patrick’s College, East Melbourne, he began his studies for Columban 
priesthood at St. Columban’s, NorthEssendon, in 1929 and then went to Dalgan, Ireland to study 
theology. He was ordained priest at Dalgan on 21 December 1935 and assigned to Burma in 1936 where 
he worked for the next forty-two years in the Bhamo area. In 1942 he was captured by the Japanese and 
interned in Mandalay until 1945. During his period in internment he composed two catechisms and other catechetical books in Kachin. After his release he was put in charge of the catechists’ school in Bhamo. 
When the Columban Fathers withdrew from Burma in 1977 he was assigned to St. Columban’s, Rivervale, Western Australia and is buried at Karrakatta Cemetery.
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29 THOMAS DALY was born in 1927 in Buffalo, NY. He died on 29 September 1997 in a 

Buffalo hospital while on holidays from Fiji. Having studied at Canisius College, Buffalo, and 

served in the U.S. Army for a year, he joined the Columbans in 1950 and was ordained priest on 18 

December 1954. He then completed a science course at Boston College and in 1957 he was appointed 
to the teaching staff in Silver Creek, NY, where he was also Dean. Tom was appointed to Fiji in 1967 
and taught in Xavier College. In 1992 he was appointed Regional Director. He returned to the U.S. on 
vacation in 1997 during which time his health deteriorated. Tom is buried at Silver Creek, NY.
29 ROBERT GALVIN was born in Newtownshandrum, Co. Cork, in 1897. He died on 29 
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September 1952. Bob was a brother of Columban James Galvin. When he came to Dalgan in 1918 he 

had spent two years at St. Kieran’s College, Kilkenny, where he had done his philosophy course. 

His secondary studies had been at St. Colman’s College, Fermoy. He was ordained priest at Dalgan in 

1922. Bob was in charge of the group of Columbans which travelled to China in 1922. He worked in 

Hanyang [1922-31] until ill health forced him to return to Ireland. He became chaplain to the Sisters of 

Charity, Carrigoran House, Newmarket-on-Fergus, and later to the Franciscan Sisters, Hope Castle, Castleblaney, where he died. Bob is buried at Dalgan.
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29 JAMES GERAGHTY was born in Ballygar, Co. Galway, in 1901. He died in Galway on 29 

September 1955. Jim was a brother of Columban Brian Geraghty. He received his secondary education at Summerhill College, Sligo, from whence he went to the Irish College, Salamanca, Spain [1919-21], to 

study for priesthood in the diocese of Elphin. He came to Dalgan in 1921 and was ordained priest there 

in 1924. He did post-graduate studies in Rome [1925-27] where he obtained his Doctorate in Canon Law. 

From 1927 until his death in 1955 he was on the teaching staff at Dalgan. Jim is buried at Dalgan.
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30 W. BERNARD HAWKE was born in Ceylon in 1917. He died  at  Hastings,  MN,  on  30  September  1969.  Barney’s family emigrated to New Zealand where he studied at St. Patrick’s College, Silverstream, Wellington, before coming to St. Columban’s, Essendon, in 1938. He did his theology course at St. Columban’s,
Nebraska [1941-45], where he was ordained priest in 1944. He returned to Australia in 1945. He was appointed to Korea in 1949 but due to the Korean War he went instead to Japan [1949-52]. In 1952 he went to the U.S. 

and later [1958] joined the Trappists at Huntsville, Utah. At the end of a two-year novitiate he returned to the Columbans and was engaged in retreat work at St. Columban’s, Nebraska. He was assigned to St. Columban’s College, Turramurra, in 1966. When he became ill in 1969 he returned to the U.S. [He was an American citizen]. Cancer was diagnosed. Barney is buried at St. Paul, Minnesota.
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30 EDWARD L. KIELY was born in the parish of Cappagh, Co. Waterford, in 1925. He died 
suddenly at Dalgan on 30 September 1993. When Ned had completed his secondary studies at 
Mount Melleray, Co. Waterford, he entered Dalgan in 1943 where he was ordained priest on 21 December 1949. Assigned to Japan in 1950, one of his duties there during his first term was secretary 
to the Bishop of Fukuoka. In 1964 he was appointed to the Irish Region, due to indifferent health, and worked 
in some pastoral assignments until forced to retire to Dalgan in 1977. Ned is buried at Dalgan.
