Second Sunday
of Advent

Gospel:

First Reading:
Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 72
— Justice shall flourish in his tine, and fullness of peace forever.

Second Reading:

Isaiah 11:1-10

Romans 15:4-9
Matthew 3:1-12

More than two thousand years ago, the Lord
came, yet he, like a young shoot, still had to
grow in the world. Thus, on this second
Sunday of Advent, the Church uses the Book
of Isaiah to recount the prophecy about the
Messiah whose family, says the prophet, is
like a large tree: Jesse and David are like the
roots and the trunk, while the kings descended
from them are its branches and shoots.

God had promised this family an eternal
kingdom, but one day He would be forced to
cut down this tree because of unfaithfulness.
Nevertheless, a new shoot would rise from the
root, a great king full of the power of the Lord.
This king would possess the best qualities of
all the members of his family: he would be
wise and intelligent like Solomon, strong and
powerful like David, and he would fear God,
that is, remain obedient to Him like the
Patriarchs. And above all, he would have a
quality that nobody had before him: he would
be just and would defend the poor and the
oppressed.

The prophecy was never fulfilled before the
birth of Jesus, the expected descendant of the
family of David. Yet, even after the birth of
Jesus, hate and violence remain, the powerful
lording over the weak, people being denied
their basic human rights, and much
unfaithfulness even within the ranks of the
Church.

The second reading from Paul’s letter to the
Romans explains the virtues we must cultivate
as members of the Christian community so
that the Lord may visit us. And what are these?
Paul recommends everyone to be charitable, to
show love and reciprocal respect. Paul takes
his example from the Lord: Jesus did not seek
to please himself but placed himself at the
service of others. Therefore, his followers
should be ready to set limits on their own
freedom when this is demanded by charity.

Today, our Christian communities are made up
of persons from many different origins, races,
tribes, and  cultures. Our  Christian
communities must then be societies where we
can hold respectful dialogue and help one
another, even if we hold different opinions and
practice different customs.

Thus, on this second Sunday of Advent, a
model is proposed to us in John the Baptist
who prepared the people of Israel for the
coming of the Messiah and who can once more
teach us how to welcome the Lord who comes.

Who was John the Baptist? Matthew describes
him as an austere man: he ate simple food
from the desert rather than the food of the rich
and the corrupt; he wore simple and rustic
clothes like the prophet Elijah, who, we are
told wore a hair cloak and a leather loincloth.

John challenged people to reform their lives, to
repent from sin and to undergo purification in
the Jordan. He even told the Israelites that
being a descendant of Abraham would count
for nothing if good deeds were not evident in
their lives in the same way that it is not enough
for a person to have his or her own name
recorded in the Book of Baptism. No, the
exterior appearance of belonging to the
chosen people is not enough. The Baptist tells
us as he told the people of his time “that God
can raise children for Abraham from these
stones.” As a preacher, teacher and prophet,
John the Baptist pointed beyond himself and
was a signpost to the coming of Christ into the
world. His mission was “to prepare the way of
the Lord.”

The call of John the Baptist to repentance is
directed to us even in our times. It is an urgent
invitation for us to prepare a way for the Lord
to come into our hearts. And when we come
right down to it, that is what Advent is all
about. It means renewing our lives by
acknowledging our need for Christ who is
constantly calling us to higher things.

Each Advent is an opportunity for us to come
closer to Christ and deepen our relationship
with him through prayer and repentance. His
power is at work in our lives if we can make
peace with family members we have rejected,
neighbors we have had a falling out with,
people we have no time for and whose plight
we ignore.

Breaking down these barriers will open the
way for Christ to come to us and be reborn in
our hearts and homes.

Hace mas de dos mil afios, el Sefior vino, pero ¢l, como un retoflo, ain debia crecer en
el mundo. Asi, en este segundo domingo de Adviento, la Iglesia usa el Libro de Isaias
para narrar la profecia sobre el Mesias, cuya familia, dice el profeta, es como un gran
arbol: Jes¢ y David son como las raices y el tronco, mientras que los reyes que
descienden de ellos son sus ramas y retonios.

Dios habia prometido a esta familia un reino eterno, pero un dia se veria obligado a |
talar este arbol por su infidelidad. Sin embargo, un nuevo retofio surgiria de la raiz, un
gran rey lleno del poder del Sefior. Este rey poseeria las mejores cualidades de todos
los miembros de su familia: serfa sabio e inteligente como Salomon, fuerte y poderoso §
como David, y temeria a Dios, es decir, le obedeceria como los patriarcas. Y, sobre
todo, tendria una cualidad que nadie antes de ¢l tuvo: seria justo y defenderia a los
pobres y oprimidos.

La profecia nunca se cumplié antes del nacimiento de Jesus, el esperado descendiente |
de la familia de David. Sin embargo, incluso después del nacimiento de Jests,
persisten el odio y la violencia, el dominio de los poderosos sobre los débiles, la
negacion de los derechos humanos fundamentales y la infidelidad, incluso dentro de la
Iglesia.

La segunda lectura de la carta de Pablo a los Romanos explica las virtudes que debemos cultivar como miembros de la
comunidad cristiana para que el Sefior nos visite. ;Y cudles son? Pablo recomienda a todos ser caritativos, mostrar amor
y respeto reciproco. Pablo toma su ejemplo del Sefior: Jesus no hizo lo que quiso, sino que se puso al servicio de los
demas. Por lo tanto, sus seguidores deben estar dispuestos a poner limites a su propia libertad cuando la caridad lo exija.

Hoy, nuestras comunidades cristianas estan formadas por personas de diversos origenes, razas, tribus y culturas. Nuestras
comunidades cristianas deben ser, pues, sociedades donde podamos dialogar respetuosamente y ayudarnos mutuamente,
incluso si tenemos opiniones y costumbres diferentes.

Asi, en este segundo domingo de Adviento, se propone un modelo en Juan Bautista, que preparo6 al pueblo de Israel para
la venida del Mesias y que puede ensefiarnos una vez mas como acoger al Sefior que viene.

(Quién fue Juan el Bautista? Mateo lo describe como un hombre austero: comia alimentos sencillos del desierto en lugar
de la comida de los ricos y corruptos; vestia ropas sencillas y rusticas como el profeta Elias, quien, segun escuchamos,
vestia una tunica de pelo de camello cefiida con un cinturén de cuero.

Juan inst6 a la gente a reformar sus vidas, a arrepentirse del pecado y a someterse a la purificacion en el Jordan. Incluso
les dijo a los israelitas que ser descendiente de Abraham no serviria de nada si las buenas obras no fueran evidentes en
sus vidas, de la misma manera que no basta con tener su nombre inscrito en el Libro del Bautismo. No, la apariencia
exterior de pertenecer al pueblo elegido no basta. Juan el Bautista nos dice, como le dijo a la gente de su tiempo, “hasta
de estas piedras puede Dios sacar hijos de Abraham”. Como predicador, maestro y profeta, Juan el Bautista sefial6 mas
alla de si mismo y fue una sefial para la venida de Cristo al mundo. Su misioén era “preparar el camino del Sefior”.

El llamado de Juan el Bautista al arrepentimiento se dirige a nosotros incluso en nuestros tiempos. Es una invitacion
urgente a preparar el camino para que el Sefior entre en nuestros corazones. Y, en definitiva, de eso se trata el Adviento.
Significa renovar nuestras vidas reconociendo nuestra necesidad de Cristo, quien constantemente nos llama a cosas mas
elevadas.

Cada Adviento es una oportunidad para acercarnos a Cristo y profundizar nuestra relacion con él mediante la oracion y el
arrepentimiento. Su poder obra en nuestras vidas si logramos hacer las paces con familiares que hemos rechazado,
vecinos con los que nos hemos distanciado, personas para las que no tenemos tiempo y cuyas dificultades ignoramos.

Derribar estas barreras abrira el camino para que Cristo venga a nosotros y renazca en nuestros corazones y hogares. +

2. “the Gospel - always have the Gospel in your pocket ...The
pilgrimage is made by re-reading the journey that Jesus took, up to the
extreme gift of Self. .. when one reads the Gospel, there is someone
beside us. It is the Holy Spirit. It is He who makes us understand well
what the Gospel does. *

3. “Matthew 25 Protocol”: “Whatever you did for one of these least
brothers of mine, you did for me” (Mt 25:40)...doing good, to people
who also smaller, the most disadvantaged people. Always do good.
Along the way, be attentive to others, especially those who struggle
the most, who have fallen, who are in need...” To the Italian pilgrims of
the The Way of St James, December 19, 2024.
