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Pastor's Message

Sixth Sunday of Easter- May 9, 2021| -

“This is my commandment: love one another as I love you.
No one has greater love than this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.
[John 15: 12-13]

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, the liturgy of the Sixth Sunday of Easter, Cycle B, gives
us a chance to reflect about the greatest commandment in the law and the prophet: love one
another. Jesus said to his disciples, “This is my commandment: love one another as I love you.”
What a day to focus our reflection to, on this Sunday when we also honor and show our
sincere appreciation for everything that mothers are doing. Today we also celebrate Mothers’
Day! Happy Mothers’ Day to all mothers and to those who are about to become mothers.

When I was younger and restless, I thought I knew pretty well what love is all about. I would
say that most of us, if not all of us, experience love in many ways. Being in love, loving
someone or loved by someone, 1s a familiar reality for the most part. We all have known the
love of somebody, a friend, a family member or an acquaintance.

However, when I become older I sometimes wonder if I have enough understanding of what
that most abused word in the dictionary really means? Because the fact is, if we are truly
honest to ourselves, we would realize that our understanding of the word ‘love’ is not even
close to its real meaning. Why i1s it so? I think because the older we get, the more we also
learn about the dark side of this reality.

Most of us witness these experiences: We fall in love and think it will last forever, but then
fall out of love, feel love go sour, feel love grow cold, see love betrayed, feel ourselves wound-
ed by love, and wound others. Finally, even more upsetting, we all find that there are always
people in our lives who are cold, bitter, and unforgiving towards us so that it is not always
easy to feel love for them and be loving. It is one thing to love someone who adores you. It is
quite another to love someone who wants you dead!

This 1s the real test of love. Jesus’ command to love contains a critical distinction. Jesus says,
“Love one another as I love you.” There 1s something unique in the kind of love that Jesus com-
mands us to do. The way he loves 1s very different from the way we love. What shatters our
illusion of love is the presence in our lives of people who hate us. They are the test. It is there
where we have to measure up. If we can love them, we are real lovers; if we cannot, we are
still under a self-serving illusion that we have loved as Jesus has loved us. We still have a long
way to go in terms of imitating the love of God in Christ Jesus. Maybe it is time to change
that illusion.

Cuando era mas joven e inquieta, pensé que sabia bastante bien de qué se trata el amor. Yo diria
que la mayoria de nosotros, si no todos, experimentamos el amor de muchas maneras. Estar
enamorado, amar a alguien o ser amado por alguien, es una realidad familiar en su mayor parte.
Todos hemos conocido el amor de alguien, un amigo, un familiar o un conocido.

Sin embargo, cuando me hago mayor, a veces me pregunto si tengo suficiente comprension de lo
que realmente significa la palabra més abusada en el diccionario. Porque el hecho es que, si somos
verdaderamente honestos con nosotros mismos, nos dariamos cuenta de que nuestra comprension
de la palabra "amor" ni siquiera se acerca a su significado real. ;Por qué es esto entonces? Creo que,
porque cuantos mayores nos hacemos, mas también aprendemos sobre el lado oscuro de esta
realidad.

La mayoria de nosotros somos testigos de estas experiencias: n0os enamoramos y pensamos que
durara para siempre, pero luego nos desenamoramos, sentimos que el amor se vuelve amargo,
sentimos que el amor se enfria, vemos el amor traicionado, nos sentimos heridos por el amor y
herimos a los demas. Finalmente, lo que es atin mas perturbador, todos encontramos que siempre
hay personas en nuestras vidas que son frias, amargadas e implacables con nosotros, por lo que no
siempre es facil sentir amor por ellos y ser carifiosos. Una cosa es amar a alguien que te adora. jOtra
muy distinta es amar a alguien que te quiere muerto!

Esta es la verdadera prueba del amor. El mandamiento de Jesus de amar contiene una distincion
fundamental. Jesus dice: "Amense los unos a los otros como yo los amo". Hay algo tnico en el tipo
de amor que Jesus nos manda a hacer. La forma en que El ama es muy diferente a la forma en que
amamos. Lo que rompe nuestra ilusion de amor es la presencia en nuestras vidas de personas que
nos odian.

Associate Pastor's Message

Sixth Sudday of Easter- May 3, 2021

Peter had a problem with "the Jewish believers." They were reluctant to accept and integrate into
the new Christian community the new believers from the pagan faith; the gentiles. What's more,
they resented him for not following all Jewish traditions and laws. They complained to Pedro
because they ate unclean animals, because they were not circumcised ... well, they complained
about everything.

In the middle of this, comes the story of Cornelius, the Roman centurion, and challenges all his
schemes and sensibilities. A representative of all that “the Jewish believers” were resisting and
gives Peter and obviously all of us a great testimony.

Cornelius, who he, his family, and everyone in his household believed in God, prayed to God,
and did works of charity, had a vision of an Angel who asked him to find Simon Peter in Jopa.
The next day he sent two of his servants and one of his trusted soldiers to look for Pedro.

Peter, hungry, began to pray and had a vision of all kinds of animals that the Jews considered
unclean, and a voice that told Peter "eat." And Peter says that he has never eaten impure food
and the voice tells him: "Do not consider what God has made pure as impure." And thinking of
the vision came the three men that Cornelius had sent. Peter was led by the Spirit to receive
them and invited them to eat. And with that, Peter knew he was going to get in trouble with "the
Jewish believers." The next day, Pedro accompanies Cornelio's messengers and arrives at his
house. This is where the first reading for this Sunday begins to narrate.

Cornelio seeing Pedro, goes out to meet him and prostrates himself. Pedro immediately picks
him up and reminds him that he is just a man, like him.

Pedro was amazed at how many people were waiting for him inside the house! I think he
thought, if he had gotten in trouble for inviting three to lunch, this meeting was going to be
worse for him. The point is that Peter doesn't just go with a group of Jewish believers. All eyes
are on him.

Peter then heard Cornelius give his testimony of faith and his vision. It was then that Peter
concluded in the midst of all the people: “Now I realize that God does not distinguish between
people, but accepts the one who fears him and practices justice, regardless of the nation.

A confirmation of this message was the gift of the Holy Spirit. God does not distinguish
between persons, but accepts and loves everyone. This is loving. The type of love that God asks
of us is to accept in your life, people who do not follow your rules, your lifestyle, your customs,
your culture, your food, your language, your laws of life. It is accepting that God loves them just
like you, just as they are.
