Like the LORD provid-

ing water and manna in the desert, Jesus provides 
food and drink to sustain us, taking it one step 

further by transforming it to his own Body and 
Blood. As we receive the Eucharist today, let us 

realize the sustenance we are given.

Eucharist we share today strengthen and enliven 
us as we bring Jesus with us to the
