“From the Organ bench…” 
"Jesus Christ is Risen Today!" 
 

A very Blessed and Happy Easter to all of you from the Music Ministry of 
St. Gregory the Great! 
 

Today's Gathering hymn (also called the "Processional" and or "Opening" hymn) is 
"Jesus Christ is Risen Today". The lyrics as we know them were written by one of the 
greatest hymnists of all time, the Rev. Charles Wesley (1707-1788) and find its basis 
in a 14th Century German manuscript and has had various translations and iterations 
by different composers and lyricists before the hymn we know today was published. 
Like "O Come All ye Faithful" at Christmas, "All Glory Laud and Honor" on Palm 
Sunday (which we celebrated last week), its one of those hymns seemingly attached 
at the hip to being sung on Easter Sunday across most mainline Christian 
denomination. It's almost an unwritten "rule" this hymn should be sung on Easter 
Sunday, particularly as the Gathering hymn. 
 

Something for us to think about is the opening title "Jesus Christ is Risen Today". Of 
course we sing on Easter Sunday because that is the day we commemorate Our Lord's 
Resurrection. But technically we can also sing this on November 23rd, or July 4th or 
even on December 25th, because Jesus Christ IS Risen today, this calendar day of 
4/20/2025. My dear Brothers and Sisters, Jesus Christ lives! 
And "because he lives.." to paraphrase another great old hymn, 
"...we can face tomorrow..." and the future with hope. 
 

Our Easter celebrations continue over these next 7 days of the 
"Octave" of Easter (considered to be one long Liturgical day 
equivalent to Easter Sunday) and the wider Easter season 
lasting over the next 40/50 days.
