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“From the Organ bench…”

Today mark's the Church's 3rd most important Feast, the 
Solemnity of Pentecost! This feast is so important, we 
have a rare liturgical "treat" which takes place during 

Mass, this is called a "Sequence". The Sequence is a special kind of 
Gregorian Chant that comes between the second reading and the Gospel acclamation. 
Sequences used to be a lot more common before the reforms of the Council of Trent (1545-
1563) which reduced the number of sequences to 4, namely for Easter, Pentecost, Corpus 
Christi and Requiem Masses. The most famous of the 4 is the "Dies Irae" written for the 
Requiem (Funeral) Mass and has been quoted repeatedly in film scores and classical music. 
The Pentecost sequence will be heard today at the 8:00am and 10:00am Masses. 
 

The authorship of the text for the Pentecost sequence is attributed to Pope Innocent III 
(1161-1216) and Archbishop of Canterbury, Stephen Langton (1150-1228). Although much 
too long to publish here, the full text can be found on page 172 of your purple missalette. 
 

Pentecost is so solemn, it used to be marked by an "Octave", that is to say, 7 more days of 
celebration of Pentecost until the following Sunday much like Christmas and Easter still 
does  today. But in the reforms of the Second Vatican Council in the 1960s, the Monday 
after Pentecost returns the Church to Ordinary time. Although many in the Church still 
personally observe the octave of Pentecost leading up to the glory of Trinity Sunday which 
we'll be celebrating next week. 
 

Today at 10:00am Mass, our English Choir has been working hard on a special selection 
(called an "Octavo"). The title of this selection is "Lead me Lord" with music by Samuel 
Sebastian Wesley with a text derived from Psalms chapter 5, verse 8: 
 

"Lead me, Lord, in thy righteousness; make thy way plain before my face 
For it is thou, Lord, thou, Lord only, that makest me dwell in safety"
