The Dedication of the Lateran Basilica
November 9, 2025

When [ was 22. | entered St. Peter’s Basilica for the first time. It
floored me. I could hardly take it in. its grandeur, majestic arches,
vibrant colors, and the light that danced through its high windows.
Somehow, amidst such splendor, I felt an overwhelming sense of
belonging, as if 1 had finally come home. Jesus reorients how we
Catholics see sacred buildings. In today’s Gospel he says, “Destroy
this temple, and in three days I will raise it up” (John 2:13-22).
His riddle implies, shockingly, that his own body is now the
fundamental dwelling place of God and humanity. The temple in
Jerusalem has been superseded. In our churches today — whether
they mirror the basilica’s grandeur or embrace humble simplicity
— we experience architectural symbols of Christ’s risen body. It is
no accident we call them “churches™: they make visible in brick-
and-mortar Christ’s body which is made up of the living stones we
call Christians. Each church building. like St. John Lateran in
Rome, or St. Peter’s. or any other. is meant to be a vibrant sign of
Christ’s resurrected body. We should cherish and protect our
churches as places where heaven touches earth, where we, as a
community, are raised to the fullness of life in Christ.

- RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS

Modern Money-Changers

The “liturgy wars” are something of a hot topic in contemporary
Catholic circles. Latin chant or guitar hymns? Communion on
the tongue or in the hand? Chapel veils or bare heads? Surplice
or alb? It’s giving me a headache just writing it all out. I don’t
mean to say that none of this matters. The worship of the
Almighty God, especially in the context of the Holy Sacrifice
of the Mass, is no trifling matter. It is good for people to be
concerned about whether or not their worship is pleasing to
God. I am happy that Catholics care enough about these things
to have an opinion. I’'m not going to say where 1 fall on this
spectrum of liturgical sensibility (the headache intensifies
thinking of the emails [ would get). And I won’t pretend it’s not
something I feel passionate about, in my own way. But too often
I find myself sniffing dismissively at the “other camp,” the folks
who are drawn to a different style or tradition. Too often I see
them sniffing dismissively back to me. We are, both groups,
obsessed with the form of a thing — so much so that we risk
forgetting the function of it. And when I stop to think about it,
I wonder if Jesus shouldn’t crack the whip at us all, the modern
money-changers of the temple, who have allowed worship to
become a transaction (I offer x sacrifice, | am rewarded with y
feeling of fulfillment and satisfaction). 1 look at the Gospel
today, and [ can see the purpose of the money-changers. It could
be argued that, in a way, they were facilitating the laws of
Moses, making possible the temple sacrifices stipulated by
God. But it matters why you do something, not just sow you do
it. What good is any act of worship, if at its conclusion we do
not more closely resemble the One before whom we kneel?

DEDICATION OF THE LATERAN BASILICA

Did you know there are churches in Rome older than St. Peter's?
St. John Lateran is one of four major basilicas in the Eternal
City, and it is by far the oldest. The land was donated by an
ancient Roman family to the Emperor Constantine, who in turn
gave it to the Church. For hundreds of years, St. John Lateran
was the "mother church." Popes lived on the grounds through
the 14th century. The church itself suffered from pillaging by
invaders, fires, and earthquakes. [t has been restored and rebuilt
five times since the 300s. On this feast, we remember more than
a building. We celebrate the resiliency of our faith. Though
trials may come in our parishes, personal lives, and the world,

the Church endures through the grace of Jesus Christ.

Cambistas Modernos

Las "guerras litargicas" son un tema candente en los circulos
catdlicos contemporaneos. ;Canto latino o himnos de guitarra?
¢Comunién en la lengua o en la mano? ; Velos de capilla o cabezas
descubiertas? ;Sobrepelliz o alba? Me da dolor de cabeza solo
escribirlo todo. No quiero decir que nada de esto importe. El culto
al Dios Todopoderoso, especialmente en el contexto del Santo
Sacrificio de la Misa, no es un asunto trivial. Es bueno que las
personas se preocupen por si su adoracion agrada o no a Dios. Me
alegra que a los catélicos les importen lo suficiente estas cosas
como para tener una opinidn.

Pero con
demasiada frecuencia me encuentro olfateando con desdén al "otro
bando", la gente que se siente atraida por un estilo o tradicién
diferente. Con demasiada frecuencia los veo olfateando
desdefiosamente hacia mi. Estamos, ambos grupos, obsesionados
con la forma de una cosa, tanto que corremos el riesgo de olvidar
su funcién. Y cuando me detengo a pensar en ello, me pregunto si
Jesis no deberia chasquear el latigo contra todos nosotros, los
modernos cambistas del templo, que hemos permitido que la
adoracion se convierta en una transaccion (ofrezco “x” sacrificio,
soy recompensado con un sentimiento de plenitud y satisfaccion).
Miro el Evangelio hoy, y puedo ver el propésito de los cambistas.
Se podria argumentar que, en cierto modo, estaban facilitando las
leyes de Moisés, haciendo posible los sacrificios en el templo
estipulados por Dios. Pero lo que importa es por qué haces algo,
no solo cémo lo haces. ;De qué sirve un acto de adoracién si al
final no nos parecemos mas a Aquel ante quien nos arrodillamos?

DEDICACION DE LA BASILICA DE LETRAN

;Sabias que hay iglesias en Roma mas antiguas que la de San
Pedro? San Juan de Letran es una de las cuatro basilicas principales
de la Ciudad Eterna y es, con diferencia, la mas antigua.
