Jesus desires to refresh us every morning
with his word of love, with his grace-filled presence. This week,
hear Jesus calling to you: “Come, have breakfast!” Embrace some
form of spiritual, meditative practice each morning for spiritual
strength to get you going.

WHY DO WE DO THAT? - CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED
Responding to God

Question:

[ can’t explain it. I feel a nudge from God to something out of the
ordinary. How do | respond?

Answer:

You’'re in good company! Abraham was asked to leave all he knew
and loved for a strange land, with only abstract divine assurance that
such a sacrifice would be worth it. Plenty of prophets protested against
God’s call, whether it was claiming they were too young (Jeremiah) or
running away entirely, only to end up in a whale’s belly (Jonah). St.
Joseph was asked to do something very strange. He was asked to
believe — on the word of an angelic appearance in a dream — that his
betrothed was pregnant not from another man, but by a miraculous
intervention of God. Then he was called to marry her. Author Flannery
O’Connor once wrote, “You shall know the truth, and the truth shall
make you odd.” Sometimes God’s invitation might seem strange or
challenging. It might require sacrifices we never expected to make.
Our life might look different than we had always imagined. But as we
all know, life throws its own curveballs, regardless of whether or not
we're listening for God’s will. Better, one would think, to be open to
the promptings of God and to follow along the strange trails that they
lead. We have the assurance that, eventually, we will find green
pastures.

LIVE THE LITURGY

for all of us: come to the fire of His love. Be warmed. Be fed.

The Witnesses of What Makes No Sense

It never fails to amuse me that the disciples in today’s Gospel don’t
recognize Jesus until he asks them to do something that makes
absolutely no logical sense. He's just some random stranger on the
shore — until he gives them an order that, in any other circumstances,
would have them rolling their eyes into the backs of their head: Drop
the nets again. I know you haven't caught anything all night. I know
you 're tired. Just do it one more time. Trust me. Again. That’s when
they recognize him. The disciples display such poor recognition of
Jesus after the resurrection. I’'m sure there’s a good, theologically
sound reason for it, one [ am not smart enough to explain. Whatever
that reason is, it’s very clear that God was carefully orchestrating these
moments of realization. He is trying to tell us something about how we
recognize the risen Christ — the one who has conquered sin, the one
whose love was stronger than death. The one who never made any
sense, and never will, because his kingdom is not of this world, and to
understand him — to recognize him — you have to detach from the
priorities, the expectations, the limitations of this present world. You
have to be willing to do what makes no sense. Love — again, even
when it doesn’t make sense. Forgive — again, even when it doesn’t
make sense. Believe — again, even when it doesn't make sense.“We
are the witnesses of these things,” Peter tells the Sanhedrin (Acts 5:32).
Peter, who was so full of joy when he recognized Jesus that he leapt
into the sea, fully clothed, desperate to be near him. It makes no sense,
and that’s okay. That’s kind of our whole thing, as Christians. We are
the witnesses of the things that make no sense.

Gifts in Disguise

Have you ever opened a gift and wondered what the giver was
thinking? I won’t call out any of my family or friends here, but suffice
to say, [ think we have all been the confused recipient of a sweater that
wasn't our size or a gift card to a store where we don’t shop. But we
smiled all the same and said how much it meant to us, because we
know that when it comes to gifts, it’s all about the gesture. Suffering
is a lot like that — the gift you never asked for, and don’t really want
to receive. Sometimes we look at suffering and, like the apostles who
see Jesus as a stranger on the shore, we don’t recognize it for what it
can be. We don’t appreciate the catalyst suffering can be for change,
for growth, for grace. What was the gift that you received in disguise?
Was it a relationship that confounded and frustrated you? Was it a job
that tested your spirit? An obstacle that stopped you dead in your
tracks? A rejection that threatened to break your spirit? If [ go back
and look at the worst gifts I’ve ever gotten, chances are that [ didn’t
like them because I didn’t know what to do with them — they were
more fitted for someone else’s interests, someone else’s life. It’s the
same with suffering. We’re tempted to cast suffering aside when it
comes our way because it doesn’t fit the person we are. Suffering is
made to fit the person God knows we have the ability, with His grace,
to become. Hang onto that suffering. Unlike the misshapen sweater, it
really will come in handy.

Aquel que nunca tuvo sentido ni lo tendra
jamas porque su reino no es de este mundo, y para entenderlo a él —
para reconocerlo — tienes que desprenderte de las prioridades, de las
expectativas, de las limitaciones de este mundo actual. Tienes que estar
dispuesto a hacer lo que no tiene sentido. Amar — una vez mas, aunque
no tenga sentido. Perdonar —una vez mas, aun cuando no tenga sentido.
Creer — una vez maés, aunque no tenga sentido. “Nosotros somos
testigos de estas cosas”, le dijo San Pedro al Sanedrin (Hechos 5:32).
Pedro, que estaba tan lleno de gozo cuando reconocio a Jesis que salté
al mar, completamente vestido, desesperado por estar cerca de él. No
tiene logica, y eso esta bien. Esa es, en cierto modo, nuestra esencia
como cristianos. Somos los testigos de las cosas que no tienen sentido.

Regalos disfrazados

pediste y que realmente no quieres recibir. A veces miramos el
sufrimiento y, como los apdstoles que ven a Jests como un extrafio en
la orilla, no lo reconocemos por lo que puede ser. No apreciamos el
catalizador que puede ser el sufrimiento para el cambio, el crecimiento,
la gracia. ;Cual fue el regalo que recibiste disfrazado? ;Fue una
relacidn que te confundid y frustrd? ;Fue un trabajo que puso a prueba
tu espiritu? ;Un obstéculo que te detuvo en seco? ;Un rechazo que
amenazaba con romper tu espiritu? Si vuelvo atras y miro los peores
regalos que he recibido, lo mas probable es que no me gustaron porque
no sabia qué hacer con ellos; eran mas adecuados para los intereses de
otra persona, para la vida de otra persona. Lo mismo ocurre con el
sufrimiento.
