What do you call brothers who are born on the same day? Twins. of course.
That is what we celebrate today in the inestimable saints. Peter and Paul.
Wait: twins? Yes. The early Church believed that Peter and Paul were
martyred in Rome on the same day. Since the day of martyrdom is
celebrated as a saints” birth into eternal life. the result is striking: Peter and
Paul are twins in God's family. the Church. Who should care about this?
Well. anyone who longs to live in a world marked by love and peace.
Remember. the Romans believed that twins. Romulus and Remus.
founded their city through an act of fratricide. the former murdering the
latter. Sadly. the structures of this tallen world emerge through violence
between those who should love each other. But in the Church. a new city
has been founded upon this new set of twins. embodying the non-violent
power of Jesus™ cross and resurrection. That's why traditional icons
represent Peter and Paul in a fraternal and warm embrace. Contrasted with
the violence of Rome’s founders. it challenges us with a bold claim: do we
believe that structures of merciful love are more powerful and lasting than
those based on power. violence. and domination? Am I willing to see
others in my life as my “twin.” with whom | am called to give my life for
Christ. or as my rival? Am I committed to living what is embodied in
Romulus and Remus. or in Peter and Paul?

PRACTICING CATHOLIC

Some Say

At first, the Apostles try to dodge the question.

When Jesus confronts them — and make no mistake, it is a

confrontation — with the question “Who do you say that | am?” they
act like a man whose wife has just asked him if she looks fat in these
jeans.The evasiveness of their answer puts politicians to shame: “Some
say John the Baptist, others Elijah, still others Jeremiah or one of the
prophets.”

Some say.

But Jesus doesn’t let them off easy. He repeats himself. He wants an
answer. “Who do you say that I am?” They all know the answer. They
all believe the answer. And they all know the answer could get them
thrown in prison or killed. Only Peter is brave enough to say it: “You
are the Christ, the Son of the Living God.” People have a lot of
opinions about God. They always have. They have a lot of opinions
about Jesus and the Bible, about the Catholic Church and the Pope.
Some of these opinions are well-founded, well-researched. Some of
them are based in ignorance. Many are bom of painful
misunderstandings. But they are all just that: opinions.

Some say.

We know who Jesus is. We know who the Eucharist is. We know what
the truth is. Amid the chaos and the violence and the excruciating
loudness of this fallen world and all the words it shouts into the void
about God and Jesus and right and wrong, we know.

But will we answer?

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP

[f you had $100 to give away, to whom would you give it? Perhaps
you would choose someone you love. How about someone on the street
at a corner stoplight? You could really make someone's day if you gave
it to them as a tip after a modestly priced meal. There are so many
possibilities. No matter to whom you give the $100, you are certainly
being generous. No one can debate that. Let's say you have narrowed
it down to two different people. You know both of these people, and
you suspect each person would be equally grateful. Does it make a
difference who you give the money to in the end? What if [ told you
that one of the individuals just got a big raise at work, and the other
person is at risk of having their water turned off because they have
been late paying their bill. Does it make a difference now?
Discernment should always be an important part of any good steward's
way of life. If we give simply for the sake of giving, that may not
always be the best use of our gifts. In order to gain the most fruit from
the seeds we plant. we must plant wisely. All we have been given has
value, and we need be good caretakers of it all. If you ever do find
yourself with $100 to spare, be sure to carefully consider all the options
and make the wiser choice. In the meantime, pray for wisdom and
reflect on how to best use all you have been given for the sake of the
Kingdom of God.
