A lew years into my priesthood. [ hit a wall. 1 had taken on too many
commitments: Masses. meetings. ministries. projects. [ couldn’t keep up. |
was double-booking. forgetting things. running late. and letting people
down. My boss at the time. a wise priest. and our shared secrelary. noticed.
For my birthday. the two gave me a stack of 100 flashcards. each with one
word printed in a difTerent language: “NO.™ It was funny. but also painfully
true. [F1 couldn’t say no. my yes was in danger. In this Sunday's Gospel.
Jesus says. “Let your ‘Yes’ mean ‘Yes,” and your ‘No’ mean *No.’
Anything more is from the Evil One” (Matthew 5:37). He's not just
eiving advice about polite speech. He's showing us something about the
freedom of Christian discipleship. The follower of Christ is called to speak
clearly. simply. and honestly, There is joy in that kind of lreedom. The
Church Fathers often linked this kind ol straightforward (ruthfulness with
spiritual maturity. The devil is the lather of lies. but Jesus is the Word made
(Tesh. When we hedge. fatler. exaggerate. or avoid. we open space for the
shadows Lo creep in. That little stack of fashcards reminded me that God
does not want us enslaved Lo the expectations of others or to the fear ol
disappointing them. He wants us to enjoy the peace of saying ves and
meaning it. and saying no. and meaning il. too. Lenten Challenge: Practice
one moment ol honest. peacelul speech this week. Maybe it’s a sincere
Tyes” to something important. or a humble “no™ to something you cannot
do. Let it be a quiet step into the freedom Jesus olTers.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS

In the carliest years of Chrislianily. the locations central to the story of Holy
Week — the Garden of Gethsemane. Calvary. (he Holy Scpulcher. and more —
were deslinations for pilgrims who wanled Lo experience Christ's sacrificial love
for us in a physical way. In the years after the Crusades. pilgrimage Lo the Holy
Land became impossible for most Christians. and the Stations of the Cross was
popularized as a devotional means Lo pray through the passion and death of
Christ. Throughout history the number of slations has varied. with different
traditions focusing on different events. [n the 18th century. the number was
officially fixed al 14 by Pope Clement XIL. These stations are taken from the
Gospel accounts ol Christ’s passion and death. though there are several which
arc derived from tradition and apocryphal sources. such as the meeting of
Mother and Son and St. Veronica wiping the lace of Christ.

The Carpenter and the Law

My husband and I couldn’t believe our luck: our new house had a deck.
It was more than a couple of broke millennials had ever dared to dream.
Lounging in our patio furniture drinking coffee and watching the cars
drive past, we felt like Kennedys at Hyannis Port. We had arrived. Well,
until it started falling apart. To be fair, my husband knew this was going
to happen all along, because he’s a person who uses words like “joist™
and “weight-bearing” correctly. He took one look at the deck at the open
house and knew it wasn’t up to code. “We’re going to have to reinforce
this at some point,” he told me. “Whatever!” I replied, daydreaming
about twinkle lights and porch parties. Sure enough, our second summer
in the house, he had to rip the rotting surface boards off. The biggest
issue was that the joists were too far apart; when we stepped on the
boards, they bowed and almost cracked, lacking adequate support
beneath. But we weren’t going to redo the whole deck — we’re not
actually Kennedys. We (okay, fe) simply ripped the surface boards off,
added the necessary joists, and replaced the decking with newer, better,
stronger wood. Simply put, my husband did not come.to abolish the
deck, but to fulfill it. The law of Moses was like a good deck, admirably
built. You could say “Raga,” your heart filled with anger, and the law
didn’t break. But that anger treads heavily on boards not adequately
supported. Over time, the anger becomes too much to bear. And that
board — that law, that heart — it’ll break. Just you wait. And when it
does, you'll see why: there wasn’t anything beneath, holding it up. So.
God sent a Carpenter to reinforce the law, The Carpenter crafted joists
from prudence, fortitude, justice and temperance — strong virtues that
can withstand a lifetime of battery, if properly maintained. And the law
still holds.

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP

Don’t Live a Lie

One day, my son was explaining to his mother that he felt she had lied
to him. It was nothing very important, but he wanted to take this
opportunity to share how important telling the truth is to him. He
explained that he simply tells it like it is in all aspects of his life. But an
hour later, we caught him in a lie! Again, it was not about a matter of
life and death, but it was a lie. When confronted with his own previous
words on how important the telling the truth was to him, he just smiled.
Yes, the guilty often have no words of defense. Jesus said it best in
Matthew 5: “Let your ‘yes’ mean ‘yes’ and your ‘no’ mean ‘no.”” He
was warning his disciples about false oaths and then instructing them
on the fullness of the Hebrew laws. We may try to do what we say and
say what we mean, but it can be all too easy to fall short. We call
ourselves disciples yet provide evidence to the contrary by our actions
(or lack of them). Even if we feel that we have lied to no one, we may
have lied to ourselves. We portray ourselves as generous, thankful, and
loving people, yet fail to answer God’s call in a situation because we
perceive the cost to be too great. Jesus did not simply mean for his
message to be about two words. He also meant that when you say you
are a disciple, make sure you are a disciple as well.

LIVE THE LITURGY

Jesus does not want us to live within the law — he wants the law to live
within us. God’s law, fulfilled by His Son, is rich soil. We must let it
nourish the words and the decisions of our Christian life — only then
will it flow forth into the world.

El Carpintero y la Ley

Mi esposo y yo no podiamos creer nuestra suerte: nuestra nueva casa tenia
una cubierta. Era mas de lo que un par de millennials arruinados se habian
atrevido a sofiar. Descansando en los muebles de nuestro patio tomando café
y viendo pasar los autos. nos sentimos como Kennedy en Hyannis Port.
Habfamos llegado. Bueno, hasta que comenzé a desmoronarse. Para ser
justos, mi esposo sabia que esto iba a suceder todo el tiempo. porque s una
persona que usa palabras como "viga" y "soporte de peso" correctamente.

Explicé que €l simplemente dice las cosas como son en todos los aspectos
de su vida. Pero una hora después. ilo atrapamos en una mentira! Una vez
mas, no se trataba de una cuestion de vida o muerte. pero era una mentira.
Cuando se enfrentd con sus propias palabras antetiores sobre lo importante
que era para €l decir la verdad, solo sonrié. Si, los culpables a menudo no
tienen palabras de defensa. Jesus lo dijo mejor en Mateo 5: "Digan si cuando
es si. y no cuando es no." Estaba advirtiendo a sus discipulos sobre
Jjuramentos falsos y luego instruyéndolos sobre la plenitud de las leyes
hebreas. Podemos intentar hacer lo que decimos y decir lo que queremos
decir, pero puede ser demasiado facil quedarse corto. Nos hacemos llamar
discipulos y, sin embargo. proporcionamos evidencia de lo contrario con
nuestras acciones (o la falta de ellas). Incluso si sentimos que no le hemos
mentido a nadie, es posible que nos hayamos mentido a nosotros mismos.
Nos presentamos como personas generosas, agradecidas y amorosas. pero
no respondemos al llamado de Dios en alguna situacién porque percibimos
que ¢l costo es demasiado alto. Jesiis no quiso decir simplemente que su
mensaje fuera sobre dos palabras. También quiso decir que cuando dices
que eres un discipulo, asegirate de serlo también.
