Recently I received anote from a teenager | met vears ago. He wrote. “Dear
FFather Muir. you probably do not remember me. but I wanted (o thank vou
for your inspiring and humorous homilies at the parish. They helped me
appreciate the beauty of Catholicism. which | have now embraced in a
personal way.”™ That small note moved me more than he probably imagined.
I had no idea my words had taken root in him. [ was simply sowing seeds
— week by week. Mass by Mass. Someone else — his parents. a yvouth
minister. or God Himsell'— was doing the deeper work. Now this young
man is joyfully reaping a harvest of faith, In today’s Gospel. Jesus offers
living water o a Samaritan woman whose life had been lull of searching
and disappointment. By the end of their encounter. she becomes a bold and
joxful evangelist. Then Jesus s to his disciples and says something
easily overlooked: “One sows and another reaps” (John 4:37). He is
helping them — and us — understand how evangelization works. Often.
the one who sows the seeds ol faith is not the one who sees the fruit. This
Lent. ask yourself: Are vou in a sowing phase or a reaping phase? I vou
are sowing — raising children. praying for someone. mentoring — be
patient. Your work matters. I you are reaping — seeing someone come
alive in faith — be grateful. You are standing on sacred ground. tilled and
walered by others,

Lenten challenge: Thank someone who once sowed faith into your life.
And keep sowing. even when the harvest is unseen.

De tal
manera que yo puedo poner el mio y entablar mi propia conversacion
con el Sefior en la oracion. ;A qué pozo voy por agua? ;Donde estd
Jestis. cansado y sediento? ;Qué me pide que haga? ;Donde debo
anunciarlo? Sefor. como a la samaritana, hazme testigo de tu Evangelio.
Para lograrlo. recordemos que el Espiritu Santo. desde nuestro
Bautismo, ha sido derramado en nosotros como fuente de agua viva. No
hay excusa para no participar como discipulos misioneros en nuestras
parroquias. en la familia y en la sociedad. jSefior. dame de esa agua, y
asi ya no sufriré mas sed!

When God asks for Water

One of my earliest memories is of my mother weeping. The last few months
of her pregnaney with my little brother were tremendously painful for her,
and more than once the pain brought her to tears. | have a hazy image of her
in my mind. belly swollen with a 12-pound baby lying transverse in the
womb. sitting on the edge of her bed. dabbing at her face with toilet paper.
I had brought her the toilet paper. [ would do that when | saw her erving. 1o
wipe away her tears. | have a hazy memory of that, 0o — of the way my
heart was wrenched by the sight of her sulfering, of my desperation to do
something to help. and of my immense satisfaction when she would take
the toilet paper, smile and say. “Oh. thank you, sweetheart!™ as if | had just
airlifted her out of a war zone. What a powerful gift to give 1o a child still
learning the meaning of compassion and selflessness — the gilt of being
able 1o feel that she has. even in some small way. “rescued” a person she
worships. Her smile of gratitude lives. immortal. in my mind. along with
the swell of satisfaction it produced in the deepest corner ol my heart. This
was when | learned that it feels good to help people. and this memory is a
perpetually replenished well of living water for me. | draw from it daily.
three decades later. This is a gift that Christ gives. over and over again. in
the Gospels. He allows us to encounter him tired. afraid. sad and hungry.
Omnipotent power subjected o the utler vulnerability of human form.
Before the Incarnation. God looked down [rom Heaven and said. “You are
thirsty. Here is something to drink.” After the Incarnation. God sits down
beside us and says. “I'm thirsty. Give me something to drink.”

It may or may not be your birthday now, but I know it will
be coming up at some point. I hope you receive many cool presents and get
to spend quality time with friends and family.

Presents remain, but the presence of others may be over, and it is back to
the daily grind.
