   DAILY MASS READINGS 



 

The origin of the medal of 
St. Benedict is very  
ancient. It is based on 
Benedict’s devotion to 
Holy Cross and his use of 
it against the  
assaults of the devil. The 
exact origin of the medal 
is unknown. Pope Bene-
dict XIV  
formally approved it for 

use as a sacramental for protection against evil 
and temptation.  

 
On one side it carries the image of St. Benedict 
holding a cross in his hand and on the other side 
there is a larger cross with Latin initials. On the 
back there is the effigy of the Saint, holding the 
cross in his right hand and the rules in his left 
hand; on his right there is a cup from which a ser-
pent is escaping (a recollection of the poisoned 
wine from which he miraculously escaped); on the 
left we have a crow taking away the poisoned 
bread. Underneath we can read the words:  
"EX S.M. CASINO MDCCCLXXX"  (From the Ho-
ly Mount Cassino 1880). On both sides  
"CRUX SANCTI PATRIS BENEDECTI"  (Cross of 
Holy Father Benedict). Around the image: "EIUS 
IN OBITU NOSTRO PRAESENTIA MU-
NIAMUR"  (May his presence protect us in the 
hour of our death).  

On the front of the Medal, a cross is represented 
which carries several inscriptions, the explanations 
of which follow: 

C.S.P.B. [CRUX SANCTI PATRIS BENEDICTI] 
The Cross of Holy Father Benedict. 

C.S.S.M.L. [CRUX SACRA SIT MIHI LUX] 
May the Holy Cross be my light! 

N.D.S.M.D. [NON DRACO SIT MIHI DUX] 
May the dragon never be my guide! 
V.R.S. [VADE RETRO SATANA] 

Get behind me, Satan! 
N.S.M.V. [NON SUADE MIHI VANA] 

Do not suggest vain things to me! 
S.M.Q.L. [SUNT MALA QUAE LIBAS] 

What you are showing me is evil. 
I.V.B. [IPSE VENEA BIBAS] 
Drink your poison yourself!

THE MEDAL OF ST. BENEDICT 



 

El origen de la medalla de 
San Benito es muy  
antiguo. Se basa en la 
devoción de Benito a la 
Santa Cruz y su uso  
contra los ataques del 
demonio. Se desconoce 
su origen exacto. El Papa 
Benedicto XIV aprobó 
formalmente su uso como 
sacramental de protec-

ción contra el mal y la tentación.  
 
En un lado lleva la imagen de San Benito  
sosteniendo una cruz en la mano y en el otro lado, 
una cruz más grande con iniciales latinas. En el 
reverso, la efigie del santo sostiene la cruz en la 
mano derecha y las reglas en la izquierda; a su 
derecha, una copa de la que escapa una  
serpiente (un recuerdo del vino envenenado del 
que escapó milagrosamente); a la izquierda, un 
cuervo se lleva el pan envenenado. Debajo se 
puede leer la inscripción:  
 
"EX S.M. CASINO MDCCCLXXX"  
(Del Santo Monte Cassino, 1880).  
En ambos lados se lee "CRUX SANCTI PATRIS 
BENEDECTI"  (Cruz del Santo Padre Benedic-
to).  
Alrededor de la imagen: "EIUS IN OBITU NOS-
TRO PRAESENTIA MUNIAMUR"  (Que su pres-
encia nos proteja en la hora de nuestra muerte).  
 

 
En el anverso de la Medalla, se representa una 
cruz con varias inscripciones, cuyas explicaciones 
se detallan a continuación: 

C.S.P.B. [CRUX SANCTI PATRIS BENEDICTI] 
La Cruz del Santo Padre Benedicto. 

C.S.S.M.L. [CRUX SACRA SIT MIHI LUX] 
¡Que la Santa Cruz sea mi luz! 

N.D.S.M.D. [NON DRACO SIT MIHI DUX] 
¡Que el dragón nunca sea mi guía! 
V.R.S. [VADE RETRO SATANA] 

¡Apártate de mí, Satanás! 
N.S.M.V. [NON SUADE MIHI VANA] 

¡No me sugieras vanidades!  
S.M.Q.L. [SUNT MALA QUAE LIBAS] 

Lo que me muestras es malvado. 
I.V.B. [IPSE VENEA BIBAS] 
¡Bebe tu veneno tú mismo!
