Dear Friends,

Last weekend six separate mass shootings brought the total of mass shootings this year to 324 in the United States.
Saturday, September 28, 2025
e  Grand Blanc, Michigan. a shooting at a church killed four people and injured eight.
e FEagle Pass, Texas: An incident in the city resulted in at least six injuries.
e Highland Park, Illinois: A shooting left at least four people injured.
o Selma, Alabama: At least four people injured in a shooting.
e  New Orleans, Louisiana: A shooting on Bourbon Street injured at least four people and killed one.
Sunday, September 29, 2025
o Southport, North Carolina: A shooting at a waterfront bar left three dead and at least eight injured.

This underscores the continuing crisis of gun violence in the United States. With the Prophet Habakuk we cry out to
God, “Violence,’ but you do not intervene.” In what may be the first time in Israelite literature someone questions the
ways of God, and calls God to account for his governance of the world. Violence seems to be an intractable problem;
but God has a non-violent vision for our world. Habakkuk tells us God’s vision will have its time, will be fulfilled,
“and will not disappoint.” He calls on the just to be ‘loyal’ to God’s vision and they will live.

Habakkuk speaks from a dangerous and violent time for his country, Judah. The Babylonian Empire just had a great
military victory, and the country was on the verge of invasion. Judah was desperate and in chaos, with widespread
political corruption and intrigue. They worshiped the gods of violence and militarism who they thought could save
them rather than the Lord of Life. The prophet sees the capture of Jerusalem as a chastisement for the lack of loyalty
(faith). Habakkuk ends his prophecy professing confidence in the God who saves.

In our passage from Luke, the apostles ask Jesus to increase their faith. We usually think of ‘faith’ as belief in certain
abstract propositions about God. But in the cultural context of the New Testament ‘faith’ is better translated as loyalty’
or ‘reliability.” Jesus was the founder of a faction devoted to the renewal of Israel. He demands loyalty to himself and
his project. When the disciple is faced with a choice, they should prefer him to their family of origin (Luke 14: 2ff).
Jesus also warns about destroying the loyalty of the little ones who are loyal to me (Luke 17:1-4)

Loyalty to Jesus demands being faithful to the work of the gospel. Faith or loyalty must be translated into service. The
master in our parable appears to only have one servant who both works in the fields and does the cooking. The meaning
of the parable is clear. Good servants do what they are told. A master never has to thank a servant for doing their job.
Jesus’ final advice to disciples gets confusing calling disciples to say, “we are worthless servants.” Is an obedient and
dutiful servant really “worthless?” “We are obedient servants who deserve no credit” may be a better translation.

As Christians we are not called to be passive servants waiting for God to do something. Our faith in the Incarnation
tells us that God works through us. When it comes to fighting gun violence, we need dogged perseverance to overcome
the weapons industry and the money with which they fund politicians. I often see online messages from parents who
lost their children at the shooting at Sandy Hook School. They formed Sandy Hook Promise and have been at it for
years and have not given up. These are what it means to be loyal servants!

Esto subraya la continua crisis de violencia armada en los Estados Unidos. Con el Profeta Habacuc clamamos a Dios:
““Violencia’, pero no se interviene.” En lo que puede ser la primera vez en la literatura israelita alguien cuestiona los
caminos de Dios, y llama a Dios a rendir cuentas por su gobierno del mundo. La violencia parece ser un problema insoluble;
pero Dios tiene una visién no violenta para nuestro mundo. Habacuc nos dice que la vision de Dios tendra su tiempo, se
cumplird, “y no defraudara”. El llama a los justos a ser ‘leales’ a la visién de Dios y ellos viviran.

Habacuc habla desde un momento peligroso y violento para su pais, Juda. El Imperio Babilonico acaba de tener una gran
victoria militar, y el pais estaba al borde de la invasion. Juda estaba desesperada y en caos, con corrupcion e intriga politica
generalizada. Adoraban a los dioses de la violencia y el militarismo que pensaban que podian salvarlos en lugar del Sefior
de la Vida. El profeta ve la captura de Jerusalén como un castigo por la falta de lealtad (fe). Habacuc termina su profecia
profesando confianza en el Dios que salva.

“«

En nuestro pasaje de Lucas, los apodstoles le piden a Jesus que aumente su fe. Usualmente pensamos en la “fe” como la
creencia en ciertas proposiciones abstractas acerca de Dios. Pero en el contexto cultural del Nuevo Testamento, ‘“fe” se
traduce mejor como “lealtad” o “fiabilidad” Jesus fue el fundador de una faccion dedicada a la renovacion de Israel. Exige
lealtad a si mismo y a su proyecto. Cuando el discipulo se enfrenta a una eleccion, deben preferirlo a su familia de origen

(Lucas 14, 2ss). Jests también advierte sobre destruir la lealtad de los pequefios que me son leales (Lucas 17:1-4)

La lealtad a Jesus exige ser fieles a la obra del evangelio. La fe o la lealtad deben traducirse en servicio. El maestro en
nuestra parabola parece tener solo un siervo que trabaja en los campos y cocina. El significado de la parabola es claro. Los
buenos sirvientes hacen lo que se les dice. Un maestro nunca tiene que agradecer a un sirviente por hacer su trabajo. El
consejo final de Jesis a los discipulos se vuelve confuso llamando a los discipulos a decir: "somos sirvientes inutiles". ;Es
un siervo obediente y obediente realmente "inuitil"? "Somos siervos obedientes que no merecen crédito" puede ser una mejor
traduccion.

Como cristianos no estamos llamados a ser siervos pasivos esperando que Dios haga algo. Nuestra fe en la Encarnacién nos
dice que Dios obra a través de nosotros. Cuando se trata de combatir la violencia armada, necesitamos perseverancia tenaz
para superar la industria armamentistica y el dinero con el que financian a los politicos. A menudo veo mensajes en linea
de padres que perdieron a sus hijos en el tiroteo en Sandy Hook School. Formaron Sandy Hook Promise y han estado en
ello durante afios y no se han rendido. jEsto es lo que significa ser siervos leales!
