All those who suffer from cancer and other devastating diseases.

Today’s first reading teaches us that the Ten Commandments 
are the basis of our religious and spiritual life.

Instead of restricting our freedom the Commandments really 
help us to love and respect our God and our neighbors. 
Today’s Gospel gives us the dramatic account of Jesus’ 

cleansing the Temple of its merchants and moneychangers, 
followed by a prediction of his death and Resurrection. 

The synoptic Gospels place the “cleansing of the Temple” 
immediately after Jesus’ triumphant arrival in Jerusalem 

on the back of a colt on Palm Sunday, 

while John places it at the beginning of his Gospel. 
Jesus cleansed the Temple which King Herod

began to renovate in 20BC. 
The abuses which kindled the prophetic indignation 

of Jesus were the conversion of God’s Temple 
into a “noisy marketplace” by the animal merchants and

into a “hideout of thieves” by the moneychangers,
sacrilege in God’s Holy Place. 

Jesus’ reaction to this commercialized Faith was fierce. 
Since no weapons were allowed inside the Temple, 

Jesus had to construct his own weapon, 
a whip of cords to drive out the merchants and 
moneychangers from the Court of the Gentiles.

Los evangelios sinópticos sitúan la "limpieza del Templo"
inmediatamente después de la llegada triunfal de Jesús a 
Jerusalén en lomos de un potrillo el Domingo de Ramos,
mientras que Juan lo coloca al comienzo de su Evangelio.

Jesús limpió el Templo que el Rey Herodes comenzó 
a renovar hace 20AC.

Los abusos que encendieron la profética indignación de Jesús 
fueron la conversión del Templo de Dios en un

"mercado ruidoso" por los comerciantes de animales y
en un "escondite de ladrones" por el cambio monetario,

sacrilegio en el Lugar Santo de Dios.
La reacción de Jesús a esta Fe comercializada fue feroz.
Como no se permitían armas en el interior del Templo,

Jesús tuvo que construir su propia arma,
un látigo de cuerdas para expulsar a los comerciantes

y cambistas de la Corte de los Gentiles. los Diez
