	Continue to sanitize hands prior to proclaiming the Word and wear mask when proclaiming the Word
	Continue to sanitize hands prior to proclaiming the Word

	Presentation of the Gifts
	Remains Suspended

	Collection Baskets
	Use only stationary baskets at the entrances (Hospitality Ministers shall get donations from baskets after Mass.)

	Holding Hands during Lord’s Prayer
	Discouraged for non-household members

	Sign of Peace
	Remains Suspended

	Act of Spiritual Communion
	Recited prior to Holy Communion

	Communion Procession
	Hospitality Ministers guide attendees by specific pew sections to the Altar
	Attendees wishing to receive approach the Altar by rows (Same procedure as prior to the pandemic.)

	Communion Distribution
	All individuals distributing Holy Communion shall sanitize their hands and wear a face covering/mass.

	Receiving the Eucharist
	Only on the hand

	Distribution of the Precious Blood
	Remains suspended

	Sanitizing after Mass
	Discontinued (Rely on bi-polar ionization systems.)
